Mr. Loud's
bill admits as mall matter of the seccand-
¢lass “all newapapes and periodieal publica-
tlong whish are Jlssued at stated Intervals,
and as frequently as four times a year,” but
groppses Lo prohibit the admission to this
clugs of books, and reprints of books, and
to abolish the rample copy privilege,

At a meeting of publishers yesterday at the
office of the American Newspaper company
it was declared by the speakers that the bill
woult he more far-reaching in its effects
than its provisiona would seemn to Unply
Orville J. Vietor, chalrman of a commlttce
selectad by the publishers lnst year o work
againgt the bill, explanined to the meeting
his offorts In Washington, but despite the
protests which had been made he pointed oul
thit Mr., Loud had refusid to recede from
hig position, thag the bill had been restored
to the calendar and would be reached im-
mediately after the appropriation bills had
passed,

He favored the elan of hav-
Ing puplls taken in wagons from their homes
to strong schools rather than to have them
walk to the extremely small schools, He
said that there are la Indlana numbers of
amall district schools that constitute an ele-
ment of evil of sufilclent magnitude to de-
mand the apoplication of a remedy and that
it wes a considerable element of Weskness to
tho scheol sysiem, Other papers were read
on the suhbject.
