In tho produection of corn Nebraska, with
Tess acreago than Kansas, 1ed all the states
with 241,208,490 bushels, and 1linols, with
=till less acreages, wWihe a close second with
2AL028 085, omstripping  both Kansas and
Towa, with thieir greater acreages.

In the production of wheat llinois 1s far
down the list, belng only seventeenth, with
anly 11,678,003 bushels. In this cereal Min-
resote steps erandly to the front with G-
