WHILE HUNNING AWAY.
Men Whoe Were wwilth Marvehers
Story of the Shooting.

WILKESBARRE, Pa.. Febh. 14.—The four-
toonth day of the trial of Sherllf Martin atd
his deputies, charged with the killing of the
sirikera at Lattimer, opened today with
Jahn Puostion on the stand, He testified;

"I was with the strikers when the ghool-
Ing occurred at Lattimer, When we ap-
proached the sherif he walked to the mid-
dle of the road and teld ve to stop, Some
few of the men went forwerd and I then
heard two yvolleye from the deputies. 1 was
shot m the right arm and as 1 started to
run I was shot b the Flght Teg, | saw weix
or zeven' of the deputies leave the lne and
shoot ms they walked awag.'

Andrew Stult testifed: I carried the fag
In the march of the strikers. We  were
stoppedd at West Haxleton by the shorlfl,
who had a revolver in his hand. A shniiar
seene oceurred at Lattimer, where the sherift
selzed one of our menn and we pulled tho
man awny from hlm. 1 saw the sheriff pu’l

the trigger of his revelver three or four
timea."

Marcy Guneavape testified thal he was
marehing with the Eteikers at Weat Hazle-

ton whett the shorlff selged him, Ho begged

to be let go, whersupon the sheriff sald:
“Youn seom a good fellow; ywou had better
got away from (his, there's gong to be
trouble.

Michael Malony, the next witness, sald

Sheriff Martin stopped the men and hell in

his hand n revolver. The strlkers pushed
dahead of the sheriff and the firing thén be-
gan

George Resoter, 1o a lonx story of tke

shooting, brounght out th> fact not given be-
foro thnt at the firing of the first sliot the
Mag bearer at the head of the column of
eirikers fell dead. The witness Jdid not know
the man's pame.

Andrew Sivar, No, 1, ns he Is called ta
Alstingu’sly him from his asshew, No.o 2,
told how, after the vo''es firasd hy the (depu-
tleg ut Lattlmer, n larze numher of them ran
after the atrikers and kept firlng ns they
rat,  Unider severe cross-examination he
finally =ald he was at an artesian well at
Harwood when the firing took place. This

Thomas Rachszlck, speaking
meetlng at Harwood the night before the
shootiniy, sald a delegate, Josaplt  Galrick,
came over from Lnttimer and asked them to
march over there the next day and jnvite
the men employed there 1o juin the a&trike.
The giving of this delegate’'s name is new
evidence,

Other witnesses examined today gave no
testimony of lmportance,

Aa tomorrow ls electlon day Judge Wood-
ward declded to hold no court In the morn-
Ing, to allow some of the jurors to vole,
Court will convene in the afternnon.

The prosecution committee of the Lattimer
sirikers gave out a report tonight that twe
of the ex-gtrikers who went on the stand
to testify last weck have lost thelr employ-
ment. It sayvs that when the men went back
to work the foreman of the mine told them
there was noe more work for them. The
names of the discharged men are Joseph
Mikka and John Sorroviteh. The foréeman
who, It s clalmed, ordered the discharge
of the mon could not be seen tonight, but
it 45 eald he denfes that the discharge had
anything to do with the Martin trial

another and are groen thatehed by thousands
of pleturesque cocoanut trees, waving palms
and banana trees. Broken, lazy clouds as
white as cotton hang over the wooden towh
and are et off by the mighty black wall of
torn and serrated lava mountains that tear
themselves as a background to all. Surely,
the fense, deep blue of far-famed Copri
bay cannot be qulte as peattiful as thils.
There can hardly bo more attractive door-
yarils the world over than there are in
Honolila, They are all ample and In some
caspy oover six mcres. The poorest laborer
fn Hawnail must have a profusion of palmas,
roxes nnd a dozen varieties of trailing, flow-
er'ng vines about his cheap, whitewashed
houge or hut of palm branches, UGeraniums
grow twenty feet high, like efiormous bushes
and heliotrope grows in stalks ax high as
one's head and 18 cut away with a hatchet
when It geta too luxuriant. Mignonette grows
[ cliumps o yard high along the sirects.
Surrounded ns the clty homes are by trees
of the tropics, they give Honolulu Ih(“up-
pearance of a land of country villas, BEven
the Chinese and Japanese have dwelllngs
an environments that appeal to the arth_:lh':

