Thia
law can pot be abrogated, and if nny man
Hves without labor it s through somo oon-
ditlon impoxed by man, not by natuare,
Speaking of man collectively he must work
IT he wonld eat of olotho or sholter Imaclf,
and he produces sguch things By his Inhor
that patisfios certain wants.

Beonomista, editors, publie spea bty
and legislators overlook ‘the fact that price
is fundamentally different from value in that
value s determined by noture, while pricoe
I8 determined by man. One s fixe! nifl-
rally, the other is fixed artitrarvily by the will
of mun by agreement. Value can only he
changed by skill, by Invention, by knowledgoe,
wihdle price Is changed at will. Henee wo
must not vonfound wvalue with price, they
are In no way analogous, they can differ ine
depenidently of eath other. Price, however,
tannot differe lndepondently from the pure
chinging power of money. If Yrlces ¥lse the
purehasing power of money falls; whatever
affects price must necessarily affect the M=
chasing power of money Inversely, and as
prive is 'fixod arditrarlly the purchasing
power of money must be fixed drbitrarily, by
the will, by agreoment,

The value of monoy must be determined
by what It will purchase, henve the value of
money ls nol fixed by the Inbor it hag cost
In Atk prosuction, but hy the conditions which
affeet (he market price of the common itica—it
sttaply refleets these conditions.  Under nat-
ural conditlons value will control price, hut
through certaln vonditions Imposed by man
they never wholly colnelde, and by grecd
anil opportunity they are often made wide
apart.

tlon practically all wen are working dirocily
for money and dndivectly for what mon ey
