Students Turn Out for an Imprompta
Pirande,

PRINCETON, N. J, April 2—The posai-
bility of war aroused quite a frénzied exhi-
bition of patriotism among the students of
the university last night. The movement
wie wholly spontaneous and was started by
a few senlors about 11 o'clock. "All out for
war,"" was the cry raised, and in a very short
time a large part of the student body was
out yelling around the historie cannon which
did service in the revolutionary battle of
Princeton, and which la now the hub of
Princeton life.

A parade was next organized, the line of
march being down Nasaau street to the home
of ex-Presldent Cleveland. Repeated calls
falled to bring the ex-president out for the
desired speech, so the march continued, the
next stop being at Prospect, the home of
Prealdent Patton of the university. Presl-
dent Patton came out and made a very
patriotic and yet conservative speech.
While hoping that war might even yet be
averted, he was nevertheless of the opinlon
that we should be careful to sce that our
national honor was not assalled. As a close
to the demonstration of the evening a large
bonfire was kindled on top of the old can-
non and for two hours the students yelled
and sang patriotlc songs.

The dlscontent 1= @8 widespread that the
Idea is raplily galning that a erlsis in the
history of the unloplst party willl soon be
reached. ' The consensus of opiolon inclines
to tha bellef that the marquis of Sallsbury,
yielding to the advice of hls friends, will
retire from the Toref@n oMce, Bt will remaln
premier. A certaln aomunt of color Is glven
to this belief by Friday's semi-oMclal rumor
that the queen will confer upon th: marquls
the lord lieutenantey of Middlesex, and the
question of his successor is debated In the
most lively manner. The enemlies of Jos*ph
Chamberlain, the secretary of etate for the
colonies, are diligently eirculating the re.
port that he aspires to succeed the marquis
of Sallsbury, which (s farthest from his
thoughts at present, Mr. Chamberlain know-
Ing that his liberal unlonist frlends would
Mesert If he tried for the forelgn cffice.
Political eclub clrcles consider that, as the
duke of Dtvonshire Is masured the premiler-
ship, if the marquis of Balisbury retires al-
together, A. J. Balfour, the first lord of the
treasury, acting pecretary of state for foreign
affairs, and government leader In the House
of Commons, will succeed his uncle in the
forelgn office. This Is conaldered ugdoubt-
edly to be the outcome If Mr. Balfour can
overcome his objection to elevation to the
House of Lords.

Falllng him, the forelgn office portfollo
will probably be offtred to Lord Cromer, the
British minister and consul general at
Calro, with the posalble reversion to Mr.
George N. Curzon, the parliamentary sscre-
tary for the foreign ofice, who, ln spite of
his concelted mannerisme, has greatly im-
proved his parliamentary poalition, impress-
ing his colleagues with his adminlstrative
ability.

Explains Why the Derlin Authorities
Pernecouted Her.

BERLIN, April 2.—(N*w York World Ca-
blegram—=Epecial Telegram.)—This morning 1
ocalled o2 Lona Borrieon and her husband,
who are stopplng at the Bristol, a swell
ho'cl In Berln. The room was littered with
bright silk dresses and newspaper cuttings.
The husband, a blg fellow, reccived me in
his shirt and trousces. Lona was behind a
screen droaslog.  Asked about the threat-
ened expulsion she sald:

"It all arises out of the case of Herr Otto
of Dusaeldort, editor of Artist, who siid
Y was no better thap 1 ought to be.

RUSSIA TUDLISHES ™E STORY.

OmfMcinl Account of the Oceupntion of
Port Arthur,

By command of tae emperor, and for the
purpose of [fultilling the conditlons set
forth in the convention with the Chlnese
government, General Grodekow, commuanl-
inlg the Amur distriet, dispatehed from
Viadivostock on March 17 n dotneaiment of
troops with orders to join tle lunding par-
ties of the Paclfic squadron it Port Artaur
commanded by Rear Admiral Dubnssofy,
The Chineses tronr; began thelr departure
on March 27, the last column march ng out
at 1 o'clock on the folowing morning,

Five hours later the Russlans landed and
began tho occupation of the forts. By 8§
o'vlock the troops were in position, Hus-
slun flags were taen run up on all the
versels of the fleet and Russian and Chi-
nese flags on the forts. Balutes were fired
by the ships and forts. A simiar program
was carried out at Ta Lien Wan.

Measures will be begun Immedintely for
the effective occupation of the territory
cefned to Russia In the Kwan-Tung penin-
sul

The czar has thanked Rear Admiral
Dubassoff for the manner In whica he has
carried out his orders.

PUSH THE PRICE P

Find a Rislog Market When They At-
tempt to Cover.

NBEW YORK, April 2—The market has
been feverish and highly speculative all week
and Is materially higher than last week,
oven after Friday's break, mainly as a resull
of forced buying on the part of the shoit in-
terest, A campalgn against the shorts evi-
dently had been quietly but elaborately or-
ganized and when they started to take Lhelr
profita on Monday, on the presentation of
the Malne report to congress, they found
the avallable supply of stock remarkably
small and were bombarded by the numecous
false ruports Indlcating the conclusion of a
peaceful settlement with Spaln. The result-
ing bear panlc caused a very violent ad-
vance In prices, reaching to six polnts in
many of the railroads and much over that In
the highly speculative specialties. Transac-
tlons were larger than any day during the
year. It was supposed that this had largely
ellminated the short Interest from the mar-
ket, but after a aharp reactlon on Tuesday
prices went up again on Wednesday, another
portion of the bear contingent covering their
short contracts, These severe experiences
of the bears made them timld about their
further operations and there was sald to be
still a large outstanding short Interest in
tho market. Vague murmises were In cir-
culation all week also of alleged confidential
Information from Paris banking houses, that
a peaceful solution of the Cuban question
was assured. These factors helped to sua-
tain prices up to ¥riday In spite of the
threatening developments fn the relations
with Spain. Imports of gold continue from
Europe at the rate of nearly $2,000,000 a duy
and rates for time money were stiy held,
lendere being disinelined to make loans until
the éituation becomes clearer.
