ber of Other Places Cleaned
Out by the Robhers on
Sunday Night,

The new police foree has three amall
burglaries to look after as a starter. All
ocourred Sunday night and were success-
fully planned and executed,

The barber ghop of Ed Bhicketanmz on
South Main street was broken Into by the
removal of a rear window and about every-
thing In the spop taken with the exception
of the chalre and the linoleum, When the
shop was opened for buslaees yedterday
mornlog there was only one old digcarded
razor to be found in the place. Every
mug, except Lhose belonging to customers
whose names were upon them, and every
comb and every brush was taken. A portion
of the tools belonged to Gus Lotz, one of
thhe journeymen barbers, but the remainder
belonged to the shop. Shicketans happened
to have a small stock of razors lald away,
but It required the outlay of about $50 to
replenish the chaving cases before business
could be resumed yesterday morning.

On the same eteect and only a few doors
away s located tho butcher shop of Welker
& Letehford, which tas been a regular mark
for burglars for the lest few years. It
was brokim lmto agaln and sobbed. The
cash drawer was hroken open and rifled of
its contents, about $5. A guantity of meat
was stolen, Including some smoked hrma
and dholce steaks. The place has been
robhed several timsa within the last year,

A small shoe store near the Lower hotel,
n few blocks furthee down the street, was
also brokwn kito and some goods carried
away. The loss was small. In additlon to
these small burglaries plifering was also
reported by a couple of Lower Broadway
groces,

PLAXNNING FOR THE BIG WIGWAM,

Getting Things In Shape to Degin
Work of Conxiraction,

The consiruction of the blg wigwam waa
the sole subject of discussion at the meol-
Ing of the Transmlssissippl gssoclation last
alght. The chlef element of contention wan
the maaner lon which the work was to he
done, It was declded that the bullding
committee should make all of the comtracts
for material, and call for blds from con-
tractors to do the work. A resolution was
passed instructing the bullding commitice
to advertise for bids to be In by Monday, in
time to present to the meeting of the nsso-
clatiton on that evealng, and that the bid-
ders should be restricted to resldents of this
(‘D'Illll}'.

The question of the grand stalrway
contemplated In the original plans was
referred back to the buildipg ecommities,
with Instructions to declde upon the matter
In some way that would permit the contrac-
tdon to bid Intelligently upon the work to be

one,

It was declded that the gemeral character
of the wigwam should be "'a comfort home'
for the use of the people of Pottawattamle
county when they visited the exposition,
where they could stop end rest, eat their
lunches and have packages checked without
cost. It was not definitely decided whether
this “general comfort room' should be lo-
cated on one of the upper floora or be given
a prominent locatlon on the ground floor.
This will be definitely determined by the
declslon concerning the stalrway and ele-
vator. The bulldlug committee, however,
was lostructed to provide offices aud check
rooms on the ground floor, of easy acce:s to
visitors, Colonel W. F. Baker, member of
the Board of County Supervisors, was pres-
ent and recelved & vote of thanks of the
association to the county board for the llb-
eral donation. Colonel Baker and President
Graham were algo added to the bullding
committee,

A resclution was passed Instructing each
member of the committee on exhibits to pro-
vide himegelf with a diagram of the ground
floor for the purpose of offering space to
exhibitors with orders to make an active cin-
vass for the sale of s much space as poisl-
ble. It was declded to require a bond of
§$500 from each of the contractors submitt'ng
blds to do the constructlon work on the
bullding.

General B. F, Test submitted a resolution
lustructing the assoclation to ask the elty
councll to appropriate $1,000 from the water
fund to be used for sprinkling and other
purposes lu connection with the maintenance
of the wigwam. The rezolution was referrel
t? George F. Wright for further consideia-
tion.

Secretary Judson reported that the women
who had genercusly asslsted the associntion
‘n Its work of ralsing funds had arranged
for an entertainment at the Dohany theater
on Thursday night, when a serles of fine
stereopticon views of Cuba and the war
ships wlll be shown. It was declded that no
further action should be taken concerning
the other projected entertalnments unt!l the
next meeting, and to relleve the women of
thelr work if It was found enough mcney
was in slght to meet all of the obligations
ol the association.

OUTLOOK FOR CROPS I8 IMPROVED,

Department of Anrvicnlture Isnves Itn
Heguinr Monthily Report.

WASHINGTON, April 11.—The report of
the Department of Agriculture for april 1
makes the avorage condition of winter wheat
B8, againet 81.4 Jast April, and 75.1 on April
1, 1896,

The leading winter wheat states report
Averages as follows: Pennsylvania, 82; Oblo,
80; Michigan, 92; Indiana, 85; Illinols, ¥6;
Missourl, §1; Kansss, 101: Callfornia, 62

The average conditlon of winter rye Is 921,
againet 84,9 April 1, 1897, and $2.9 on the tor.
responding date In 1896,

There are few sections of the country from
which a satlefactory report as to the condi-
tlon of winter grain has not been recelved,
the winter over a large part of the country
having been mild and dry.

The lowest averages from Important wheat
states arp those of Illinola and Californla,
76 and 62 respectively.

The mortality of farm animale, both from
exposure and other causes, has been below
that of the previous winter, Of horses 2.8
por cent are reported having died from dia-
eare, agalngt 2.1 per cent the year previous,
Of cattle a mortality of 1.3 per cent from
winter exposure, and 3.3 per cent from all
causes the proceding winter. Of sheep the
deaths from exposure amounted to 4.7 per
cont, agalust 3.2 per cent the previous year,
and to 6.8 per tent from all causes, against
0.6 &7r cent the previous year,

While hog cholera has been more or less
degtructive, the total lcsses of swine have
amounted only to 9.3 per cent, against 14.4
per cent the preceding year.

With regard to farm animals {n general
the department correspondentg report them
in good conditlon as the result of the gen-
erally mild and dry winter, and the abun-
dance of feed.

In California the winter has been a severe
one, and Ita eMect is shown just as markedly
In the mortality of farm animals as In the
poor condition of winter wheat
