Patviotle Spirit Seems to Tmbne Al
| Clpswes In Connell Blinfis,

Not for several years has Decoration day
been o generally observed In Council Blufls
as 1 was yedterday. Evoryonoe seemed Ime-
bued with the patriotic spirit prevailing.
with the result that the exercises of
Grand Army of the Republic nt Falrview
remctery were pitended by an imimense as-
semblage. All the retall stores In the clty
closed during the afterncon and the streeis
nnd sidewalks were thronged with people o
greet the veterans as they marched to the
comdtery to pay thelr anuual tribute to thelr
falien comrades. Many of the busineas
bouses and private houses along the line of
march were decorated in honor of the day,
especinlly on Onkland avenue, along which
the lntgest crowd gathered.

The line was formed shortly aftor 2 o'clock
on Pear! strect, with a squad of pollee in

tral Christian church, under the leadership
| of Prof. Wilson. Mr. Shugart then iniro-
diieed Joln M. Galvin, the orator of the day.
He sald In part:

We meet today in this beautiful elty of
| the dend, 2z others of our countrymen are
| mecting in every gravayard in this wide and
lavely land, to ecatter flowers upon theo
gpraves of men who in the great war of
the rebellion ehed their blood to save the
union and to free the wlave, Amil while we
docorato the egoldler's grave It is becoming
that wa should pay & tribute to the scldler’s
meinary.

Other nationg are older than ours, Other
natlons have their traditlons reaching back
over centurles, thelr mauselevms in which
repoge the dust of kings, itheir anclent
castles where once dwelt the princes and
the barons of long ago, thelr venerable
rulns speaking of A glory that onts was
but has departed. Of these we cannot boast;
and yet, although our natlon's life is all
encompnssed within the limit of a little
more thun 100 years, we have a heritage of
memories of which a race of freemen may
well be proud. And of all those memories
none are more preclous than those of the
civil war. For it was n great war, great in
the number of wmen that were engaged in
ity baktles, great in the numbers of those
that perlshed on its battle flelds, but greater
sLill In Lthe valor and the sucrifice of those
that in the fiercencss of the conflict faced
death and danger in the defenss of the na-
ton's flag, and greater than ol beeause
when the last canpon ceased to roar and
pence wns agnin restored the' integrity of
the union wos made cortaln for ull the fu-
ture snd the freedom of the slave was an
accomplished fact.

Is it any wonder that
cherish the wartime momories? Is It nny
wonder that every year in the besutiful
fpringtime they seck out the resting places
of their departed comrades to gtrew thercon
the Nowers which rest upon those graves as
the dumb token of the affectlon of the liv-
Ing for the dead? Would not the greater
wonder be if It were otherwlse? And while
these veterans, now wenry with the welght
of years, wend thelr way to the hilltops
wherecon thelr dead companlons sleep it s
beconilng that we of o loter  goneratlon
thould swell the scanty column to a multi-
tude and join the veterans in their work of
love, Well may we be proud of our fallen
heroes. Wa kpow they were brave and true
and that they sealed their faith with their
lives, God prospered thelr righteous cause.
The natlon they saved I8 geateful and 4,000,-
U freedmen bless them. Thelrs was the
toll nnd the sorrow. Ours 18 the pence and
the Joy. Grean should we keep thelr graves
and tenderly oherish thelr memories, God
ouly knows what they suffered, sufferdl
thut we might be happy. Whether they
Blacp In these graveyards, cloge by the
bomes of thelr childhood, or in the far away
south with nothing to mark where thelr
graves are, wilched by the stars and God
till the trumpet sholl call them together,
nll should be dear to the hearts of every
lover of freedom.

MEMORIAL DAY 18

Howkere Cltizens Do Honor to
Soldier Dend,

NE8 MOINES, May 30.—i(8pecial Tele-
gram.)—Memorinl dgy was observed here

loday as never before. Dusiness was abso-
[h:tr-ly sugpended and tho entire city turned
out to do honor to the soldiers of the nation,
those who dled in the 00's and those now
' at the front. 'The parade, which was three
miles long, wns headed Ly the Fifty-first
and Fifiy-second lowan, now in Camp Me-
Kinley here waltlng for the equipment which
must come from Washington before they cun
g0 to the front. Owver 500 veterans of the
