With strains of patristic musle from the
Cosmopolitan band;, the waving of the Stara
pod Etripes In mideair and shout after
shout of confdence In the future of the
party the Nebraska State League of Repub-
lean Clubs gathered fo Boyd's theater last
night,

It wie n ropubliean love feast,

President Charlen E. Winter of this elty
rapped the convention to order about o
p. m. All the sonts in the pit and parquet
wore fIlled with the delegates, whlist many
of the bBAldony Efale were ocoupied witn
gpectators, Not n few women weres present.
The boxer were filled with them

Perhaps nover before had Boyd's thenter
heen Mo tastefully decorated. A worm fence
of hickory limbs had  beeth  constrocted
neross the slnge, and thls was covered with
emilnx and set off with potted palms aod
malden's halr. The stage and boxes were
all draped with American flags, There wan
n gigantle flag hanging at the back of the
gtage, and In front of the slage one flont-

ing to the constant brecze of an electric
fan. These decorations had all been de-
signed by Buperintendent Miles D, Hauck

of the court house, the flornl part having
been contributed by Karr & Davidson, Chalr«
man Beecher Higby of the special commits
tee to which this feature had been ens
trusted. shares with his energetic and ess
thetie colleagues the credit of the sucvcoess
of thus preparing the theater in a fitting
manner for the Natlonal league's conven-
tion in time to nllow thg state league to
bave the advantage of it
Ttuns Up the Plag,

Antictpating the calling to order of the
tonvention the Gand struck uwp o patrictic
melody,

*The republican party hna alwave bLeen
ficeustomed to do bhusinesgs bheneath the col-
ora of the unlon,'” remarked President Win-
terd, Yso we will now proceed to run up
the Stars and Stripes." Big John N, Wost-
berg, the clty comptroller, nccordingly
gtepped to the front of the etage and ran
up the Improvised mast n beautiful silk
flng 5x10 feet in size, which unfurled and
flonted out as though by magle when (it
ranched the level of the electrie fan alrendy
in motlon. Thrice ascended the cheers ol
the convention as the emblem of the conns-
iry was elevated to its proper place at full
mast, while the baud played *The Star
Spangled Banner."

Tha business of the convention began In
earnest then, with the playing of the na-
tional hymn, “America,” and prayer hy Dr.
John MeQuold, pastor of (ho Firsy Methodist
Eplacopal dhurch ot thia clty.

Chalrman Frank Simmona of the commit-
tee on rulea eubmitted a report changing
somewhat the plan of organlzation of the
league, With a few amendments the Iowa
plan of organization, approved by the Na-
tlonal Republiean league executlve commits

tee at Chicago in 1805, was adopted,

The aectlon making each  distrlet and
rounty leagie and ench ¢lub & part of the
stnte plan was dropped. The membership
fee wias reduced Ifram §0 to 26 cents, to be
pald annually by each elub tp the secretary
of the state league for ench delegate 10
which the club is entitled,

The officers of the Republican League of
Nobraska will bo a president, a secretary,
a treasurer and one viece prestdent from vach
cangresslonnl district. The exerutlye com-
mittee will conslst of six members, {o be
appointed by the president, one from each
congressional district. The conatitution may
be amended at any annual convention Ly a
majority of members present voulug In the
affirmative,

He voted  the - democratie
ticket straight until Bryan was nominated,
and sinece casting his vote for MeKinley has
voted nothing but the republican tioket.

B, F. McDougld, the genial postmaster
of Pender, Neb., Is in the city as a delegute
to tho big league meeting. He reports In-
crensing strength among the republicans of
Thurston ecounty, and says the party 1s well
organized for victory this full, In speaking
to a Bee reporter he sald: “Bvery day sees
some additions to our ranks. Lots of the
democrists who voted for MoKinley have re-
mained republicans for good, and a number
who voted for Bryan have ¢come over to our
slde In the last year.

Blackbird wouched for the fact that all

were good republicans, and his size deterred
overyone from geriougly dolibting nis worda,
The red men displayed o keen Interest in
all the procecdings, and when the handsome
American flug was unfurled in the center
of the stuge thelr applouse was lopg and
loud,

Two figureg atirncted much attention In
the convention hall. When Mayor Frank
E. Moores walked down the alsle he wan
greeted with considerable applause, which
was renewed when Jack MacColl came down
4 momont later.

G. W. Whitaker and Editor M. A. Brown
from Buffalo were side partners io the cone
ventlon. Both appeargd confident of repub-
lican wictory this fall. The former said;
“In our part of the state, as | suppose ev-
erywhere, there s a current of public opin-
ion very favorable to the administration.
This cannol bul fld the Cause o the puary
in the state.”’
