ansoclation. The score waa 136 to 121 at the
end of one Innlngs' play,

The winning Canada team was the Manl-
toba aggregation. They came to the tour-
oament touted to win the champlonship
fiad that this oplnion of them was not much
overdrawn was shown In the eass with
which they polished theli opponents. The
Intter were made up of the cracks of all
the other teams. The best bowlers, bats
and flelds were pleked out, lumped together
and put up agalnst the Canadians. To be
gure, they were handicapped by a want of
team play, but for all that the Manitobans
can go back home with a chesty feeling,
even If they did not win the champlonship.

The match wound up the tournament and
wns witnessed by a nice concourse of the
lovers of the game, It was close enough
to be ioteresting townrd the windup and it
brought the lungs of the home rooters into
play. Yet the finish with which the Manl-
toba Iads brought the match to an end did
not go unrewarded, for they: were greeted
with a great cheer when they came off the
feld. Canadn gave a yell for the United
SBtates and another for the Omaha Oricket
club and there were more yolls, All this
put everybody full of good feeling toward
everybody else and the big tournament
wound up In a blaze of good-fellowship.

Lack of team work had a deal to do with
the result of the malch. The United States
contingent as A consequence flelded some-
what loosely. The thirteen extras that in-
creased the Manitobn ecore tells something
of this. They dld not run very well, elther,
In fact, they depended altogether on Indl-
vidual work., But for all that Manitoba had
to play llke champ!ons to beat the cracks
and they did it. They flelded finely and the
howling was excellent. Godwin and Davis
carrled off big honors in the latter and
Polle eut out a nice bit of glory for him-
selt with his pretty stops and catches.

HBatters Showed Well.

Mianitoba made a big score ln Its Innings,
Holmes did the best work with the bat,
making a total of forty-elght hefore he
was cought out by Godwin, Four of the
olthers got into the double figures and one
topped the twenty mark, Polle, They made
nice steady galns all the while and when

The United States started In as If it
meant to annihilate the Canadlans, When
the second wicket fell they had 41 runs.

runs,

The Chicago men had a good share in
boosting up the score. Beddow, one of
them, went in at the start and stayed there
untll the sixth wicket fell. He batted very
carefully and wcored 23 runs. Bradley of
Chicago ably asslsted with 28. At the fall
of the fifth wicket Joe Davis, another Chi-
ecagoan, came in., Davis would be a crack
batsman even in Merrie England, and he
and Beddow form a sirong batting team.
The eritle prophesied that they would make
enough runs to win, but the fales were
against the Stars and Stripes, The couple
ran very nicely, but Beddow was finally
caught out by a phenomenal play by Polle
after the palr had added sixteen runs,
Davis kept right on scoring until he had
run up a total of 41 before belng caught
out. He made gquite a bunch of four-hits,
twisted the leather off safely in all sorts of
ceroms and ran excellently, The score was
118 when he left and it d{d not advance far
afterward. The retirement of Davis seemed
to put life Into the Canadians and they

Ton Eyvek won
the senlor single champlonship, while the
Western Rowing club of 8t. Louls carrvied
off the honors of the Intermediate  four-
oared shell race, The Western club of 8t
Louis, Seawanhako of New York and Ar-

onnuts of Toronto started in the Interme-
diate four-onred shell race. The 8t. Louls
assumed the lead, with Benwanhakn second
und the Argonaputs  third. The difference
between the first and last erews at the half
mile lag was only a length and o half. The
western men rowed a much better race than
they dld yesterday, At the turn they were
but two strokes In front of the SBenwanhn-
Kag, who falled to turn thelr bhont properly,
The Argonnuts were two lengths behind
The race from the mile flug to the finish
was u grand one, The New ":'urhum caught
the St, Louls men shortly after the turn
and held théem to the finlsh., The result was
In doubl until the judges announced that
the westerners had won by one gecond. The
Beawanhakas were rulod out, however, for
thelr error at the turning atuke and second
place was glven to the Argonnuts.

