In
this respect Benedict came in for the great-
est honors, while for getting down into the
enemy’s fleld to block the returns of kicks
Pillsbury did the best work seen om the Ne-
braskn grounds for a long time. Ervin made
a few good drives through the center of the
lowa line,

The Ames team was unfortunate in having
Eckles, thelr big tackler, retired from the
field carly in the game,

It can only be positively stated at this
time that by reagon of the actlon of con-
gress, approved by the president of the
United States, Hawali has become Unlted
States territory, as Porto Rico will become
also such territory upon the conclusion of
the trealy of peace with Spain. What will
ocour with regard to Cuba, the Philippines
and one or more of the Ladrgne islands, it
is premature to eay. It is certain, however,
that the accession of territory means in-
creased misslonary responsibility,

Questions that may arise with regard to
Hawall are different from those that will
come (o the front with respect to other
localities, Since 1861 the English church
bas been represcntéd here by a bishop, a
small staff of clergy and by one or more
oducationnl institutions In Hopolulu and
elsawhere. The bishop has approached the
Board of Managers more than once for as-
glstance in this work, but following its con-
sigtent policy it has been unwilling to enter
where the English church had already un-
dertaken work.

Some opposition to the proposed poll tnt|

will be encountered In the councll. Whils
talking on (his subject yesterday afternoon
Councilman Parrett sald he wan not in
favor of the passing of such an ordinance
even though the cily charter gave the munic.
ipality the power to do so. He sald the tax
proposed would onty Increase the burden on
property owners and would not reach the
Inrge number of single men who work and
reside here. This stalement is borne
by the statutes which provide that the poll
tax levied ahall be assessed againgt prop-
erty unless pnid or worked out. Mr. Barreit
contends that a majority of the packing

house employes here are single men and |

under the present Jaw there would be no
power to force or compel them to pay a poll
tax,
the tax payers would onPy be added to, This
he deems unfair and for these rearons he
for one will oppose the passage of an ordl-
nance looking toward the levying of a poll
tax.

While speaking on this subject Mr, Barrett
snld that he would, before long, usk for the
appolntment of a committee to go over the
charter and prepare a revisfon. The poll
tax guestion would, in Barrett's opinlon, be
taken up in this revielon and he suggestod
thnt all property to the value of $150 be
exempt, Persons owning either real or
persopal property above that amount, ac-
cording to his fdeas, would be llable to a
poll tax.

It seems that there Is really no way In

which the slngle men who llve here and vote

regularly can be reached by a poll tax, un-
less there is a revision of the charter, One
pther point Barrett sugegests ls that no one
who does not pay a poll tax be allowed to
vote. This plan, he sayvse, 18 worked suc-
cesafully In the east, and he sees no reason
why it cannot be done here, S8hould the
exemption suggested by Barrett be made o
provision of the law, a great many men of
the requisite age would be prevented from
casting their ballots, as many employed here
are not in a position to return $260 worth
of taxable property every year. The board-
ing and lodging houses here are full of men
who work day after day In the packing
houses and yet do not accumulate property
to amoint to anything, With such a law In
force the vote of the cily would be reduced
at Meast one-third, and the idea will hardly
be eerlously congidered.

No one denies that the clty needs revenue
for street repalrs and with the additionnl
recelpts gained by the levying of such a
tax there is no doubt but that the streats
could be kept in fine condition. Both sides
of the question will, most likely, be
thoroughly aired at the next council meet-
ing.
