There Is a growing suspicion among the
people around the federal building that un-

less

something Is done to call a halt , most
of the male Inhabitants of the Omaha and
Wlnncbago reservation will bo In the county
jail , txjfore Christmas.

Deputy Untied States Marshal Allan has
returned from another trip to tbo reserva-
tion

¬

and with him he has brought Louis
Priest , an Indian , who la charged with sel-

ling
¬

and giving liquor to other Indians.
There are half a dozen other Indians who
are known to be inthe same boat and they
will bo arrested and brought In as soon as
the deputies from the marshal's office can
apprehend them , which will bo during the
present week. In nearly every Instance
these Indians admit their guilt , which leaves
nothing for Judge Munger to do but to Im-
pose

-

a sentence , the minimum of which Is
$100 fine and sixty days In Jail. As few , it
any of the men so arrested , have any money ,

there Is nothing to do but to let them board
out the fine , which they can liquidate at. the
rate of $3 per day.

Last year , shortly before the holidays , a
number of tbo Omaha and Wlnncbago In-
dians

¬

wore arrested and brought to Omaha ,

where they were lodged In the county jail.
Their term of Imprisonment continued over
Christmas , upon which occasion Sheriff Mc-
Donald

¬

served roast turkey and cranberry
sauce to all of the Inmates of the jail. When
the Indians were released and returned to
the agency , they spread the news far and
wldo , giving a glowing description of the
big feast to which they were bidden. In-
dians

¬

who had never been In jail listened
nd expressed great sorrow to think that

they were unable to be present. Many of
them registered a vow that they would not
permit another such an opportunity to escape
and the indication* are that most of them
are standing by the vow that they then reg ¬

istered.
Infractions of the laws are dally committed

and after the commissions the offenders pa-
tiently

¬

alt around and wait for the coming
of an officer. When ono reaches the reserva-
tion

¬

, Instead of having to hunt the Indians
ho is after they hunt him and inform him
that they ere the parties and are ready to-
go. . .Reaching hero. Instead of seeking out
parties to go upon their bonds , they simply
refuse to make an effort and declare that
being guilty , they want to go to jail and do
penance for having been wicked.

Already there are more than a dozen ot
the Indians in jail , looking forward with
many fond anticipations to the coming of
Christmas , and when approached to bo asked
when they expect to get out , they pass
their hands over their stomachs , and with
a smile remark , "Not at least until after
Christmas. "

Afterwards Black
Thunder went before a commissioner and
lodged an Information , charging him with
introducing liquor upon an Indian reserva-

and also with giving liquor to Indians.
Through their Interpreter , David St. Cyr ,

James Black. William Henriey. Louts Priest
and Mrs. Janve * Bird , alia* WeHunHae-

, an pleaded guilty to either giving

CASE GOES TO TUB JURY.

Argument * Affnlnit MoCarty and
Ilrown Made Ilefore Munyrer.

The arguments in the case of the United
Elates against John McCarty and John
Brown , charged with counterfeiting and hav-

completed and the case given to the jury
at the morning session of Judge Munger's
section of the United States court.

The closing argument for the government
was made by Assistant United States At-
torney

Rush , who exhausted over an hour

In summing up the case. He reviewed the
evidence and showed the fallacy of the
theory advanced by the defense that the
crime was committed on the Iowa side of'
the river , nnd that consequently this court
has no jurisdiction in the premises. He '
showed that the testimony was clear upon
tbo point where the crime was committed ,
and that there never before has been any
question as to the McCarty residence , he
and all of his people contending that the
property is in Nebraska.

A great deal of Mr. Hush's argument was
devoted to the interest and credibility ot j

witnesses. The text for this portion of the
argument was found in the fact that Mrs-

and all of her children , together I

with other members of the household , swear *
Ing that John McCarty informed Brown and
the government detective , Burk , that It they

apples to supply their own trade. Ono
storage house alone that a year ago con-

75,000 barrels of Missouri apples is
now filled with stock grown In Oregon ,

Idaho , Canada , New York nnd almost every-
place but Missouri. As buyers In other sec-

were equally Industrious It was not
long' before the limited crop In the weal
and northwest was all In the hands ot cold
storage men-

the cast the situation Is practically
the same , although It Is said a few New-
England farmers who have good cellars
have stored away a few thousand barrels
in anticipation of higher prices and at the
present tlmo ask $3 or upwards for them.
About all the apples being received on this
market come from New York and so far
the quality has been fairly good , but hardry-
up to the usual standard.

DRUGGISTS MUST TAKE OUT PERMITS
jI

Delay In Gettlnir to the Front with
Application * Lend * to Suspicion

That Sonic Will DC In Trouble
Over the Mutter.

The Doard of Fire and Police Commission-
era seems to bo getting Itself Into a position
to make troubfe for druggists who sell liquor
and fall to take out the required permit.
While none of the drug dealere have stated
that they propose to do anything of the
kind , yet they have not displayed any re-
markable

¬

celerity In making applications for
licenses , and this la considered as Indica-
tive

¬

of a desire of their part to carry on bus-
iness

¬

without a permit as long as possible.
Only twenty-nine druggists have so far flted
applications , wbilo sixty-five were issued
this year-

."I
.

am in favor of being as stringent with
the druggists in this matter as with saloon-
keepers , " declares one of the board ot police
commissioners. "Therefore , I shall Insist
that if they do not secure a permit to sell
liquor before the first of the year , they shafl
not be allowed to sell liquor. "

In tbo meanwhile the usual question of the
ownership of the proceeds from druggists'
licenses Is once more occupying the atten-
tion

¬

of tbo city council and the Board of
Education , each of whom has for several
years been claiming the money. It Is a
rather small thing to quibble about , for not
more than fifty permits are issued in any-
one year on an average.

The Board of Education says the money
should go to the school district as much as
the proceeds from saloon licenses , as both
licenses and permits are Issued
in consequence ot one and the
same law. On the other hand the
city council Insists that the money goes to
the city department Inasmuch as druggists
are not given "licenses , " but "permits" In
the wording of the law. A pormlt Is a tax ,

the city fathers contend , and therefore the
money paid for U docs not go to the school
district

The matter has been brought up In a com-
munication

¬

to the city council from City
Treasurer Edwards. The latter has asked
for instructions as to the disposition ho
should make of the money that la paid In.-
