PEMBLETON HELD TO HEARING

Preliminary Examinailon of Young
Man Charged with Shooting the
Cook at the Cnlumet,

The trial of Lawrence Pembleton, the
young calored fellow who ls accused of
shooting Edward Jensen with Intent to kill,
commenced yesterday afternoon In Judge
Gordon's court after a delay of over a month
to give the complaining witness an oppor-
tunity to recover. Pembleton was bound over
to the dlstriet court in the sum of $2,500
bond, although his attorney did his best
to have H reduced.

The witnesses who testifled were Edward
Jensen, the man who was shot; Dr., Elmer
R. Porter, Harry Perego, M. J. McMahon,
M. E. Roach, Detectives Havey and Cor-
mack, OMcersa Drummy and Flynn. Jensen

was the first witness on the stand and his
,testimony did pot appear to have as much
. welght as might have been expected. He

rant at the time the shooting occurred. Be-
Aween 3 and 4 o'clock on the morning of
November 4 he heard loud talking in the
dining part of the restaurant. He went out
and saw a colored man strike the walter.
He ordered one out and started for the gec-
ond. He followed the second man as far as
the front door and ran him Into the cash
stand, He grabbed him by the collar and
shoved him out the door giving him a part-
Ing tap as he Aid so. This was when he was
shot, but he could not tell who did it

Dr. Porter testified that he was called to
attend the wounded man. He found the bul-
let had entered between the first and second
rib ranging in and downward, He ordered
the man taken to the hospital. Four weeks

later the bullet was found lo the vertebras

of the spinal column. It was a very danger-
ous wound.

Harry Perego, a walter at the Calumet,
deposed that he was eating his lunch in the
back part of the restaurant on the morning
of the shootilug when four colored people,
two men and two women, entered. They
took seats at a table, but he paid no atten-
tlon to them. Presently one began to pound
on the table and make a loud nolse. The
witness walked up and shook his head at
them. One of them, a young fellow by the
pame of Willlams, came back and asked in
an insulting manner If he were not going to
walt on the party, He responded that he
thought ndt, whereupon Willlams struck
him on the cheek. Willlama then turned to
run with Jensen, the cook who had emerged
from the kitchen, after him. The women
and the other man had hurrled to the front
of the room going out the front door., Wil-
lama ran toward them with Jensen after
him. He stopped on the way to pick up a
sugar bowl and hurl it at his pursuer. Jen-
sen overtook him at the cash register and
in the mixup Jensen was ghot. He saw Pem-
bleton standing in the door with the revolver
in his hand and saw him shoot Jensen,

M, J. McMahon's testimony agreed with
that of Perego. He was & customer who had
dropped in for a late lunch. He saw the
whale occurrence and stated positively that
be saw Fembleton fire the shot,

The testimeny of Mr. Roach and the oM-
cers was what they learned after the affray,
Someone met Mr. Roach on the street two
nights after the shooting and gave him the
revolvgr which Pembleton ls supposed to
have used.

Detectivea Havey and Cormack met the
two women and one of the men on the street
after the sheoting. They denled having any
knowledge of its occurrence. A sécond man
escaped after the oMcers had chased him a
block.

WIND-JAMMING TRYOUT ENDS|

Boclalism a8 an Imme in Labor Ooumoil
Utterly Routed.

ADHERE TO DUTY OF TRADE UNIONISTS

Debn' Attorney, Clarence Darrow, De-
elares the Laws Favor Only
Rich=HRenolntions Ens=
dorsed,

KANSAS CITY, Dec, 17.—Though the con-
ventlon of the Amerlcan Federation of La-
bor has extended over six days, fully two-
thirds of the buelpess mapped out for the
delegates remains untouched, It has been
Bix days of talk. As a sallor delegate ex-
pressed It tonight: “The time of the conven-
tion has been largely wasted in wind jam-
ming." Much of the argument and debate
bas centered around the question of soclal-
fsm, aud the efforts of the social demo-
crats to secure an endorsement of thelr
propaganda. This Issue was disposed of this
afternoon, when the soclalisis were buriel
under an overwhelming vote, ang It 1s now
thought that the convention will come to an
end by Wedneaday next.

A forlorn hope was never bolatered up by
& more elogquent plea than the eoclalists
among the delegates to the American Feder-
atlon of Labor convention advanced In be-
balt of the oprinciples which they
belleve offer the true relief from grind-
Ing Industrial conditione and the oppression
of capital. The federation s opposed to
committing itsell to the Indorsement of any
political party and has voted In each annual
convention to this effect. Democrats and re-
publieans have given up thelr efforts for
thelr theorles of government, but the soclal-
Ista have not. Each year when the conven-
tion meets they are on hand. They realize
that their work will be valn aa far as prac-
tical, definite results are concerned, but
they glory In the agitation they cause and in
the fact that they make converte In secret,
The entire morning session today was spent
along these lines.

