of the United States, vindicated by re-
sults, The tariT bill he framed ls con
ceded by competent judges to be the
most sclentifle measure of the Kind this
country ever had and while ehanged
conditions may require ity modification
In some Important respects, It was un-
questionably wise and sound legisintion
for the time of {ts enactment. 18 -
medinte effect was to reintvigorate the
industries of the country and to create
n demand for labor which has been
beneficlal to the working classes of the
United States beyond computation. It
did not at once produce sufficlent reve-
nue to put an end to deficlts and It was
not expected to, Its distinguished au-
thor did not promise that in the first
year of its operation the returns from
it would eause deficits to disappear, be-
ciiige with the large amount of dutin-
ble merchandise rushed into the coun-
try while the bill was pending it wos
lmpossible to accomplish this. But he
belleved that it would be vindleated as
a revenue measure before the expira-
tlon of the secoml year of Its opera-
tlon and such is the case. The revenue
legislation before the war with Spain
ig now ylelding receipts equal to the
ordinary expenditures of the govern-
ment,

The total revenues of the government
from all sources during the calendar
yvedar 1808 amonnted to 40,805,458, 1L
i estimanted that the gpeclal war taxes
produced o the nelghborhood of $60,.
0N, TDreducting this and the $£14.-
000,000 that acerned to the government
from the Pacific rallway eettlements
trom  the entire government income
and there remains about $365,00,000
of revenue, or £1,000,000 of receipts for
every day in the year, almost exactly
the amount of expenses of the goveru-
ment In time of peace, Referting to
these figures, the New York Mail and
Express says it thus appears that the
Dipgley bill has perfectly nccomplished
the purpose for which it was ntended,
“It has almost completely covered the
treasury deftelt which came down to the
government as a legacy from the
Wilson-Gorman tarliff and it has at the
same time set in motlon scores of
productive industries which languished
In hopeless ldleness under the baleful
influence of a free trade andm'inistra-
tion. The Dingley billl has been
splendidly vindicated by the hard logic
of experience.” 1t is one of the best
examples of wise constructive states-
manship In our history.

It Is possible that this law, the opera-
tion of which bas thus far had such
sntisfactory results, will have to
undergo some changes and modifica-
tions. The changed conditions since it
was enacted may render this expedi-
ent If uot abszolutely necessary. DBut
free traders who are anticipating an
early abandonment of the principle em-
bodied in that law are doomed to dis-
appointment, There will be no “open
door” polley for the great American
market in the near future, 'T'he pro-
tectlon accorded to some industries
may be reduced, but no American in-
dustry that must meet forelgn compe-
titlon will be deprived of the advan-
tage in the home market whieh the pro-
tective policy gives, at least so long as
the republican party is in power.

HGW T0O RESTRICT THE TRUSTS.

The organization of colossal new trusts
and the expansion of old trusts in defl-
ance of natlonal and state legislation
designed to suppress trusts must con-
vinee all ratlonal people that we are un-
able to cope with gigantie combinations
l*nru‘anlzml capltal under existing con-
dfilons. All that can possibly be uccom-
plished with the machinery of govern-
ment 18 to restrict the trusts and curb
thelr power for evil. Combinations in
restraint of trade are dangerous chiefly
because they levy excessive tribute upon
producers and consumers o order to
pay dividends upon fictitlous capital. If
the trvsts and mammoth corporations
that control American industry in nearly
every branch were capitalized only for
the actoal amount invested or the actual
villue of the property acquired when
they buy out rival plants nobody would
have reason to complain agalnst thelr
endeavor to earn falr interest upon their
eapital. It is only because millions and
hundreds of millions of stocks that rep-
resent no value whatever are Issued as
& basls of earnlng power by the trusts
that these organizations are regarded
as a meniace to the welfare of the
American people, The remedy that
commends itself to men who have given
this subject profound study s national
and state legislation which will ¢heck
and prevent the Issuing of watered
stocks and the nmrketing of gecurities
that represent fietitious capital.  I'he
Initial step in this direction was taken
by the Natlonal Antl-Trust convention
held In Chleage some years ago. ‘I'hat
convention recommended legislation by
congress establishing a natioual bureau
of supervision and control of corpora-
tions engaged In Interstate commerce,
The powers and functions of this bureau
were to be shmilar to those exerclsed
by the comptroller of the currency in
the supervislon of national banks. It
every corporation engaged In interstate
commerce were required to register it
gtocks and bonds with the bureau of
control securities that had the endorse-
ment of the natlonal treasury would be
readily =salable, while securities that
had not been subjected to the ordeal
would be regarded with suspiclon and
cousidered extra hazardous risks. 1In
othier words, every corporation hon-
estly eapitalized would cheerfully sub-
mit its stocks and bounds to reglstration
by the national bureau and its books
would always be open to lnspection by
the natlonal supervisors, whille corpo-
rations resting on a fraudulent basis
would advertise themselves as fmudu.
lent by refusing to submit to national
lspection and registration. If congress
should see fit to clothe the comptroller
of corporations with sutficlent power to
compel reglstration and inspection,
stock watering and fraudulent capitali-

gation of this cluss of corpory-
tions would be at an end.
Should the experiment in.  npa-

tional legislation prove a success, as

Jegislation along the same lnes wounld
follow and finally mnke stock witering
of local corporations unprofltuble, if not |
imposaible, since no lnvestor would pur- |
chase stocks that had not been duly
registered any more than he would now |
purchase state, county or city bonds in |
Nebraska that are not registered by the
state auditor,

A PHILIPPINE COMMISSION.

