Sennte Listens to Eazpansion Argas-
ment and Considers Cannl BIIL
WASHINGTON, Jan. 10—~The senate 1s-
tened further today to discussion of the
policy of expansion. Mr. Turner of Waah-
Iogton dellvered a carefully prepared spoech
on the Vest regolution, The speech was for
the most part a constitutional argument in
which Mr. Turner took lssue with Senator
Platt and Sonator Foraker upon thelr re-

cent utieratcee.

gtatements made In the speecch,
eapecially those referring to him perdonally.
He explained ot length the nature of his
statements, declaring among other things
that he had spoken ounly for himself, and
had had no Intentlon or desire to pose as
the represcntative of the adminlstration so
far as his utterances were concerned, Re-
ferring to thoe comment which had been
aroused In Great Britaln by his statements,
he sald;

“1 was not speaking for the adminlstra-
tlot, and the ¢hill that went up and down
the backs of our friends In London was due
perhiope 1o a misapprebiension as to which
of the Ohlo senators was speaking.'

The Nieeragua canal bill was under con-
alderatlon nearly three hours, After much
debate a substitute pregented by Mr, Mor-
wan of Alnbama for the bond amendment
offered Ly Mr. Allison was adopted. Tt pro-
vides that the secretary of the treasury
shnll not pay out for work on the canal more
than $20.000,000 during any flscadl year.
Iarnest efforts were made to amend the

Mr. Turner of Washington then took the

onr acquiring the Philippines, and said the
nobla ship of gtate had been lavnched on &
wild and unknown sea. This dangerous con-
ditlon, e said, was belpg forced upon the
people by the “pretense that Providence has
cast upon us new responsibilities which we
may not shirk.” He could not agree, how-
ever, that this dangerous responsibility was
one for the American people to meet, but
denled that our only other recourse was to
give back the conquered territory to the
cnemy. “'If we may not keep It ourselves,’
suld he, “"we may require it and govern the
people who Inhabit it for the purpose of in-
dependence and liberty."

M2s Turner adverted to the statement of
Mr. Foraker a few days ago that it was not
the purpose of the United States to retain
the Philippines permanently, but he sald he
wis forced to differ from the Ohlo scnator,
becauge he found the treaty had been ne-
gotiated Ly direction of the president—
“evidence of such character that It must
override the opinion of the distinguished
senator from Chio,” He referresd to that
part of the treaty, he said, which made
not only a cession to this country of sov-
crelanty over the Philippines, but an ace
centanes by us of that sovercignty. It was
impossible to forget, too, that the treaty was
negobinted I the midst of a ¢lamor for an
extension of our dominlona,

In conclusion, Mr, Turner sald:

It Is well enough to hug the pleasing
thought that we are a great neople and (hat
thera Is no responsibility that can be thrust
upon us which we cannot meot and face and
neeept with safety. That this is true all may
well believe. else our fathers fought and
wrought in vain, and we of this day are de-
generate children. Dut it §s the height of
Quixotism and is the reverse of the teach-
fngs of the fathers to go around in the world
hunting respomsibllities  and courtlog
dangers because we are able to meet them.

Mr. President, the Amerlcan people are
not locking In the falth and courege of the
fathers, which the eenator from Counecticut
invokes. They have sometimes, however,
for a brief period been. lacking in the wla-
(dom of the fathers. But in every case the
aheration has been temporary. When tho
excltemont, or pagsion, or interest which led
them nmstray hos subslded or gene by they
have returned to that wisdom and conser-
vatism alwaye tempered with falth and
courage, which, like our free institutions, is
the birthright they inherit from the fathors.
1 would, therefore, amend the invocation of

KNOCK OUT A BIG APPROPRIATION,
Two Mensures In Hoase for Fast Mail
Service Are Defeated.
WASHINGTON, Jan, 19,—The house todny
practically declded the Brown-S8wanson oon-
tested election case from the Fifth Virginia
district in favor of the seated member, Mr.
Swanson, a demoerat, by declining to con-
eider the cass, Twenty-four republicans
joined with the democrats and populists on

this vote,

The postofce appropriation blll was then
taken up. The greatest surprise of the day
was the adoption of two amendments strik-
Ing out the bill for the appropriation of $25,-
600 for Epeclal mail facilities from Kansas
City to Newton, Kan. This appropriation
for the southern mall has been fought an-
nually for aix or seven years, but has al-
ways been retained,

The Increase in the appropriation for the
pneumatic tube service from $225,000 to $300,-
000 was knocked out hy the elimination of
the provision which fell under o point of or-
der for the repeal of the law agalnst the ex-
tenslon of this service. The house adjourned
with & motion to re-commit it pending. The
motion carried instructions to strike out the
words “newly acquired territory” In connecs
tion with an appropriation for $300,000 for
mail facilitles In Porto Rico, Cubna and the
Philippines,

A senate bill was passed authorizing the
Arkansas & Choctow Railroad company to
construot a rallrond through the Choctaw
and Chickasgaw nations In the Indlan Terri-
tory,

President James B. Angell of Michigan
was appointed regent of the Smithsonlun in-
atitution.

A bill was passed granting Fort
milltary reservation to Oklahoma
insane asylum.

The house them went Into committee of
the whole on the postofilce appropriation
bill.

Mr. Loud, republican of Callfornia, in
charge of the bill, explained fte general pro-
vislons. It carried, he sald, §105,471,638, be-
ing $247,618 more than the estimates and
£6,269,338 more than tho amount carried by
the current law.

