The bill for the treatment of Indigent
drunkards was killedd by the committee,
The Wilmarth house hill for classification
of cities was called up as a speclal order
and passed, ns was the house bill to increase
the number of juetices of the pence to elght
in counties of over 20,000 population.

The express hlll wag called up as a gpecial
order. 1t called out a long and heated argu-
moent with a nomber of amendments, all of
which were voted down and the bill comoes
up for final action tomorrow, Ilanten pre-
sented an amendment to provide that ap-
penls from rates fixed by the rallroad com-
mission shall be trled In state courts and
that the rates should take effect pending
such triale. This wos opposed on the ground
that It 18 in confllct with the United States
laws and the constitution and hils amend-
ment was killed by 26 to 15, Tyler moved
to amend by providing an appropriatlon of
$10.000 to carry out the provisions of the hill,
which was opposed on the ground that it was
a foxy way of requiring a two-thirds votle
on the meagure. This called out debate and
hig amendment was Killeg 40 to 1,

House Proceedingns.

In the house, favorable commlitice reports
were placed on a number of Sherrard’s bills
for management of the Children’s home and
on the bill for tax Inheritances,

The blll to fix insurance tax on eompanles
according to classification was unlavorably
reported,

The bill to establish a plant for the manu-
facture of binding twine at the penltentiary
was amended to provide for the erection af
a bullding for the purpose and the appro-
priation of $15,000 to $20,000 by committee.

REV. MYRON REED SUCCUMBS

Famona Denver P'astor Dies ne n Re-
sult of Collnose of Hin
Nervous System,

DENVER, Jan. 30.—Rev. Myron Winslow
Reed, pastor of the Broadway temple, and at
different times pastor of the Ollvet Congre-
gational church of Milwaukee, the First
I'resbyterian  church of Indlanapolis and
pther churches in the east and south, died at
St. Joseph's hospital In thls city at 4:66 a.
m. today, after a protracted {llness, due to a
gensral breaking down of the system, Mr.
Reed was gtrleken with nervous prostration,
which developed Insomnia. His sleepless-
negs baMed the skill of the best physicians
in the city until hypnoti¢ power wae resorted
to, This had the effect of quleting his
nervousness and brought sleep to the ex-
hausted man, Mr. Reed improved percepiibly
for aeveral days until a relapse came, which
left him bevond hope of reief. He had been
sinking slowly for ¢wo days. He was uncon-
#clous at the end and death came without
pain.

Myron Winslow Reed was horn In the little
town of Brookfleld, Vt., July 24 1838 His
father was a minister, Myron wns educated,
a8 he used to say, in the district school, in
the 8t. Lawrence academy at Potsdam, N, Y.,
and in the army. On the breaking out of the
war he enlisted in the Elghteenth Michigan
Infantry and was appolnted chaplain of the
régiment. Two montha later he resigned that
place to accept the captainey of one of the
companies, having been elected by the men
In the company. Hls services were rewarded
by the confidence of his superior officers and
when mustered out he was #arving as Gen-
eral Thomas' chlef of scouts. At the cloge
of the war Mr. Reed entered the Chicago
School of Theology, gradunting from that
Institution in 1868. Hias firat pastorate was
in a small town In Michlgan, but he eoon
afterward accepted the pulpit of a pon-
sectarian church In New Orleans, where he
remained nearly four years. Here he met
Miss Louise Lyon, who had gone south to
teach the colored people. She was a mem-
ber of Mr, Reed's cholr. They were married
ut Clifton, 111, in 1870,

In 1873 hes became pastor of Olivet Congre-
gatlonal church of Milwaukee, remaining
there four years, This was followed by
seven years as pastor of the Flrst Presby-
terian church of Indianapolls, of which ex-
President Harrison was a member. In 1583
Mr. Reed became pastor of the Flrst Con-
gregational church of Denver, the wealthlest
church in the city. Here he preached for
eleven years, winning a natlonal reputation
by the forcefulness of his utterances. After
his reslgnation from this pulpit the Broad-
wny Temple association was organlzed for
him and from the day of his first sermon,
February 3, 1805, till he was taken with his
fatal lllness six weeks ago, the capacity of
the Broadway theater, the largest In the
city, has been taxed by his congregations
nearly every Sunday morning. Mr., Reed's
hearers embraced many creeds and all walks
of life,

Mr. Reed has always been prominent In
the politics of this state, In 1886 he was
nominated for congress by the democrats,
and, though the normal republican majority
wag from 6,000 to 10,000, he was defeated by
only BOO. Io 1562 Mr. Reed espoused the
cause of the people’'s party and was agaln
tendered a nomination for congrenss. He de-
clined It and Lale Pence, to whom the nom-
ination was then given, was elected by a
large majority.

