Ho had ghot himself fo Lthe head and
Ile wis extinet,

Mr. Bowen owped conslderable property
in Woashiongton county which wan heavily
encumbered, und this obligation worried

him, Recently he suprrendered some Hie 6
surance which bhe had been carrying because
he wos compelled to use the premium mwoney
to meet payments due on his property. Thie
condition of affalre depressed bim and was
noticed by his friends, to ot least one of
whom he sdmitted belng worried over hils
private mattors.

Hecently Mr. Bowen's son Storrs enlisted
in the Fourteenth Unlted Stutes Infantry
The boy has not yet salled from San Pran-
cleco and an effort is belug mude to reach
bim by telegraph to notify him of his
father's death,

Judge Taker Is pushing the ocase
mora than ordinary vigor, even to Lthe ex-
tent of holding eourt all day Saturday, which
is unusual. The eessions begln hilf an hour
earller than usual, both Io the morning and
nfternoon, and the court has ales suggestel
the pomsstbility of night sessions if the ocaso
promises to drag,

The Nrat witness yeatorday was A, A, Eg-
bert, whoes testimony added pothing to evi-
dence alrendy before the Jury, He was fol-

loawed by John S8medley, who had the fight |

with Kerr, Immediately after the shooting
and who wna the first witness to arrive on
the scene. Smedley was employed In the
hotel and he came Into Ball's maloon while
Kerr wis there a short time hefore the mur-
der. At that time Kerr told the witness
that he was going to kill John Reid. Shortly
after he left the snloon.
Smedley's Veralon.

In regard to the affalr at the hotel Smed-
ley differsd from previous witnesses Lo the
extent that he ewore that John Kerr got out
of the huggy firat. He had his gun in his
hand and he went up and looked into tho
parlor window, Tho witness eould sen Rold
In the parlor at the time, but he siarted
toward the kitchen and Kerr Immediately
followed him, The witnesa started nfler
them and he was paseing through
the ofMee heard the first shot.
He ran the kitchen nnd
found Korp atanding there avarp
Reld’s body, He grazped Kerr by Lhe collar
and Kerr turned to him and sald: “Go awny.
If anyoune Interferes with my affairs 1 will
blow his bralns out.,” He then discharged
the other barrel of his gun Into the celling
and Invited the witness to come out doors
and have It out. Smelley accepteod the In-
vitutlon and as they came out of the hotel
Koere reloaded one barrel of the gun. On
the poreh he tried to shoot himself and then
he took off his cont to fight with the wit-
noss. They were fighting when the marshal
ciame and arrested them,

Smudley algo testifled to Kerr's attempted
sulelde at the jall. He sald that Kerr ex-
clalmed, T will never be hung,” and then
he slashed savagely at his throat with a
pocketknife. He ropoated the exclamation
and cut three or four times at cach slde of
his nesk. Finally the marshal was brought
hack and he took the knlfe away from the
prisoner.

The wliness was croes-examined at some
length, but his testimony was not shaken In
any Important partioular,

Stntementis of Other Witnesnes,

B, A. Johnson of Beatriee, a Unlon Pacifie
conductor, testified that he wus at the depot
at Valley when the first shot was fired. That
waa at 5:40 p. m. He heard three distinet
shots and then he went to the hotel, e
helped carry the body of the murdered hotel
keeper from the kitchen to the purlor. He
could discover no sign of Iife in it at the
time.

W. H. Straln, justice of the peace for Val-
ley precinet, was called to testify 1o a con-
vergation with Kerr at the jall. Strain said
he arrived at the fall with the marshal Just
after Kerr cut his throat, At that time Kerr
sald he was sorry thmt
the Job, In the same conversation Kerr de-
clared that he had come to Valley with the
Intentlon of killing Reld: that he had done
It and was giad of It, and that the only thing
he was sorry for was that he had not been
able to kill himself.

On cross-examination the fact was ellclted
that Kerr's underclothing was all soaked
with bleod, but testlmony in regard to ol
brulses and wounds on his body was ruled
oul As Illull'ﬂjn'r cross-examination.

Henry Pickard was called to identifty the
shptgun uaed by Korr, and nlso the empty
He could not give a pasitive ldentl-
fication of the gun, but he recognlzed the
shells by a private mark he had maide on
the day of the shooting.
recognize the hits alleged to have been worn
by Kerr and Reld, both of which were
marked by shot.

H. P. Byers sald that Kerr had ealied for
whisky after he was taken to the jall. The
lmportance of this ferture of the Lestimony
Wis not apparent, but the county attornoy
had valnly endeavored to draw the same [n-
formation from several previous witpessss

Charles E. Byers, editor of the Valley
Buterprise, related an interview he had with
Kerr at the Jall goon after the murder. At
that time Kerr asked him to state the facts
as they were and do him Justice, He de-
clared that Reld had hounded him for Yeurs,
broken up his home and destroyed his hap-
piness, He also showed him the briulses
remalning from the heating Reld bad given
bim & few days before and deolared that he
had had his revenge.

little respoot for the comfort and safety of
athers, He comes along nolseleasly and
crogses in front of your horse like a flash,
never stopping to see If a runawny hansg been
caused or whether anyone has been injured,
It 1s uneafe for n woman to drive on the
bouleviard unless her horse |3 blind, deaf
and halt,

eyelist, 1f a wvehiels approaches her at a
good speed, Instead of drilling nlong on the
even tenor of her way she usunlly heglns to
wabble, her curlcsity tempts her to look
bask to see who ls In the buggy and in a
mnjority of Just 08 you are along-
side, her wheel takes a shoot and passes In
front of your horse.

Our cars will come up from the
dlepot londed down with mall sacks on the
front platform; we load them and unload
them; and oftentimes have to walt for some
ong nt elther end to eome and got the maly,
and for that particular trip we recelve from
tho govermment the sum of § cents. Whes
the contract for earrying the mall wus made
nn ngent for the Postofflece department re-
quested us to Inseribe the “United States
Mall' on the cars, because the department
difd not want the mail transmitted in any
conveyanea which wns not so marked. He
evin sugrested We style of letter to use and
woe followed his Instructions, Now we will
have no further parley over the matter and
will digcontinue the eontrnet when it ex-
pired, which will he In o few months.*

But Little Interest in the Order,

Among the laboring men of the clty and
the street rallway cmploves 1ttle interest
was shown in the order, The latter have no
labor organlzation. When nsked why this
was 8o, they replied that there was no occa.
slon for one. They snld they had always

| received generous treatment by the company,

that their pay was not reduced during
any period of the panie, when other wuges
woere cut down, and that there were no

grievous wrougs to be righited through the
ald of a labor organization.
