such ns may desire to avall themselves of
the privilege. This s done by the payment,
monthly, of certaln amounts of Interest and
installments, and the atockholders, whether
bomrawers or non-borrowers, purticipate allie
It the carnings of the asgociation. and allke
must aseist In bLearing the burden of any
loss It may suetaln, All of the stock s ma-
tured and all of the loans are made from
what s called the loan fund; indeod this
necessarily follows from the fact that there
ts no other fund from which the stoek ein
be matured., All members recelve the same
per cent  of profit for the roeason that
the dividends are declared on  the
entire  buslness and  all payments made
by every member go Into the common fund,
the profits of which are divided among the
shareholders and they must continue to pay
until the stock Is in due ecourse matired,
To allow payments to be applled to mature
the loan eof a borrowing member by a defl-
nite and fixed number of pavments would
llegtroy the essential principle upon which
the business ls transacted, that of mutual-
Ity., A true test in the determination of
questions of this character is very clearly
stated by the supreme court of Ohlo In the
words:

‘“And the exact test of the right to call
for a cancellation of the mortgage glven
to secure obligations as a borrower Is the
Inquiry whether the borrower would have
been entitled to recelve from the assoclation
the par value of the shares on which the
loan wua made had he not become a bor-
rower,”

Mr. Jungquist became n member of the
asgociation In June and it was not until De-
cember that he secured his loan. He was
bound as & member of the assoclation to
take notlee of the law under which the as-
socintion was incorporated and also of the
by-laws of tho association, and as I under-
stand the by-laws If his stock mntured
within the six years, or eeventy-two months,
and was worth 100 cents on the dollar, his
loan would be paid, If not he would be
obliged to ¢ontinue his payinents until that
result was attalpned. 1t this case at the
explration of the six years the stock had
not matured and therefore the debt was not
pald, and having falled to continue his
monthly payments untll the maturity of the
stock the right of the plaintiff to resort
to fts security for the collection of the
balance bBecame perfect,

A decree was entered Afindipg the de-
fendants ndebted to the assoclation in the
sum of $3,000, with interest and dues, ac-
cording to the by-laws of the assoclation,
and providing If the sum so found to boe
dun be not pald within thirty days then
tha shares of slock lssued by the plaintiff
to the defendant to be sold and the pro-
ceeds applied toward the payment so found
to bo due, and for any deficiency, the prop-
erty covercd by the trust deecd to be sold
In the manner provided by law.

In the case of A. H, Junod of Los Angeles
against The Commissioners of Sheridan
County, Wyoming, a Judgment was entered
for the plaintiff for §2,708, the amount due
on an unpald warrant issued to the Pauly
Jail company of St. Louis and held by the
plalntift,

SOUTH DAKOTA CHROP BULLETIN.

Coplous Inlns Occur and Vegetation
Grows Rapidly.

HURON, 8, D, May 2i.—(8poclal.)—The
United States Department of Agriculture's
elimate and crop bulletin of the weather
burenu, South Dakota sectlon, for the week
ending Mny 23 summarizes crop conditions

s tollows;

The wenather during the week has been
cool and damp, with much cloudinegs and
consldernble brisk to high easterly wind,
Falr to coplous raipns occurred generally and
were froquent In gome zections. The condi-
tiong were highly favorable for the recupera-
tion of wheat, onts and barley that was
affected by the frost which occurred the
morning of May 13. There |8 general report
of wheat steadlly though slowly recover-
ing where frost hitten, with indieatlons that
very few, If any, flelds will suffer material
permanent damage, but thero are indica-
thons that some flelds of oals and barley
have been permanently Injured somewhat.
In the northern counties muny flelds of onts
and barley were not sufficlenily advanced
In growth to be serlously damnged. 1t is
yet early, however, to know the actual dam-
nge, ns coul wenther has prevalled since
the frust, Where only slightly affected,
wheat, cuts and barley look well and pros-
perous, the cool weather favoring luxuriant
stooling.

The effect of the frast, it is thought, will
reduce the wield of plums, curraots and
some apples In east-central and some south-
eastern localities, but it appears that In the
northern counties they were not suMclently
advanced to be Injured.
