MISSION OF MEDIATION IS ALSO OUTLINED

Offer of Friendly Services Bhall Not Be Con-
sidered Hostile Aot

PROPOSALS HAVE ONLY FORCE OF ADVICE

Lpon Nefaanl of Any Offered Plan of
setilement the Foncilon of the
Medinting Power Comes
to an End,

THE HAGUE, July 7.—The third com-
mittee, sitting this morning at the Huls Ten
Boach, diseuseed the scheme for media-
tion and arbitration in convention drawn up
by the comite de examine. Many of the
delegates have only been acquainted with the
proposals aince yvesterday and they have not
had time to consult  their governments
Cousequently it has been decided that when
tha committee adjourns today it will be
until Friday, July 14, in order to allow the
tlelegates & week In which to consult their
governmenfs and recelve final instructions.
The scheme Is headed “Dratt of convenilon
for the pacifie settlement of International
confliets,”  The first part deals with the
maintenance of general peace; the second

part with arbitration,

The reporter of the committee explained
Tengthily the motives which inspired the
drafiing committea In  elaborating the
scheme.

M. Bourgeols, head of the French dele-

gation, thunked the reporter in warm terms
and congratulated him upon his remarkable
exposition. The sitting was then adjourned
until July 17, and not until Friday next, as
previously cabled,

The review of troops thia morning was
attended by the milltary delegates to the
Teacs confersnce, who were specially invited
to be present.

During the discussion the plenary com-
mittee amended article viil so as tn pro-
vide that when powers between whom there
I8 a serlous dispute accept mediation thoy
ceage all direct relatlons in regard to the
disputed question, which shall be consid-
crod exclusively referred to the mediatory
POWRrs,

Three additional paragraphs regarding the
permanent court were aléo adopted at the
request of Presldent Zern of the German
delpgation, Count Niger, at the head of the
Italian delegation, and Sir Julian Paunce-
fole, as follows:

“"Members of the permanent court shall
enjoy and exercige all the funcilons of dip-
lomatic privileges and Immunitles,

“The bureau s to place its offices at the

disposal of the signatory powers for the

wieaplse of arvbtitral Jurisdiolion, -
“The slgnatory powers undertake 1o com-
municate to the bureau a copy of any stip-
ulation regarding arbitration decided be-
tween them and all Judgments of the per-
manent court,
municate to the bureau the laws, regula-
tions and documents setting forth the ex-
coutlon of judgments pronounced hy the
court.'”

Wording of the Agreement.

The proposcd conventlon, without the
changes made today, Is as follows:

Article 1—With the object of preventing
an far as possible recourge to force {o inter-
national relations, the signatory powers
agree (o use all endeavors to effect hy pa-
cifie means a settlement of the differences
which may arise among them.

Artlcfe 11-—The signatory powers decide
that In case of serious differences or con-
flict, they will, bhefore appeallng to arms,
have recourse, mo far as clroumstances per-
mit, to the good ofMcees or mediation of one
or several diplomatas,

Article fli—Indepondently of this the sig-
natory powWers deem it useful that several
of the powers not committed to the arbitra-
tion acheme, shull on their own initiative
offer as far as clrcumstances permit thelr
wod oMees for medistion to the contemd-
fng states, The right of offering their good
offices belongs 1o powers notl connected with
the confllet even during the course of hos-
tiliddes, which act can never be regarded as
an unfriendly act,

Article {v—The purt of mediator consists
in reconclling conflicting clulms and appeas-
ing resentment which may have arisen be-
tween contending states,

Article v~—The functiaos of mediatora
cense from the moment L may be stated by
one of the contending powers, or the medi-
ntor himself, that the basis of mediation pro-
posed by him has not been pecepted,

Medintion is Not Obligntory.

Artivle vi—Good ofices and mediation
have the exclusive chiaracter of counsel and
are devold of obligatory force,

Article vil—The acceptance of mediation,
unless otherwise stiplated, may have the
effect of Interrupting the obligation of pre-
paring for war. If the acceplance supervenes
after the opening of hostillties (L shall not
fnterrupt, unless by a conveution of u con-
trary tenor, military operations that may
be proceoding.

Article viii-—=The signalory powers agres
in recommending the application of special
mediation in the event of threatened Int:r-
ruption of peace between members. Con-
tending states may each choose a power to
which they will entrust the misslon of on.
tering into a negotiution with ¢ power
chosen by the other side with the object of
preventing a rupture of prace relations, or
fo the event of hostllities or restoring peace.

Artinles Ix to xiv provide for the institu-
tion of an International committee of Inguiry
for the verification of fucta In cuses of minos
disputes not affecting the vital interest and
honor of states, but for the process of eel-
tfement by ordinary diplomacy. The report
of #n laquiry commission will not force an
arbitral judgment, leaving the contending
parties full liberty to either conclude an
amicable arrangement on the basis of the
report or have recoupse ulteriorly to medi-
atlon or arbliration,

Benetits of the Tribanal,

Articles xiv to xix set forth the general
benefits it ls hoped to derive from the court
and declare signing the conventlon fmplies
an undertaking to submit ln good falth to
arhitral judgment.

Artiole xx—With the object of facilitating
arbliration for

an immediate recourse Lo
international differences not regulated by
diplomatiec means. the SIgnalory powers

undertake to organize in the following man
ber A& permanent court of arbltration ac-
cessible at all times and exercising its func-
tiong. unless otherwise siipulated between
the contending partles, in conformity with
the rules of procedure lnserted in the pres-
enl. convention

Artivie xxi—This court is 0 have compe-
tency in all arbitrution vases, unless the
contending parties come to an underatand-
ing for the establishment of specinl arbi-
tratieon Jurisdiction.
