All except the
firet two named supported the Crozier pro-
posial only in the hopes of securing unanim-
fty In the conference, Captnin Crozler's pro-
posal being more general in its  terms,
while It was kunown that t(he impossibility
of obtaining the adhesion of the United
States and Great Pritaln for M. van Kearne-
bock's version would render futlle any con-
ventlon on the subject.

The remainder of the report was then
adopted,

Before the close of the sitting the Amerl-
can delegates announced that they would

withdraw the articles which they proposed
should be added to the Geneva convention,
Captain Manhan explaining the reason for the

additional articles and why they were
withdrawn,
