THE WHISKY BDARREL.

Most Expensive of Barrels—Other'Uses
to Which it ix IPut,

A whisky barrel of the highest grade costs
from $2.60 to $2.75, and it Is the most ex-
|u_ms|1.'u of nil barrels, says the Roanoke
World. It is made of heavy, selected, kifn-
dried oak, free from sap—a handsome and
substantial package. Such barrels are made
In great cooperages In the west, in the
neighboriood of the distilleries, and in
proximity, when poesible, to the forests from
which the materiuls for them are taken.
Whisky barrels of the best grade used to
cost from 34 to $5. Machinery has been
brought more and more Into use in making
them, with the result that they are now
cheaper than ever before.

These barrels are Hkely to be filled with
whisky and stored for three years or more
before they are shipped. When a hbarrel
has found its way to this market and into
the hands of the final distributer and has
been emptied, it I8 bought by a dealer In
barrels. There are coopers and denlers in
new and secondhand barrels who buy all
the barrels that offer, nnd send out and

in great numbenrs,

Bought in this manner, the whisky barrel
is lnspected aud put In order, if it requires
any repalr, and sold, t may be, to a whole-
sale dealer in liguors, to be used for hlended
Hauora, but it {8 much more lkely not
ngaln to be ueed as a llquor package, bhut to
be sold for o vinegar or a clder barrel. In
this use it js not Ukely ncaln to get as far
away from New York ns the point whence
it originully came, and when it gele back
here and hns been again emptied it is wpold
again to the dealer. In the course of its
use and travel It may come to need repairs,
a new stave or two, or new hoops. It is
put in order and sold again.

Whem It hite #éised o be nseful as a vine-
gar or a clder barrel, gradunlly wearing out
and becoming cheaper, it Is sold as a plckle
barrel' gr for sauerkruut, and finnlly It is
likely to become a tar barrel, and after that
it I8 broken up and destroyved.

Not counting the time that it may spend
in storage befpre Its first shipment, the
whisky barrel is likely to last through the
varlous stages of its existence, from the
time It starts out until the end, two or
three years, though much depends upon the
care taken of It; carefully handled it may
last ten years or more, The whisky barrel
holds forty-five gallons.

There is a cheaper whisky barrel, also
made of oak, but of lighter materials, that
costs from $1.560 to $2, which is used lnrgely
by eastern distillers. Great numbers of the
heavy barrels nre used, larger numbers still
of the lighter barrels, which, Hke the heavy
barrels, are made In cooperages in the
nelghborhood of the distillerles in which
they are first used, of materinle drawn from
the forests of the reglon in which they ire
sltunted, or of shooks brought from the
wesdt, The life of the lighter barrel Is about
the same a8 that of the heavier barrel, and
ft Is put to the same uses. Of the lighter
barrels, however, thousands, after the first
emptying, are sald to go to Scotland,
