par headway, down come the heavy (reo
trunks and branchos, dashing flercely agalnnt
the roueh lava sldes of the stream and
bumplog agalnst the bottom til all aemb-
Jance of thelr ofiginal shape ia lost, and
they are brulsed into shapeless blocks or
eplit Into Kindling.

The current carries them well Into the
poenn, where they getile Into the sand, The
first stage of thelr journey ls over: now for
the second. In a day or two the ooenn
riges in Its might and sends In huge brenk-
ers upon the shores, which cateh the Joga
und =olinters and roll them over and over,
still on the bottom, toward the beach.

Here is the native's chance. He has been
walting long for just such an opportunity.
Down to the shore coms the Kanakne in
troope.  No one s Teft behind save the sick
and the blind, Men, women and children
are all on the beach, having an eye both te
business and 1o pleasure.

The women are clad in old, loose holukus,
a garment 1 may best deseribe by llkening
it to the original “Mother Hubbard.! The
men doff thelr garments and don the oco-
nomical malo, or walstolotl, The children
tollow suit, so far as dofMing goes, and don
—well, to tell the truth, most of them don
nothing, and If they are salisfied, you and
[ need not comptain. And now for it.

The mon dash into the breakers, diving
under the big combers and rising on the
sreats of the smaller onea till they are out
shoulder high; then they feel around with
their fest (i1l they find a plece of wood—{t
may be only a splinter, or It may be a log
so large as to require the ald of a rope Lo
pull 1t in; but, large or small, no matter.
Down dlves he Kanaka head foremost to
#elze the prize.

The women and children wade in & Httle
distance to catch the smaller pleces that
get past the men, and soon the plles on the
ghore grow from nothing to cords.

A hardy natlve wlll stay in the water,
wading and dlving, for a couple of hours,
and (hen come out, pretty thoroughly chilled,
to sun himself on the beach in readiness
for another bout with the waves, meantime
solacing himself with the inevitable plpe or
clgarette.

Hard work 1a this wood gathering by diving,
what between the bhuffeting of the waves, the
cold and the labor of tugging the loge nshore.
But for all that shouts and laughter fill the
alr, and one might suppose the occaslon was
a summer plenle,

Whatever hig faults, the Kanaka has not
added 1o the gloom and discontent of the
world. He éndures dispppointment and mis-
fortune with equanimity, and when the
clouds pass and the sun shines he Is ready
to lnugh and be glad.

NEW AIR-COOLING MACHINE.

Simple Device for Lowering the Tom«~
pernture of Honmes,

A machine has been bullt on navel princl-
ples for cooling the air of houses and apart-
ments, It differs from the refrigerating
mavhines now In use, which convert me-
chanical energy into heat, abatracted through
the medium of lguefied gases, in that it de-
pends on ulllizing the great latent heat of
evaporallon of water, It Is not Inlended for
heavy refrigerative work, but for cooling at
maximum efficlency over the range of 10 to
26 degrees Fahrenheit, required to keep a
room at comfortable temperature on n hot
summer day. To furnish the forced blast
which provides both the alr clrculation and
the chilling effect, all that is required Is a
little electric motor blower. This evaporates
the water, which is distributed in a caplllary
film, so effectively that 10,000 cuble feet of
air per hour can be cooled to about 68 de-
grees Fahrenheit. There [s an automatic
adjustment which keeps the temperature at
any desired point and at any desired degrea
of bumidity. The waler can be taken from
the local supply and current from the near-
est avallable source. The apparatus re-
quires no more attention than & common
fan motor, and can readlly ba set up In
slek rooms or hospitals, where such an ap-
plianca Is often invalusble, The ease with
which the apparatus can bhe handled and
operated, In fagt, should Inaure its adop-
tion generally in all kinds of buildings dur-
ing very hot wenther. It is not only far more
eMelent than the ordinary refrigerating ap-
paratus, but it practically enables anyone
who i8 very sensitive to Indoor hent to pass
through the most trylpg summer In com-
fort. -
