Gordon was nomibated Io the
popullat ecity and county conventions, He
whas also nominated [n the democratic clty
cotiveritlon and wnas made the nominee of
the democrate by the county commitiee.
Recently the question arose whether the |
names of the nominess for the office of police
Judge should appear upon the county tleket
or whether thereo should be a clty clectlon
gimply In their behalf. The eity clerk, act-
Ing upon the opinion of City Attorney Con-
nell, has Indieated that there Is no city elece
tion this fall, that the ofMice of the police
judgeship is a state office and that the bame
ghould appear upon the county ticket. County
Merk Haverly has declded to pul
of the candidales upon the county ticket.

Yesterday John O, Yeiser appeared at
the office of the eity <lerk and in the com-
pany of a4 witness whom he hy 1d  brought
along for the fortification of his cause, de-
manded of Deputy Clerk Holbrook whether
the numes of the candidates for the police
judgeship are to be presented upon a city
ticket. He spent some time presenting his
viewg of the law to show that there should
he n clty clection thiz fall for the election
of this officer. Yelser !s anxlous to have a
oity election this fall in order that a vole
mny he had upon his pet hobby, the referen-
dum,

After hearing Yelser's contentlon Deputy
Clerk Holbrook informed him that he was
not ready to give him an answer and would
not be untll this afternoon, as Clerk Higby
was not present, Yelser intimates that un-
less the police judge candidotes are placed
before the voters on a city ticket he will
apply for a wril of mandamus to compel the
city clerk to put it there,

On the other hand both the clty and
county clerks are of the convietion that the
office of police magistrate I8 a state office,
crented as such by the stnte constitution,
and point to the fact that county judges,
police magistrates and justices of the pence
arg enumerated among the offlcers compris-
ing the judiclal branch of the state govern-
ment,

This complication adds new zest to the
fight over the police maglstracy, which has
evolved some interesting condltions during
the past four years. It will be recalled thag
Judge Gordon was first elected to the office
as o nominee of the republicans in Novem-
ber, 1885, In the spring of 1897 the legisla-
ture ennpcted a new charter for the city of
Omaha, the popocratic framers of which,
acting upon the mistaken theory that the
office was a city office, provided for the elec-
tion of a police maglstrate along with the
1ist of eity officers at an electlon fixed for
April 20 of that year, The Lerm for which
Gordon had been elected previously, how-
ever, did not explre untll January, 1898, so
that the effect of the charter provislon was
to legislate him out of office several months
before the expiration of his two years' term.
He became a candldate of the republicans
for re-election however, and was again
elected April 20, 1897, ostensibly for the
term of three years as provided by the new
charter. From that time until the following
January there was a questlon whether he
was holding under the first or the second
election. Action begun in the courts to
contest the wvalldity of the new charter re-
gulted in a declaration from the supreme
court that the part referring to the police
judgeship was unconstitutional for the reason
that the constitution provides that the term
of the police judge ghall be two years, while
the new charter sought to make it three.

fBut the new charter hag done away with
the old provision for the election of a police
magistrate and since the section thereof re-
lating to the police judgeship was annulled
Gordon has continued to hold the office, be-
caufe there was no law specifyving a time at
which his successor should be elected, except
the proviglon of the general electicn lnw.

The last legislature passed o law to remedy
this defect by providing for the election of
n police judge this fall for the term of two
years, the same as juetices of the peace,

The factory hos
been lucated at Twentleth and Plerce streets
and has Jong been known as the best plant
wegt of Chicago, employing, when running
at its  full ecapacity, about 200 men.
The firm which has bought it was formerly
an Omaho Institution and still calls its lead-
ing artlele, o brand of axle grense, by the
pame of “Omaha,' the picture of an Omaha
Indlan being the trade mark. Belng un-
able to get enough cans in which to put its
products for the market the company has
decided to run {ts own tlnnery, and besides
supplying it8 own needs will engage in a
regular tin trade. Iis business has grown
greatly in the last few ypars and pow
extonda through thirteen western states,
There is a branch office In Denver,

Some of the heads of departments will
accompiny the tin plany to the new location,
amoeng them James Smith and E. G, Wil-
muth, the latter of whom has been manager
of the plant here. The new pompany ex-
pects to draw to Des Molnes a conslderabla
portion of the tin trade enjoyed by the plant
while here.

This Is the second attempt to
repeal the lamp law, anod as the number of
such attempts is limited in the charter, the
opponents of lamps will have to wait until
two-thirds of the councll are willing to al-
low them to brivg the matter up again,

worth of good asphalt paving and there are
no contractors willing to bid on the work for
the reason that the tearing up of good pave-
ment might be stopped in the courts., Be-
sides, some of the councllmen have begun to
think that they would like to use the money
for other improvements they consider mora
necessary.
