Among the serip In the Byron Raeed col-
lection of the Omaha public library are
three specimens of paper money that the

city of Omaba fssued in 1857, The three
notes are for $1, $3 and $5 and pledge the
city property of Omuba for their redemp-
tion in one year, with Interest at the rate
of 10 per cent. They are very simllar to
the paper money of the government lo ap-
pearance and bear the signatures of Jesse
Lowe and H. ¢, Andorson. who wers mayor
and recorder of the city at that time.

Omaha's munlcipal government dates from
March, 1857, when the first municipal ele
tlon was held.  The councilmen and other
officers found themselves In charge of ol
town that had great ambitlons and  limited
funds, The slender treasury of Omaha had |
heen emptied {or the purpose of bullding the
old eaplitol, which stood on the grounds
now oceupled by the High achool

May 26, 1807, Councilman G. €. Bovey,
who assiated Major George Armstrong In
erecting the new capltol, introduced and
secured the passage of a resolution em-
powering the mayor to proceed with the
erection of the new bullding and granting
him the right to use all avallable ecity funds,
to sell lande wet aside for that purpose, and
to use the clty's eredit, Money came Into
the treasury slowly, and, on June 23, the
mayor was autherized to secure plates and
have $30,000 worth of sorip lesyed, after
having entéred into a contract with different
banks for lts cirenlation and redemption.

In August of the same vear the mavor
wns Instructed to increase the amount of
serlp to 360,000, and Arrangements wore
rerfected for the elrculation of the paper
' which made the completion of the territorial
capitol possible, The following men and
firms recelved and protected the serip in the
amounts set opposite thelr names A, U,
Wyman, $5.000; Samuel Molatt, $5,000: 1,
M. Akin, $8.000; F. GOridley & Co,, $6,000;
G. C. Monell, $3,000; Willlam Young Brown,
$3,000; John MeClintock & Co., §2.000

Bulld Hotel with Nerip.

The Farnam Street Hotel company was
bullding the Herndon house, which now
forms a portion of the bullding on Farnam
and Ninth streets used as headquarters for
the Union Pacifie, and ran short of funds
to complete the buflding.  All the people of
Omuaha were pleased with the enterprine
which prompted the erection of sueh a
pretentious  hotel and fell in with the
council's plan of issuing 310,000 worth of
sorip to make lta completion poxsible. The
bankers who clrenlated the first  §60,000
worth of Omaba serip expreassed a willing-
ness to ciroulate the additional $10,000, The
elty took n mortgage on the hotel to secure
the loan of the money and |ssued the serip
Seplember 22

This made $80,000 the ¢lty had ralsed by
this means. The hard times of 1857 came
on; the money market became clome; the
government falled te relmburse the city for
the money spent on the new territorial
capitol bullding, and the city found itself
without means of redecming these obliga-
tions. On December 24, 1857, an election
was held, at which the voters authorized
the council to lesue bonde to the amount of
$57.600, with whieh to retire the scrip, and
in a short time the only paper money ever
issue by the clty of Omaha was out of oir-
culntion,

Council Had Stormy Seasions,

Omaha's ploneer councll had many stormy
sesslons during the firat few monthe of Iis
exiatence. Meetings were held almost every
doy, and meore time was consumed In con-
ducting the affalrs of the frontler village
of 600 people than is required for the trans-
action of the city's business since It has
Incronsed in size 300 times. The members
of the original ecouncil were: A. D. Jonues,
T, G, Goodwlll, G, ', Bovey, H. H. Vischer,
Thomas Davis, Willlam U. Wyman, William
N. Byers, . H. Downs and Thomas 0'Con-
nor. Jesse Lowe was the first mayor of the
town; H. C. Anderson was recorder; Lyman
Richardson, assessor, and J. A, Miller was
clty marshal, The construction of the new
oapitol caused most of the dissension and
$110,000 of city funds wus finally Iinvested
in the bullding.

Although the scrip lesued by this councll
was slmilar to Unlted Biates paper monev
of that period, different pletures were used
for the engravings and the fgures denoting
the denomination of the notes are much
larger, Over the eniire surface of the
sorip  the denomination of the notes Mo
printed In small letters. The engravinge
on the notes vary, but most of them contaln
Indians and symbolize the growing west.

Resolved, That we invite any and all
democrats who oritielse the election of this
committes to meet with us, either individ-
unlly or by committes, At that time, in
order that arrangements may be made for
the holding of one wet of primaries and
one county econvention, to which may be

submitted any differences that mey exist
among the democrats of Douglns county

After the adoption of this resolutlon a
commities was appeinted to visit the popu-
list eommittes and ask it to delay calling
ita vounly convention until euch time as
will permit of the ealllng of both [t and
the democratic convention for the same
date. Complying with thils request the pop-
ullst committes adjourned without aetlon.
