OLEOMA RG.V II INI! FRAUDS.

Exliuuntlvf IiiTPstlKatlnii Mnde Under
the Kfiiluekr I'onr Food Liirtr.

Tho agricultural oxperlmcnt station ot
tho Stnto college of Kentucky has rucently
niado exhniistlvo Investigation of tho adul-
teration of food products In order to as-
sist tho worlc of enforcing n puro food law
passed by tho Kentucky legislature. In
tho roport mado by tho o 111 corn of tho ox-
perlmcnt station tho following reference la
inndo to butter:

"Of 147 samples of butter nnulyzed
tweiity-nln- o were found to bo adulterated
with oleomargarine or kindred noin,pnunds.
These twenty-nln- o adulterated samples
covorcd only thoeo which wore purchaaod
as butter. A number of samples woro
purchased ns butter ami when closuly
examined woro found to bo marked

if tho rulings of this sta-
tion In regard to butter nra within the
acopo of tho law, or, If otherwise, tho
law could bo mndo so as to contain these
rulings, I am of tho opinion Hint oleomar-garln- u

would havo to bu sold on Its mer-
its. Now It Is put up .mostly In pound
pucltages and colored tho same as butter
nnd mnrked 'Holstcln,' 'Elgin,' etc., to
deceive tho purchaser; grocers often

it In a package, most generally
In a paper sack, tho bottom of which lm
been previously stamped 'olenmurgarlne,'
In order to comply with tho federal law.
Oleomargarine should not bo advertised
as butter. Tho law prohibits Its Hale an
butter and whan consumers call for but-
ter substitutes should not bo offered
them an butter. Oleomargarine, or nny
substitute for butter, when put up In
pound packages, should bo stamped plainly
'oleomargarine' on the package beforo
being wrapped and tho tlssuo paper which
Is wrapped around It should bo stamped
In bold letters 'oleomargarine,' and uo
other markings whatever, ouch as 'Elgin,'
or 'HolHteln,' etc., should bo allowed
on packages of olvoniargarlna or other
butter substitute."
