A female Jail breaker has caused the
sheriff considerable anxiety since Saturday
morning.

colored woman who weighs barely 100
pounds, forced her way tlirouiih bolts and
bars nt the county Jail shortly before noon
and gained her freedom. The girl comes
of a iiKiiiing strain, as her mother. I(U
Mitchell, sr., weight 220 pounds, is a nutch
for any three policemen on the force.

every energy toward her recapture Th
ponee ot Miutn umana. council limns ana
other towns were uotliled, and as the girl
has already nehleved a wide reputation,
her apprehension was considered certain.
Sheriff Powers was gnitlllrd to rrrelvo n
telegram yesterday from the chief of
pollie ut St. Joseph saying thut Ida Mitch-el- l

was behind the bars. He replied ,U
once to hold the prisoner until his arrival

The young woman's alleged oflonse was
larceny from the person, a transgression
lo which she has been obliged to nnswer
on ninny former occasions. The clrcuui-sfance- s

of an Kllthnrn farmer's visit to tho
.Mitchell cottage on lower Capitol avenue
were brought out before Judge Gordon and
the loss of 125 was laid at the young
colored woman's door. She was bound
over to nwall trial by the district court.

It Is the custom of Motion Mcpherson of
the county Jnll to occupy the women prison-
ers with tome labor about the Jail and on
Saturday morning Ida Mitchell was con-
fronted with a large basket full of clothes
washed and dried and ready to be Ironed.
Hut Ida objected to work: she preferred to
earn money In some other wny. She enst
about foe a plan of oacapo and made note
of a slender piece of slecl used In lifting
the lids of the laundry stove. There was
no chance for the attempt until II o'clock,
howeier. ns the matron stood at the colored
girl's side and Ironed her tlinro of tho
linen.

I. noli Unsllj Wrenched On.
At length the front door bell rang nnd

Mrs. Mrl'herson left her work. She say
sho was absent fiom the laundry less than
ten minutes. The girl thrust Ihe steel lid
lifter through tho Yale lock mid with a
surprising display of strength wrenched It
from the staple. Sho dared not venture
through tho IIvIiir npartinonts of the Jailor
and eo mndo her wny down a nanow passago
Into the potato cellar. From this chamber
there Is a trap door to the surfaco of the
ground Just west of tho cellar and Hin
fugitive also made short work of this final
obstruction. She took the lock, also of tho
Yale pattern, Willi her as a hoiivenlr. Thegirl emerged In full daylight at the Junction
of two well tiaveled streets, but her escape
was unnoticed. The Jail attendants tracedho roiito of the fuglllvo ten minutes In the
i car. but the girl wus nb!o to get safely out
of sight.

The sheriff expressed nurprlse at the
woman's deftness In fracturing tho locks
which hnvo done their duty well for tun
yenis. Male prisoners, tho sheriff (.ays
have often been left In tho potato cellarsorting over vegetables, but none Iuih everattempted to win through the single door
between him and liberty. A trial with thelid lifter In tho presence of tho county
commissioners proved, however, that alock of tho pattern used wan not of sum-cle- nt
