Y0UN0ST0WN, ()., fWt- 8. -- With the
tlare of trumpet and drum, the tramp of

thousands of marchers from ever? section
of the state and oratory from such cam-palK- n

speakers as Senator Depew, Foraker
nnd Hanna, the presidential campaign In
Ohio was openoil In this place today.

The weather conditions were perfect.
I'artlsan enthusiasm was rife and the air
fairly shrieked with the clarion notes of

thousands of horns. The line of marchers
was long and all looked well In the Hough

lllder hats.
The Influx of visitors began early In the

morning and they came pouring In from
every section and ut every hour up to
10 o'clock. Columbus. Cleveland, Toledo.
Akron and Canton all turned out large
delegations.

Benators Depew, Hanna and Foraker ar-

rived early In the day, coram In Senator
Depew's private car, attached to a regular
train on the Krle road. With thm were
Myron T. Herrlck of Cleveland, member
of the national committee, several slate
officials and others prominent In Ohio poli-

tics.
The distinguished party was met at the

station by the Foresters' club of Youngs-tow- n

and escorted to the houie of Caleb
Wick, where an elaborate lunifaeon was
served and tho gues's were given an op-

portunity to rest before taking part In tho
parade and meeting.

At 1 o'clock thu guests of Caleb Wlrk
entered carriages and were driven to Cen-

tral square, where they wore assigned
places at the head of th proeMlon. and
n few minutes later the column moved
It was In olght divisions and extended
over four miles In length. Aside from the
many campaign rlubs In line there were
numerous Attractive Industrial, exhibits.

selected, as president of the day, made a

At tho conclusion of his remarks
Senator Foraker arose and was greeted by
prolonged rheers and during his speech h
was frequently Interrupted by applause.

elements of national wealth we find our
manufactures suspended, our public works
retarded, our prlvuto enterprises of dif-
ferent kinds abandoned and thousands of
useful laborers thrown out of employment
and reduced to want."

nd general Incapacity, undertook to do for
the country.

The truth Is that tho democratic party
has been on the wrong side of every great
question for more than fifty years.

Slavery was abolished, the union was pre-
served, the constitution was amended, our
finances were Hpeolc pay-
ments wero resumed, our credit was

and prosperity was made universal
by the republican party, not only without
the help of the democratic party, but In
spite of Its bitter and determined opposi-
tion.

OTIS REPORTS ON PHILIPPINE CAMPAIGN

It Is Miown by OfTiclnl Documents
Captured from Acnlnnldo nnd

Others That War Vm Forced
on the rnlted States.

WA3HINGT0N. Sept. S. The War de-

partment has made public a report of Major
General Otis, giving details of the opera-

tions of the I'nited States array In the
Philippines from September 1. 1S93, to May
5, 1K0. This period covers the active
operations that were begun after the ar-

rival of the additional troops. Including the
new volunteer regiments. The report cov-

ers the operations of the armies and com-

mands of Generals Lawton, MacArthur,
Wheaton, Schwan, Hall. Jemes M. and J. F.
Hell. Hughes. IJates and Young, as well as
different colonels who had separate or In-

dependent commands during that tlmo. It
makes a very voluminous document. Nearly
all the facts contained In the report, and
all Important matters, were published dur-

ing the campaign. Iiesldc containing an ac-

count of the movements of the United
States fortes there Is considerable space
devoted to the pol!cio3 of the insurgents,
shown to a great extent In the publication
of the captured correspondence and docu-

ments found In possession of persons In

sympathy with tho Insurgents.
nefore going Into affairs between the

dates mentioned General Otis says ho de-

sires to correct an "erroneous Impression
that the war with the Insurgents was

Initiated by the United States."
After explaining tho conditions w&icn

existed at tho breaking out of hostilities
bo says: "War with tho Insurgents was
forced upon us and was unavoidable." Ho
asserts that this Is shown In Filipino cor
respondence captured by tho Americans,
which correspondence, he says, proves that
tho war was planned by Agulnaldo. In this
connection General Otis gives a letter of

Agulnaldo. dated January 0, IS99. which
was published some days ago. lie says
another erroneous Impression prevails that
tho Filipinos endeavored to stop hostilities
after tho first outbreak, but were refused
by tho United States.

