He has
been nctlvely training for tho past we.'k
or more nnd has quartern
down on Thirteenth street, ndjncent lo the
ball park. livery aflernoun Smith nnd one
of his sparring partners, IMdle Koblnion or
Kid. I.eroy, hnvc a three-roun- d go, which
Is about as warm a bout as Is often wit-
nessed a.i a preliminary to one of tho big
lights. Smith Is showing up In excellent
form and gives every Indication of marked
Improve meut. HcEtdcs his sparring bouts
Smith devotes n certain portion of Ihu day
to a stlfl run nrouud tho base ball park
enclosure, with an occasional distance
uprlnt to get his wind up In good shape.

There ttr much enthusiasm around Hie
r ndezvous where local sporting men make
i heir hendquarlers these days.

Since, thu Oniah.i Chess
club has been permanently established, Its
i (.organization occurring last spring, It has
mano good progress and Is fully competent
to confront any similar club In the middle
west. The club suffered a serious loss In
the denth of F. W. Illddle, whoso death c,c- -
ci'ired in this city two weeks ago, and his
absence from the board will lcavo n gap
that could not be filled, particularly lu cor-
respondence play. Mr. lllddlo had iho
championship of tho state for correspond-
ence chess virtually within his grasp, being
well In the lead of his competitors In the
Nebraska Chess association. His denth oc-

curred from heart disease at hlsModglngs
on Harney street. He was rcspjeted ai a
Htudetit of the game nnd some of his re-
corded games are of a very high quality.

The Missouri ami Iowa Chess associa-
tions began a tournament on September 13,
Iowa moving first on tho
hoards. C. A. Huek of Toronto, Kan., is
nferee. The tournament rules of the
I'lllsbury National Chess association gov-
ern the play. Tho players have hern
matched ns evenly as possible and n few
consultation games have been arranged for
one or two players on a side.

ADVICE FOR YOUNG GOLFERS

liood Sort lee Clin lie, i:vt rm' ted from

Form on I he Links,

Hnrry Lawrle. whoso skill and experience
as a golfer entitles his opinion to weight,
has kindly words to say In favor of tho
brassy. Other ndvlco well worth tho heed-

ing Is contained lu his oplnlous given below:
"That much maligned black sheep of tho

caddy bag, that savior of many a hole, that
twin brother to the driver tho brassy has
been tho source of much profanity and dam- -

ugtd sod, of conscious pride after a line pick
up stroko and blank dismay to your oppo-

nent. It Is perhaps tho club which under
certain conditions Is used most and undor-Moo- d

least of nil other clubs. The prlmo
uso of the club, as we all know, la to niako
a long drive through tho green from a llo
too low for a driver. Kor this reason wo

think that tho brassy i should be tho same
length ns tho driver and not shorter, as It
generally Is. Many n poor shot nnd topped
La 1 Is mado from this very cause. Tho club
Is also stirfer than the driver nnd does not
yield to the arms with tho same elasticity,
and that again bothers.

"Mr. Koyo Is perhaps the most successful
player with this club and I would refer all
uubclluvcrs to him for Instruction. A good

eye, slow back and lots of wrist nnd fore-

arm would bo my prescription. Hut ask
Koye

"Putting wins the game, all thlugs being
equal. A t&O-ya- drive counts ono stroke.
A miss on two-fo- putt also counts for
one. so look out for tho little fellows. Some
days a man will putt ltko a machine, with
accuracy and ease; next day ho will putt
llko a bull, with force Irrespective of dlrec
tton.

"To putt well ono should take tlmo and
see that tho green Is free from all obstruc
tions. Take nil Irregularities of ground and
slopt3 Into consideration nnd try to lie as
near the hole as possible until able to
putt In.

"Nerves cuould bo brought under subjec
tion and only three things thought about
tho ball, the hole and the club. Ignore op
poncnt and spectators and claim absolute si.
lence. Get well over the ball with your
head, tako a short hold of the club and try
and bring ball, hole, club nud eye all In ono
line. Look from hole to hall and from ball
to hole, but when making the stroke look
at tho ball entirely and after striking run

, up with your eye In the direction of the hole.
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Ilettcr Ilo safe than wildly overshoot tho
mark and use a heavy putter rather than a
light one.

"Some prefer tho wooden, some the metal
putter. When playing poorly with an Iron
putter they revile It aud pray for a wooden
one and vlco versa, but wood or Iron, tho
man at tho other end Is responsible for re-

sults and not Inanimate material.
"I did It In in fifty-tw- o, but If I hadn't

missed my drive at tho second tco'aud
bunkered my ball nt tho third hole, etc., I

would have cotno In under forty-seven- ,' Is
sometimes heard on tho course These mis-
haps are part of golf and nre common to
almost all player, except maybe a Vardon
or a Taylor. If each hole were taken lu the
lowest posslblo the Country club record
would be 32 for nine holes, but such a record
would mako many golfers extremely un-

happy.
"No matter what your luck Is, no matter

what your score Is, play golf from Btnrt to
finish, and when you get up against the
real thing In medal, match or team game
then tho experience gained lu every and
all difficulties will be eminently useful to
you and tend to dishearten your opponent
by consistent and stendy play. Always

that thcro aro others who make good
drives, long, brassy shots, fine approaches
and phenomenal putts,"

Tho most Important game of golf over
played In the west took placo on Thurs-
day nnd Friday afternoons In Chicago, Harry
Vardon, former champion of Great Britain,
seeking successfully to win the United
States association championship from Great
Britain's premier golfer, J. H. Taylor.
I'lnyers of other nationalities, American,
Scotch, Irish nnd Germau, played far be-

hind the great exponents of tho game. Var-
don won by tho narrow margin of two
strokes, and the gamo was ouo of tho most
scientific and Interesting In tho nnunls of
golf. Wllllo Smith of Midlothian, the
former champion, wns able to do no better
than fifth, David Hell of Midlothian and Alec
Campbell of llrouklltio ending third and
fourth.

Tho playing of a match of such Im-

portuned so far in the we3t will provo a
great stimulus to tho gamo In this section.
Tho rise of golf In the middle western and
western states has been something phenom-

enal during tho last year or two, and It
promises to hnve as firm a hold west of the
Allcghanles bb It enjoys In bonny Scotland
Itself.
