This Is of course possible,
but tho question Is whether tho course
of tho Germans is not couduclug to this
It has been felt all along that Count
von Waldersee would like to add to his
military fame by some signal operations
against tho Chinese nnd the admonitions
of Emperor William to his departing
troops are well remembered. Then
things suggest that Germnny will not
bo fully satisfied unless the expedition
to Chluo shall accomplish something
that will mnko n lasting Impression
upon tho empire.

tho kaiser has by no means died out

It Is stated that Germany does not
intend to send any more troops to China
unless unforeseen circumstances arise,
Doferenco to tho other powers requires
an attltudo of this klud, but tho dange
Is that Germany's courso lu China mny
produce tho circumstances that would
furnish her an excuse for sending more
troops there. At any rato her action Is
peculiar and does not appear to bo. In
the Interest of peace.

street on Thursday. Tho advance was due
to rumors that the last quarterly dividend
tor tho year would bo $12 a share, which
would make a total of $50,000,000 paid-i-

n

dividends this year. Tho capital stock of
tho company is $100,000,000. This Is all
common stock. Thero Is $10,000,000 of pre-ferr-

stock authorized but unissued, so
practically tho profits of tho company this
year havo been 50 per cent of Its capital.
Theso certainly are enormous profits. It
seems to tho Express a solt-evldc- nt prop-
osition that there Is a public danger in-

volved in permitting a single corporation
thus to pile , up wealth by means of a
monopoly.

But lot ua see how Mr. Bryan's trust
remedy would apply hero. Ho would put
trust products on tho freo list. That would
not affect tho Standard at all, for Its prod- -

ucla already aro on tho free list. Ho would
require the trust to tako out a federal
licenso which should not bo issued till It
was able to declare there was no water
In its stock. It Is likely that none ot the
$100,000,000 stock of this corporation rep-
resents what could Justly bo called water.
In that case tho Standard would merely
pay tho federal license fco and thereby re-

ceive federal authorization, which would
render its position mora socuro than ever.
Supposing, for tho sako of argument, how
ever, that half of the $100,000,000 ot stock
oould bo declared water. What then7 Tho
company would merely liavo to reduce its
stock from $100,000,000 to $50,000,000, the
value of shares would advance from $000
to $1,200 and tho dividends would bo 100

per cent Instead of 50. Squeezing tho
water out of this stock, If It contains wnter,
and granting It a federal licenso would not
disturb Its monopoly in tho least or affoct
Its actual profits. It would merely compel
a changes In bookkeeping. And this is what
Bryan calls destroying tho trusts!

Such aro the great ten-ye- landmarks in
tho growth of thu nation under the present
constitution.

Whllo the nbtolutn lucreaso durlnr tho
last decade Is tho largest recorded, as ot
courso it should, bo, tho relative Increase
Is the smallest, aud this to nn extent Is also
In harmony with reasonable expectation, for
as the couutry'a population reaches such
figures as at present, tho gains from Im-

migration produco small relative effects
compared with what was tho case yeara
ago. Nevertheless, tho natural rate of In
crease is evidently declining along with
decline In Immigration aa related to tho total
population. Thus altogether a much
slower pace In the filling up of the vast
territory ot tho United Slates has beea
reached.

But the decline In rate of Increase since
1SS0 is probably less ubrupt than the table
shows. It has beeu pretty well established
that tho count of 1S70 was defective in the
southern states, and thut a larger popula-
tion uctually existed In the country than
was reported. Henco the increase from
1870 to 1880 was exaggerated, whllo the
Increase from 18B0 to 1870 was made to ap-
pear less than the actual. Making thesn
allowances or corrections, we should barn
thb rato of Increase falling pretty stoadlly
from tho 35.58 per .cent ot tho decade Just
before tho war to the approximately 21 per
cent now reached.

If, however, tho 1870-188- 0 Increase Is ac-

cepted as exaggerated, then of course the
rate of increase tor tho 1880-189- 0 decade
wus larger than tho 25,75 per cent given,
(jd we would have a fall In the rate dur-
ing tho last fen years more extended oven
than Is Indicated, nnd tho Indicated fall Is
rather sharp. The slackening of tho pace
bus been very abrupt in this short time.
Tho larger Immigration of tho 1S80-180-

decade over the last decado will only partly
explntn this sudden nnd sharp decline tn
tho rate of Increase. There must exist a
marked tendency to decline in the natural
rato of Increase through tho excess of births
over deaths.
