WABHINGTON, Nov., &-—Count Cassinl,
ths Russinn ambassador, sald today in re-
guid to the reported ROonexalivi ul wrte-
tory in Tien Tsin by the Russian govero-
ment that he felt sure no siach step had
been taken, He touched upon the possi-
bility of a RMussian concession similar to
the British and French sllotments having
been made, but dismissed the report that
Hussis had summarily taken possession of
the territory referred to as entirely im-
probable.

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JAPANESE SHIP IS LAUNCHED

New Vesnel Espected to Be the Moat
Fowerful Hattieship
Afioat.

LONDON, Nov. 8.—~The Japanese battle-
ship Mikasa, said to be the most formidable
vessel of iis kind In the world, was launched
today at the Vickers-Maxlm works &t
Barrow,

The Mikasa s of 15,200 tofis displacement.
It Is 400 feet long, seventy-six teet wide and
twenty-seven feet threo loches desp, It
has twu propellers and has an indlcated
power of 106,000. It bas an armor belt of
twelve to four Inches and the armor on Ils
gun positions Is fourteen to &ix Inches
thick, while the deck plating Is two Inchos
thick. ‘The armament of the Mikasa con-
sists of four 12-inch guns, fourteen 6-

inch quick-firlng guos, twenty 18-
pounders, eight 8-pounders and four
2-pounders, It has four submerged

torpedo tubes. The battleship has a speed
{estimatod) of eighteen knots and its normal
ocal supply is 1,400 tons, It carries a crew
of 730 men.
