Many succeoded in staying thelr descent
for & moment by holding onto the broken
beams, bul before they could be reached
they were obliged to let go thelr hold and
drop to the floor, a distance of forty-five
feot.

Clarence Jeter, a furnace tender, pulled
e¢lght people off the top of the rotorts,
where the heat was about 500 degrees. The
ol pipes were full and the fire did not go
down until they were emptied Some of
the meno and boys were terribly burned.
They were drawn away from the retorts
with long lron pokers used in testing the
glass,

While alding in removing the dead and
wounded T, J Parker, a flreman, found
his own mon among those Injured. The lad
will probably die.

The mapapers of the glass works stite
that It wus Impossible for them to keep
the people off thelr bulldings. Thoy dis-
cleim all respopgibility for the accldeat
It Is estimated that over 300 prople were
on the ventilator when it collapsed for
{te entire length of 100 feet Some were
thrown to the main roof of the bullding
and escaped unhurt, but of those who fell
into the structure nearly all were elther
killed or serlously maimed.