climate and do not rob the purse, while

They have clear, dark
complexiony, graveful necks and arms, black,
gepsuous eyes, petite fgures and plump,
round hands, white sound tecth and red lips,
They are the personification of good nature,
and they love to be graceful and pleasing
They cannot le sald to have the severest
|deas of morullty, and the missionaries have
found that character!stic the most formid-
able stumbling block in seeking thelr con-
version. The young Kanaka women are af
their best on m feast day, when they are
gorgeously decked with flowers and garlands
of leaves, and when an orchestra beging Lo
play. thelr black eyes melt and sparkle and
thielr feet and arms move in sympathy with
the musgle. No legs an authority than the
duke of Sutherland, who spent @ mouath lo
Hawall, o hie Journey about the world, eald
the young Kanaka wowen were the most
charming of any dark skinned race In the
world, 1Is it any wonder that many a man
from America or Europe, who has heen buf-
feted by the hardships of the world, has
found the cheer and jovousness of feminine
acqualitance lu Hawall so Irreslstible that he
has sunk into lapguor and lethargy there,
and never agaln left the slands? Men and
women do pretty much as they ke in
Hawall, providing they keep the laws and
never lonterfere with thelr nelghbope. The
very balminess of the alr, the profusion of
flowers, and the goneral ocase and careless-
ness of the (slands beget a freer mode of
living among people than people In colder
zones Know.

The scarcity of erlme n Hawall s at-

tribited to the calming and languorous ef-
forta of this tropieal climate, Here are over
100,000 people of all nationalities and there
aro less than 100 prisonets, and these, when
not required on public works, are leased as
eervanis to private families. At 6 o'clock
In the afternoon the prisom bell rings and
the convie!s hurry to thelr bars. If one s
late he finds the gates locked and he catinot
enter except by golog through the keeper'a
ofMee, where, unless he can make a good
exctuse, he will lose his credit marks. No
prisoner ever thinka of rupdlng nway.

day long on walls and in the clumps of
rank vegetation on every hand, and starts
out nt sunset to feed on humian bleod.

THE PLUTOCRATS.

The rich men of the islands, men llke
Dole, Blshop, Alexander and  Smith, are
Americans and Englishmen, who have mado
their fortunes growing sugar cane during
the dayvs of the reciprocity treaty with the
United States. Mr., Bishop Is popularly
supposed to be worth upward of $1,000,000
and Is the wealthiest man here. Slnee
President Dole went into office the govern-
ment has done all pessible to encourage
coffer growing In Hawall, Io 1883 the ex-
ports of coffee from Honolulu were $56,000.

The visitor at Honoluly finds many places
of interest outside of the clly.

Then there are the
wonderful voleanoes and the acres pod acres
of hardened black lava, The sugar, rlce
and coffee plantations ave unlike anything

SAN FRANCIZCO, Feb. 14.—Tle Oriental
and Ovcldental Steamshlp company’s steamor
Gaelle arrived Sunday from Hong Kotg, Yo-
kohama and Honslulu, bringing the follow-
Ing orlental ndvices:

There were thirty-¢ight pa ongers on board
the liner, many of whom wers repeatedly
attacked by the Japaaese crew whenever
they left thelr own staterobme after night-
fall, ©On New Year's day, the Telegraph
gaye, Al the Japancse sallors and wniters,
“mad drunk™ and clad only In breech clouts,
made an organized atiack on the English
officers and passengera of the Hakawn Maru.

The Japanese were armed with konives,
erowhars and belayving pins, brutally beat
tie ehle! engluneer and hla third nssistant,
and attacked a passcoger, Thomus Hall, In
fils berth, eutting his head open with a
marlin apike. According to the account in
the Telegraph, the officers and most of the
passengers were kept from the bridge, where,
unarmed, lorty Engllshmen kept 100 drink-
maddened Japanese at buy during the «atire
night by bratndishing thelr walking sticks,