The elght-oared shell race was the most
gensational that was ever rowed on the

Never before In the history of expositions
has a state so comprehensivily set forth the
work of its schools, from the primary up to
the university, as has Nebraska In the
Transmisslesippl and International Exposi-
tlon, Thiz was to be expected from o state
whose greatest pride rests In having the
lowest percentage of (lliteracy of any state
in the union. Of the ninety counties in the
state, sixty-elght are represented.  The oast-
ern, southern and central geetions, compris-
ing the older settled counties and those hav-
ing the best railroad facilities, have the
largest exhibits. The teaching foree repre-
sented numbers 2,306, from 523 schools, di-
vided as follows: One thousand, seven hun-
dred and thirty-two from 183 graded and high
schools; 322 from as many rural schools; 167
from eight state institutions; thirty-seven
from five denominational schools, and forty-
eight from flve private schools, The State
Chatnuqua, too, hns an exhibit.

Thirty-eight of the forty-two schools em-
ployiug more than ten teachers have sent
work. A graded district, Omaba for in-
stance, Is counted ar one school.

Nebraska educational headquarters are lo-
cated in a pleasant, cool room, plentifully
supplled with chairs and couches, in the
northeast corner of the state building, but
the educational exhibit s placed In the
ample galleries of the Manufactures build-
ing, the publie gchoals completely filling the
north gallery. Starting at the eastern end,
the work is arranged alphabetically by
counties, in a series of twenty-one booths.
Each booth was désigned to give space to
148 cards, 22x28 Inches, but, owing to a
decorative frieze placed on the outer walls
to harmonize with the flags covering the
beams and ftrusses In the center of the
building, the space wns somewhat reduced.

Each teacher in the schools making appli-
cation was allowed space for two cards of
the slze mentioned, while the amount of
bound work, for which shelf-room was pro-
vided, was not limited,

The greater part of the work Is mounted
on gray or white cardboard, though in some
instances bright colors are used. This in
connection with the large amount of kin-
dergarten and primary paper folding, weav-
Ing and pasting produces a pleasing effect
as one looks down the gallery from elther
entl, The gray background, however, seems
the most satisfactory.

After looking at the work as a whole, one
Is impressed by (e uniformity, both os re-
gards character and  excellence. This Is
probably due In large measure to our free
text book gystem, which some one has said
is either a hlessing or a curse according to
Its management, As here operated, It does
not necesgarily mean uniformity of text
books, but the tendency Is In thils directlion
and so far as a glven school 8 concerned,
there I8 uniformity, which, even in the
memory of the present generation, has not
always been the case, especlally In rural
schools,

As bhas been noted 322 rural schools, sont-
tered over nearly seventy countles, huve
sent exhibite.  They compare favorably with
the work from graded schools and demon-
strato the wisdom of the attempt to grade
these schools,

Adams county, In the Looth farthest east,
Is represented by Hastings and several rural
schools. The drawings In water color and
the sketehes of school bulldings on  the
covers of the written work from Hastings
attrzct the eye, as well ua the rellef maps
on glugs,

The Elgin High school, In Antelope county,
has sent several volumes of written work,
among which are demonstrations of origlual
propositions in geometry,

The Patershurg schools in Boone county
have atlached to ull work curds showing the
peraonnel of the board and instructors, which
glves one ot o glance an idea of the alze of
the district. On one card {a natleed, "“The
Supposed Speech of a Cubap.” The occur-
rences of the last week prove It only a
"supposed" speech,

Chadron, Dawee county, has the honor of
heing the one representative from the
northwest.

The
written work and listorleal drawing are
especially well done.

Lexington, Dawson county, s name sug=
gestive of war, sendy sketches of the Maino
and Commodore Dewey, Two little girls,
who had evidently come to the exposition
for the sole purpose of scelng thelr school
work, pointed out drawings of the old ©alld-
ing partially destroyed by fire and the new
one replacing it. The work from Cozad
includes relief maps of the continents placed
in a cabinet doubtless made by one of the
puplils.