Gompers Reproves Soclalinte,

While the speechmaking was at Ita helght
this morning Mr. Gompers took a hand and
denounced the efforis of the soclalists to In-
fuse their doctrines into that of trades
unfonism, He said;

This auestlon involves tle Integrity of
the labor movement of our couutry. Elther
the trade unlon movement is right or It is
wrong, We must elther declare for the
union movement without frills or follies, or
make an admission that it is wrong. The
men who advocate and ask you to commit
yourselves to this movement have In the
past done all that man can do to disrupt
trades unlons, One of the parties referred
to called a convention to form a rival to
this federation, At that conventlon they
hung up a broad streamer emblazoned In
letters of red: “Wreck the old trades unions
and pull for socialism."

They have besmirched the vame of labor,
They have attucked the Intexrity of the
men who have tried to better the conditions
of labor, Thev have attacked conserva:lsm
and everything that Is good for our cause.
It thelir propositions were likely to advance
the lnterests of labor 1 would glve It my
adherence at once, but, knowlng as 1 do
that every attempt at diverting our efforts
has been followed bv an era of inertia and
indifference, I cannot subscribe for it,
Rather than turn our unlons |[nto ward
clubs, we are workiox on the ling that will
better our Interesta before the whole coun-
try.
I know that progress [s necessarily slow
and there is no such thing as & short-cut to
the millennlum, I am sure that we are on
the path of progress and that the success
of Iabor Is at the end of that lane. We
ghould be broad and comprehenslve in all
that we do and the day of lasbor's emanci-
pation will soon come.

Socialints Are Routed.

The debate on socinl conditions and pro-
posed remedies of so-called evils was re-
sumed at the afternoon sesslon and was
continued to the close of the day's proceed-
ings. The result was an utter rout of the
soclalists, thelr resolutions belng burled by
a vote of 4% to 1. The report of the r'esolu-
tions committee, embodying the resolution
offered as a subsutute for the sociulist
resolutions, was then lald before the con-
vention and adopted by a vote of 1,807 to
420, the vote against the substitute repre- !
sonting the soclalist strength In the con-
ventlon.

The resolutions finally adopted are as fol-
lows:

We are committed agalnst the endorse-
ment or Introductivn of partisan pollcs,
religious differences or race prejudices. We
hold It to be the duty of trades unionists
to study and discuss all questions that have
auy bearing upon their Indusirial or politi-
cal liberiy, but we declare that It i{x not
within the province of the American Feder-
atlon of Labor to designute to which politi-
cal party & member shall belong or for
which political party he shall vote,

‘the conventlon then listened to an ad-
dress by Ckirence Darrow, the Chicagoe
lawyer who defended Debs In the [federal
court, on “The Courts and the Workiog-
men.""

In the course of his speech Mr., Darrow
eald:

Theoretioally, all people are equal before
the law, but practically wealth has the
same Influence before the courts that it has
in the other walks of life. It is almost Im-
poesible for & poor man to obtain hia rights
before the courts.

Laws Favor the Rieh,

For centurles the law has coustantly been
growing to favor the rich and to desiroy
the poor, Our law Is made in (wo ways;
first, by legislantures, and next, by the
ecourts. Everyone knows that most of the
legislatures have been corrupt for the last
twenty-five years; that they have been In
the employ of the corporations, and that
legislation is made In thelr luterests, rather
than the Interests of the people. No matter
how ignorant & man may be his decisions
go down as the law. The young lawyer
who shows ability s soon picked up by the
corporations and it is not long before he ia
elected to the bench. In wll zectiops the
rallroads and corporations have the ablest
lawyers In their employ.

S0 long as the courts persist In the pres-
ent system any body of men may be sent
to jail any time they see fit to strike, These
questions are safe only In the hands of a
jury, and it |s the duty of organized labor
to create such & public sentiment as will
restore to the peorle the privilege which
the courts have wrested from them—that of
trial by jury.

The conventlon adopted the followlng
resolutions:

By Owen Mliller: BEndorsing the bill be-
fore oongress which prohibits the employ-
ment of enlisted soldlers of the army In
competition with civilians In any capacity.

By John Mitchell: Denouncing the shoot-
ing down of the atriking miners at Virden,
1ll.,, by “the armed guards of monopoly,'
and endorsing the efforts of the United
Mine Workers of America to ralee a fund
for the rellef of the families of the killed
and wounded Io the confilet,

By George E. McNell: Urglng trade unlon-
{sts everywhere to work and agitate agalnst
Mibe Inhuman practice of compelling men
to labor seven days o week."

A plensant feature of the day's proceed-
ings was the presentation, just before ad-
journment, of tokens of esteem to the fra-
ternal delegates sent to the convention by
the British trades congress.

It 18
understood that all of the forty:seven re-
publican members of the leglalature will
go Into the caucus and will support the
caucus nominee. The votes of the ten
democratic members of the legislature will

be cast for John E. Osborne.
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