A commisston to Investigate condl-
tlons In the Phllippine islands iz an-
nounced. The Investigation, it Is stated,
will be purely of an economlc nature
and not at all politieal. The president,
it seems, desires to obtain fuller and
more acenrate information In regard to
the practical conditions in the I’hilip-
pines than is now at command. Doubt-
less It I8 desirable to have this In-
formation, although a good deal of a
trustworthy character has been learned
regarding the economle conditlions In
those Islands since the polley of making
them American territory was concelved,
It is knmown that they are capable of pro-
ducing a great deal more sugar and
tobacco than they now produce und it
should be understood that thelr de-
velopment In these directions will not be
to the advantage of American sugar and
tobacco producers. It Ia probable, also,
that Industries can be successfully es-
tablished in the islands whose products
will compete with those of Amerlean in-
dustries in Aslatic markets, The fact
Is well known that nowhere is labor
cheaper than In the Philippines and that i
there Is an abundant supply of It, so |
that In the event of the United States
annexing the Islands more or less of
this labor might be brought here and
utilized to lower the price of American
labor,

Valuable as this knowledge may be.
it seems to us that It is no less lmpor-
tant that the American people should
be given more Information than they
possess in regard to political conditions
—that Is, what proportion of the I'hilip-
pine people desire independence, how
wany are disposed to accept Amerlean
rule and whether or not they are ciapa-
ble of self-government. Those who in-
sist that we shall force our government
upon these people assert that they are
not fit to govern themselves. Enliglten-
ment upon this very lmportant matter
Is greatly to be desired and it seems
hardly possible that President McKiunley
will send a commisgion to the Philip-
pines without Instructing it to report
on the question whether or not the Klll-
pinog are capable of forming and main-
taining an independent government.
Thik, in our judgment, is a matter of
far more vital importance to the Amerl-
ean people than any commerclal con-
sideration, unless it shall be declded
to subject the Filipinos to our rule In
any event. Rear Admirnl Dewey has
snld In regard to such of those people
as he has come In contact with that
they are more capable of self-govern-
ment than the Cubans, There is the ex-
cellent authority of General Wood, mill:
tary governor of Sauntlago, that the
Cubans are fit to govern themselves. As
a matter of fact a portion of the Philip-
plne people are now carrying on a gov-
ernment whiclh appears to be perform-
ing its functions to the satisfaction of
those who give it allegiance. This may
not In all its detalls be such a govern-
ment as would be acceptable to Amerl-
cans, but there ls reason to believe that
it is well suited to the people who sup-
port it. The system of government in
Mexlco and in the countrles generally
of Central and South America would not
be satlsfactory to the people of the
United States, but we do not therefore
question the fitness of the people of
those countries for self-government.

President McKinley undoubtedly has
excellent reasons for appointing a Phil-
ippine commission and from the char-
acter of the men he is sald to have
selected the country would safely ex-
pect as trustworthy information as it ia
pricticable to obtain, But an Investi-
gation purely economic in Its scope,
while it might bave value, would hardly
be satisfactory.

it s entitled, $40,000,000 to be advanced
by the United States with the customs
house receipts of Cuba ns security for
its repayment.” Had the enterprising
correspondent taken the trouble to do
a lHttle figuring for himself he surely
would have discovered that $40,000,000
was enormously In excess of what the
Cuban army would be entitled to as
back pay. The most extravagant estl-
mate of the number of Cubans in arms
at any time within the last three years
would be 25,000, Many well informed
military men compute It much below
25.000. At any rate the Unlted States
army falled in its search after the
Cuban patriotic allles to discover any
such number of troops under Garcia,
Gomez and all the other Cuban gen-
erals. Assuming that 25,000 was the
nggregate strength of the Cuban army
during the entire three yenrs and estl-
mating the pay of each soldier at £15
in gold or $£30 In Bpauish silver per
month the amount of back pay due
the Cuban army would be $13.500,000
and not $40,000,000. It would searcely
be clalmed that the surviving Cuban
generals and colonels are entitled to
the difference betweep $1500,000 and
$40,000,000, or even one-tenth of the
difference,

If the kind of books, and
the price pald, are not satisfactory a district
hea a perfect right to buy of another com-
pany at the expiration of its contract, and
1 it would be difficult to find a text book
which will not fill the requirements for thres
or five years, even 1o this progressive time.
| The great splrit of rivalry among the large
| book publisheing firms prevents them from
putting poor text books on the market. The
bill of Mr. Talbot's creating a commission
would simply mean giving positions to two
or three men at the expense of the state
withoul any Increased benefits,