Mr. Loud was interrogated regarding the
new features of the bill. Mr. Dockery spoke
of the provision appropriating $300,000 for
postal gervice In newly acquired territory.
He suggested the propriety of defraying the
expenses of the postal service in the new
territory out of the receipts there. Mr. Loud
agreed with the suggestion. He sald half a
milllon was asked originally for this item,
but after a cabipet meeting the postmaster
general had sald that amount would not be
necessary. He thought it was to be the well
gettled policy of the government to meet the
expenses out of the receipts. In Porto Rico,
it our relatlons were different, a slightly
different plan might be arranged.

Mr. Brucker, democrat of Michigan, made
a point of order agalost the provision In
the bill in connection with the appropriation
of $300,000 for the pneumatic tube service.
This repealed the prohibition against an
extension of the service.

Me. Loud contended that if the point was
sustained agalnst the proviso it would carry
out the whole paragraph, Including the ap-
propriation {tself.

Mr. Hopkins, in the chair, sustalned the
point of order, whereupon Mr. Loud moved
to reduce the appropr!ation to $225,000, The
amendment was adopted.

Mr. Moody, republican of Massachusetts,
moved to strlke out the paragraph appro-
priating $171,238 for speclal southern fast
mail facilities. A fight has been made 4n-
nually against this appropriation for many
vears., Mr. Moody also opposed the appro-
priation of $25,000 for special facilities from
Kaneas Clty to Newion, Kan. The latler
appropriation, he sald, benefited only the
nOWEpPRApers.

Mr. Cowherd, democrat of Missouri, de-
fended the latter appropriation. There was
a debate of more than an hour over Mr.
Moody's first amendment, 1t wag supported
by Mr, Todd, democrat of Misslesippl, and
opposed by Swanson, democrat of Virginla;
Carmack, democrat of Tennessee; Gaines,
democrat of Tennessee, and Ogden, demo-
erat of Loulslana,

The amendment was carried, 86 to 22, and
the appropriation was stricken out,

Mr. Moody then moved to strike out the
appropriation of $25,000 for specinl mail fa-
cilitles from Kansas City to Newton, Kan.
Mr, Simpson, popullat of Kansas, defended
the appropriation, which he sald facilitated
the malls for western Kansas and the whaole
southwest. The amendment was adopted
and the appropriation stricken out.

Mr. Dockery, democrat of Missourl, of-
fered an amendment prohibiting the issue
of postoffice money orders to bearer. It was
adopted. There were no further amendments
and the bill was reported to the housze.

Mr. Swanson then moved to recommit the
bill with lustructions to strike out from the
puragraph appropriating §300,000 for mail
facilities in territory held by milltary oc-
cupation the words ''newly acquired terri-
tory,"” which, he contended, fixed the atti-
tude of the United States toward thla terri-
tory to some extent and was, therefore, im-
proper until congress had decided upon a
policy.

The amendment was pending when, at 5:15
p. m,, the house adjourned,

what Is known as Mission Rock in San
Franclsco bay as a naval reservation, The
purpose 1s 40 use It as a coaling station and
the department’s experts report that v will
bo the best station that can be had in San
Francisco bay. Lying just opposite the
Union Iron Works in very deep water, this
Httle Island is seven miles unearer the en-
trance to the bay than 15 Mare island and
will save a great deal of time and some

coal., The Navy department today sent out
instructions to the commandant at Mare
island to take possession of the Rock In the
name of the Unlted States. 1t is claimed by
private partles under a grant from the state
of Callfornia, but the government lusists
that its title is good. The place Is valued at
$260,000.

With Few FExceptions Seerefary Gage
Approves of Hull Measnre,
WASHINGTON, Jan. 1% —3ecretary Gage
of the Treasury department today appeated
before tha house committes on colhage,
welghts and meanures 1o explain his view ot
the Hull bil to define and to fix the standard
of value and regulite coltinge. This {8 the
bill with which the advocates of curcency
reform propose to supplement the currency
bill of the banking and currepncy commig«
gion. It makes the gold doliar the standard
of value. Sceretary Gage gave hia general
approval to the mensute, but took strong
cxceptlon to sectlon 17, which proposes to

The secrotary contrasted the burdéna un=
der which nuational banks labored compared
wilh the trust companies, He explained that
national banks were compelled to pay In
local taxation two and one-lwlf timea os
mich as trust companles and they were re-
quired to carry large reserves which trust
companles wers not, He did not think it
falr that this additlonal burden should be
placed upon thein.

“Ilo not the pational banks
profita?"" asked Me, Maxwell,

QUESTION CALLS OUT A HOT DISCUSSION

House Spends Some Time in Commit=
tee of the Whoele Discussing n
Proposed Genernl Electlon
Regintration Law,

PIERRE, 8 D., Jan. 19—(Special Tele-
gram.)—In the scnate today a favorable
comimittea report on the hbill empowerlug
and authorlzing the rallroad commission to
put into effect & maximum express rate in
the stete called out a hot discussion, Law-
son taking the lead In the dlscusslon and
opposing the measure on the ground that
the present rallroad law, passed at the 1847
sesalon, glves the rallroad commission all
the necesgary power to carry the desired
move into effect. He was anxlous to have
the extortious of express companles stopped,
but deprecated any attempt to nmend the
railroad law while important cases were
pendingg.

2mith of Pennington, loomis and Hanlen
held that the bill propoged wouldn't in any
way conflict with present law and that ad-
ditional legislation was necegsary to re-
move doubt as to the powers of the board,

Thayer eclalmed that after ftwenty-five
years' service with an express company he
had been discharged for his populistic ideas,
but he opposed the pending bill on the
groupd that It conflicted with the ratlrond
law and intimated that it ¢oncealed a wowl-
chuck, Several other members expressed
opinions on elther side and a motion to poet-
pong action was loet.