Mr. Reed leaves a widow, two sons and n
daughter. The older son, Paul L. is a civil
englneer reslding in Antwerp, Belglum, The
vounger, Ralph W., is an attorney in this
city.  The daughter, Mrs, Leslle O. Carter,
resiles here.

Monat of Next Seasom's Product Con-
tracted For at Only a Swmall
Advance In Price,

CLEVELAND, 0., Jan. 30.—It has been
ascertained that already more than half of
next season’s output of the Lake Superlor
iron mines has been contracted for. It Is
pot at all improbable that all of It will be
dlaposed of hefore the end of the week.

This Is a conditlon of affairs entirely un-
precedented. The price of ore for the sea-
son wis declded upon only last Wednesday.
Instead of advancing prices materially and
reaping profit from the phenomenal activity
in the lron and steel industry the mine op-
erntors put the figures up only enough to
cover the increase in the cost of labor, luke
transportation, ete.

The reason they glve la that it will bene-
fit them more in the long run to enable
the consumera of ore to broaden thelr busl-
ness by using the present opportunity. They
also desire greatly to conserve the foreign
market, which can only be done by keeping
prices steady.

CATCHING COLD,
Unknown In the Arcties, a Plagae in
Milder Climnaten,

A correspondent, writing In the London
Spectator. nas some inleresiing things to
Buy Aprorios of a subject that s in every-
one's mind more or less Just now. Many
people will be surprised to lear that even
In this world there are piaces whiere it s
Imposgible to cateh a cold, mimply hecause
there are no colds to catch. There are
facte, however, which seem to prove this.
For example, Nansen and hle men during tae
three years which they spent In the Arctle
reglons never caught a cold. Yet they were
exposed 1o cold, ratlgue and wet to a de-
gree which we at home can hardly realize
Eepeclally one remembers how Napnsen and
his comrade Johansen during their wonder-
ful expedition on foot over the polar fee
went on, day after day, clad In clothes
which were so saturated with prespiration
that they froze by day Into one solld mass
of lce; how every night when they tucked
themselves up In thelr sleeplng bags the
first hour waa spent in thawing; how they
lay shivering, thelr frozen socks spread
across their chests, until their clothes grad-
unally became wet anda soft, and eventually
comfortable and warm. Yet they never
caught colds, and thelr health did not suf-
fer from the exposure. It may be sald that
they were all slrong men, marvellously
hardy; they vould withstand cold. But
what was the fact? Directly they reached
elvilization they all caught cold. Nansen
himself deolared his opinion that cold was
an Infectious disense, and his seems to be
the universal bellef of Arctic explorers. The
members of the Jackson-Harmsworth expe-
dition. who stayed three years in Franz
Josef Land. pever once suffered from cold.

Sir Martin Conway says that when he and
his four comrades were exploring Splizber-
gen they wers exposed to privatlons and
were almost constantly wet through and had
Lo sleep In their wet clothing, but they never
suffered from this o any wav.

Then there 13 the well known instance of
the St. Kllda ceid, On that rocky, lonely
lsland there are only a hundred or so in-
habitants anda when formerly they were
visited by a sbip from the malnland only
once A year colds wers unknown among
them, Now several call there, and the
curious point is that when a ship reaches
the island al tne inhabitants, including the
very infants at breast, are selzed with a
cold, Thie fact has been known for nearly
200 yeara and greatly Interested Dr. John-
fon when he and Boawell were making
their famous tour of the Hebrides. Dr, John-
son's jocuiar explanation of the singularity
was that “the steward went ashore to de-
mand something of the inhabitants and they
fell a-coughling.™

But these Instances, and there are mapy
slmiler ones, would seem to show that a
cold is an infectfous or contagious disease,
and without the possibility of comtagion 1t
is Impossible to catch It. But have pa-
tience, our bas:ericloglsts will dlscover the
microbe that wets us sneezing and wonder-
ing where on earth we got that celd and
track him to bis iair, and soon after that we
sball have a bacillus tralned to bite him.