ItelieU I'ruy for Popoeriits.
Tho Sandlco letter, heretofore published,

Is given, also a proclamation of Agulnaldo
to tho Filipino people, dated August 14,
U53, assuring tho Filipinos that some
Americans covet the beautiful "Filipino
and havo Invented many deceitful means to
possess her."

Agulnaldo praises tho Filipinos for the
fight for liberty they aro making without
pay and without tho hopo of reward. In
tho courso of tho proclamation Is tho fol-

lowing:
Wo ask God that He may grant tho tri

umph of the democratic party In the
I'nited States, which Is the party that de-
fends the Philippines, and that Imperiil-Is-

may cease from Its mad Idea of sub-
duing us with Its arms, and I hope that
mv fe.trs muv not be realized that In
caso the democratic party Is defeated that
the imperialistic pnriy w-i- i revenge useit
on the Philippines by enforcing a largo In-

demnity from us (which It would be Im
possible for us to pay;, wun win oojeci oi

h this means tho triumph of Its
desires and which would prove that this
war Irom any sianupoini is unnoiy wun iu
black color of exploitation. It Is no other
than assassination.

Agulnaldo adds that they "are able to
find soino hope of sympathy among tho
good Americans, who still follow tho pre
cepts of Justice which they Inherit from
their UlustriouB ancestors, tho founders
of tho republic of the United States.''

Samples Sent to the Norfolk Fnetory
tn He Tented Hun llettcr

'I'll ii ti Anticipated.

Lorial promoters of sugar beet culturo
who havo about $5,ft00 or $6,000 tied up In
bcctftelds north of tho city will be grati-
fied to learn that John K. Fit recently
sent samples of tho beets of the local asso- -

clalon to tho Norfolk factory to be tested
and that he had Just received a letter from
tho factory there, telling him that they
ran 101 per cent suger. 73 per cent purity.
The beets sent averaged two and one-ha- lf

pcunds and were not nbove the average In

the field. Some of tho association's beets
weigh four pounds nnd a few havo been
found that weigh abovo five pounds. If
they average two pounds the yield will bo
about twenty-tw- o tons to tho acre, worth
f. o. b. cars here, JSS. The fact that at this
stage of their development they ran 10.1
per cent In sugar is said to promise well
for the matured beet, ns the sugarmaklng
period has but Just began. The beets will
mature about September 2.".

certainty that thero will be a largo amount
of beot-ralsln- g next year In this vicinity
conducted as a money-makin- g enterprise.

TEXAS CITY JlAY BE LOST

Fear That Galveston Hai Been Destroyed by

Great Gulf Storm.

NO WORD SINCE YESTERDAY AFTERNOON

HOUSTON, Tex.. Sept. !. A hurricane,
accompanied by a heavy rain, has been
blowing along the Texas coast and for 100

miles Inland today. Telegraph and tele-
phone wires arc down along the coast and
no accurate news Is obtainable. Thero we
all sorts of rumors, but nothing authentic.

Galveston Is shut off entirely. Commu-
nication was lost at 4:30 o'clock this after-
noon and no trains have been operated
today and none will be run until late to-

morrow. Tho last report from Galveston
stated that the gulf waters were encroach-In- g

rapidly on the beach and that the
flood bad extended Into the residence por-- 1

tlon of tho city for several blocks. The
waves wero very high and boisterous In
the bay and considerable damage was being
done to small craft, though the big boats

not then In any danger. The rain
had been very heavy all day and traffic
was entirely suspended. There had been
no casualties and but little damage, ex-

cept along the water front. Tho Southern
Pacific wharves under construction had
been damaged to the extent of $25 oro
At 4.30 o'clock tho wind was Increasing
In velocity.

Inland there has been much damage to
the cotton crop, the lint being blown and
beaten from the open bolls, nnd the rice
crop has suffered severely, as It was nearly
ready for harvesting.

Itockpnrt Iteportrd Destroyed,
NEW ORLEANS, Sept. 8. A special from

Houston, Tex., says:
Thero Is an unconfirmed rumor that the

hurricane raging along the gulf has played
havoc with the town of Rockport, c the
lower coast, and that the great clubhouse
built by E. H. R. Green near there has been
blown away with loss of life, as there wcrs
several guests In the house, but their names
are not known here. The same report Bays
that a Tyclone raged through Live Oak
county, but It could not havo done much
damage, as that county Is not thickly
settled. Tho storm on the Texas coast has
been a fierce ono and thero are all sorts of
rumors as to tho damage done. The tele-
graph and telephone wires aro down In
every direction and there Is no way of con-
firming these rumors or of getting any ac-

curate news. The wind has blown a hurri-
cane all day and has been accompanied by a
driving rain In Houeton. Considerable
damage has been done, hut all of a minor
character.

Cireat I'rsr Pelt for Galveston.
All Texas Is In tho keenest state of doubt

and uncertainty tonight concerning the fate
of Galveston Island and city. In everybody's
mind Is tho dire suspicion that an awful
calamity rests beyond the lack of Informa-
tion from the gulf coast. It Is rumored
here that Immense destruction has befallen
Galveston and other places. It Is said that
the bridges leading from the mainland to
the island havo been swept away by the
terrible force of the wiud and tho rolling
up of the water In the bay. The bridges
are four In number, three for railroad uso
and tho other the Galveston county public
wagon and pedestrian bridge. It seems
hardly credible that all these bridges
could be swept away without the city suf-
fering tremendously In tho loss of build-
ings, general property and lives.

All Wires Are Down.
Not a wire Is working Into Galveston,

either telegraph or telephone, and as all
bridges carried wires the fears that all the
bridges are gone are strengthened. The Pos-

tal Telegraph company this evening started
out a repair train from Houston, but It pro-
ceeded a few miles only before it had to
stop because of storm obstructions and
had to return to Houston without making
an Improvement In the service.

This morning tho surf was breaking over
the beach from cast Broadway In Galveston
around to the foot of Twouty-fourt- h street
and tho water crept In several blocks and
In low places had crept up the streets a
dozen blocks.

At noon the wind veered to thw east and
the water on both the bay and gulf was
rising slightly and growing more boister-
ous. Thero Is a report that tho steamer
Charlotte M, Allen has gono ashore, but
It cannot be confirmed.

Storm StrlUes Houston.
HOUSTON, Tex., Sept. 8. Tho wind Is

blowing sixty miles an hour In Houston at
midnight nnd great damage Is being done
to houses and residences throughout the
city. Tho Associated Press wire is the
only ono that is working. All other telo-grap- h

and telephone business has been
Bhut off. The electric wires became crossed
and the power houses had to be shut down.
Several great brick and Iron stacks have
b'eon blown off and tho tin roofs am as nu-
merous on tho ground na on the houses. So
far there havo been no casualties The storm
has spread to the Interior and thero Is
great anxiety in this city. Persons aro
offering extraordinary auras to the telegraph
companies to get messages through to Gal-voet-

and other points, but nothing can
bo dono for them. Up to midnight nothing
has been heard from Galveston.

HnnU Left IIIkIi und Dry.
NEW ORLEANS, Sept. 8. Advices from

Fort St. Phillip late tonight say the sea
water backed up Into tho Mississippi bo
rapidly that It went clear over the lovces
and luggers wero carried Into tho marshes
with the waves and with the receding
waters wero strewn along the river bank
high and dry for a mllo. A stern wheel
steamer on the way to BUoxl, Miss., now
lies on dry land Just back of a houso five
miles abovo Fort St. Phillip. Tho boat
was carried a distance of two miles across
tho marsh In ten minutes.

Tho most damage appears to have boon
dono on tho east bank of tho river. The
earn wall of the Jetties damaged and many
rlco IloldB upon which harvested rlco was
piled up were Inundated nnd tho crop
destroyed.
