ATTORNEY GENCRAL IS FORCING HIS CASE

Distriet Jundge Must Hear Him or Be
Held In Contempt of the So-

LINCOLN, Dec. 4 —(8pecial y—On appll-
eation of Attorney Genoral Smyth the su-
preme court thin afterncon issusd a per-
emptory order requiring Judge Benjamin 2
Baker of the district court of Douglas
county to pass upon the motion for a new
trial 192 the case of the State of Nebraska
against the Omaha Natlonsl bank. Sev-
ern]l months ago the supreme court re
turned the came to the district court with
instructions for a final judgment. The nt-
torney general elaimed thatan Judge Baker
had not passed upon his motlon for a pnew
trial he had not given na EBnal judgment
and wan therefore in contempt of court
In support of his application for the ad-
ditional order today the attorney general
filed an aMdavii, In which he asserted
that he had examined the court records
and was unable to find any ruling upon his
motion for a new trial of the cawe. He
pasorted further that he bellpved the judge
wan withholding his rullng upon his motion
without just reason. In the motion the at-
torney weneral asked the court to lasue an
order which would compel Judge Baker to
ehey an original order of the court or ap-
pear and show cause why he should not be
punished for contempt.

Hullding and Loan Associantlons.

Dr. P. L. Hall, seereiary of the State
Banking board, today completed his report
of the Nebraska bullding and loan asso-
eintions. The appended summary, taken
from the report, shows In tabular form the
remurkabls growih of this class of Insti-
tutiens, It takes the assocliations from
the fNrst yoar that authentle reports were
made down to the present year, which
period includes 1802, romembered for its
expanded creditn and wild speculations,
and embraces the years 18083, 1804 and 1805,
which were marked by panle, drouth and
destruction of values, and the years 189
to 1800, inclusive, which have heen years

“In submitting ¢his report I hope I may
be pardoned for expressing n sense of grati-
fication In the material growth and Im-
proved condition of the bullding and loan
assoclations of the state during the last
four years,” sald Dr. Hall. “The growth
and evident prosperity of these nstitutions
is due to the better conditions generally ob-
taining In the state and to wider experi-
ence on the part of the management of
these institutions, The adverse conditions
of the years of drouth and panie taught
some very valuable lessons, costly to some,
but a better practical knowledge of the
prineiples underlying the purposes of the
associations and Incromsed famillarity with
the detalls of management are bearing
fruit., Most of the wrecks of former years,
the result of drouth, panle and Inexper!-
ence, are now cleared away and the future
is bright with promise of growth and use-
fulness.

“In the increased prosperity of these In-
stitutlons, however, lles a dapger,” con-
tinued Dr. Hall, “for as they become popu-
Iar and win the confidence of the people so
will they attract the sttentlon of dishonest
promoters and schemers who quickly dis-
cern new flelds Lo exploit. The department
must atand guard against thelr lovasion
and it may be powerless (o pre-
vent for & time thelr advent Into
the field, but If the present law is rigidly
enforced there will be but little profit to
the adventurer and he will not long re-
maln."”

Suggesin Siate Examiner.

Concerning the laws governing bullding
and loan assoclations, Dr. Hall sald: “The
present law needs amending in one par-
tioular and It Is an lmperative necessity
that this amendment be secured at the
oarliest opportunity, 1 refer to the ap-
polntment of exasminers for these assocl-
ations, Nothing but absolute lgnorance of
the growth, Importance and wvalue of the
public value of these nssocliations ever led
to the error of making them a side show to
the banks and gave birth to the (dea that
the qualifications requisite to equip a per-
son to be a successful bank examiner could
be any lodication of his knowledge of bulld-
fng and loan work. Provision should be
made for an examiner of building and lonn
aanoclations exclusively, requiring proper
qualtfications and a fixed salary and necea-
sary expenses. If an amendment s ever
made to our law providing for an examiner

exclusively for these imstitutions, 1 sin-
cerely hope the present viclous fee mys-
tem will not be a part of It. With thls

smendment I would advise that the present
Iaw be left as It (s, as too frequent chapge
in laws regulating quasi-public institutions
is an injury In many ways. 1 have been
urged to advoeate in the report an amend-
ment to the law providing some addi-
tional savings banks features, of which 1
have been and am etill known to be u
strong advoeate, but 1 prefer to let the
demand for such comeo from Lthe associations,

Bome of the important rulings of the
banking board, made since the adoption
of the pew bullding and loan act, are

worthy of conmideration. The question of
authorizing a bullding and loan association
to provide for an expense fund, belng pre-
pented, was referred to the board and
after careful consideration the following

ALABAMA'S LAST SURVIVOR

Nebraskan Cleims Distinction Bupposed to
Belong to Jerry Lyroh,

SAYS HE FOUGHT ON HER AT THE FINISH

John Mosengreen of Fremont Declares
He Wan [1-Fated War Vessel's
Carpenter's Mate, and De-
serihen Her Destruction,

FREMONT, Neb., D 4. —iSpecinl.i-
“Jerry Lynch, whose death was recently re-
ported In easlerfn papers was not the last
survivor of the crew of the historlc Ala-
pama,” says John Rosengreen, for the last
twenty-seven yeara a resldent of Né-
braska. “If you could examine the records
of the crulser you would find the name,
‘John Rowengreen, carpenter’s mate,' and
I am that man,’

Hosengreen says that he shipped on the
Alnbame at Capetown, South Africa, the
spring before her “last and only fight,”" as
the old man insisis upon calling it, and was
with her when she went down under the
gung of the Kenrsarge, off Cherbourg, the
following summer, He says he had a chiabce

| to ship on her when she left England on

her eventful career, but on account of the
anxiety they #howed to et him and some
other susplcious  circumstances he con-
cluded he didn’t want angthing to do with
her. He had previously served throe years
iu the Danish pavy and was discharged
with an excellent record and he thinks
that wns the reason the officers were WO
anxious to have him In the crew, Accord
ing to Rosengreen life on the Alabama was
“not a plente,’” though Semmes, he thinks,
was the best man he ever salled under and
the rations wers the “best he ever got on
any ship." The crew was short-handed. The
boat had left Capetown very suddenly on
account of some trouble with the author-
{ties there and a continuous round of
watching. drill and target practice kept all
hands going pretty lively. The erew wad
& mixed lot aud ineluded but fow Amerl-
eans. They were a tough lot and It took
atrict discipline to keep them down, Onpe
Englishman, Harry Speare, told that he
had been with her since she left England
and clalmed he had ‘swiped' a lot of stuff
from prizes and that he was the only one
of the original crew left on her,

“When orders were given to eclear ship
for actlon,” sald Hosengreem, “‘on that
morning In June, we all thought we would
make short work of the Yankee crulser.
I don't know much about the fight, for, you
see, I wan o member of the crew of the
forward gun on the starboard alde and the
smoke rolled over so wa couldn’t see the
Kearanrge only once in a while. Each time
wp swung around we were nearer and
nearer to her, until we were In preity close
quarters. Seems as  though we elther
coulda't hit her, or if wo did the balls
glanced off. Our engine was disabled and
wo sooa began to drift. During a lull ip
the Aght 1 heard Semmea give the order
to keep on firing. The Alabama sunk, stern
firet, and was well down in the water when
the last gun was fired. The next thing 1
knew 1 was in tha water and the Alabama
was gone, [ must have been In the water
more than an hour—possibly two hours—
hefore I was plecked up by a hoat from an
English yacht, I was taken ashore and
the next day recelved my pay in full, in-
cluding that day, and was discharged. 1
met one of the crew and one of the petty
offlcers In Bombay. Iodia, three yeara
Inter."

Mr. Rosengreen {8 positive he Ia the last
llving survivor of the Alabama's crew, He
has served throe years {n the Danish navy,
#lx months on the Unlted States aloop
Easex and two years itn the French navy
fn 15680 and 1870. He is a strong, hearty
old man, about AT years old—a typleal ol
seadog, fond of spinning yarns of This
twenty years' experience on the ocean, but
not disposed to say much about his career
on the Alabama.

#lde of her face. One eye was gone and the
other was only restored to partial sight by
the best surgical ald that could be secured
In the country. The girl Is disfigured for
Iife, At the trinl doubt was brought as to
who fired the shol, Losson testified that It
wans Direws, The girl positively testifled
that it was Drews. Drews’ brother stated
It waa Losson.

When the case was called this morning
for a second time it was found that Losa-
son was not present, and It I8 stated that
he 18 not in the county. When Sheriff Tay-
lor went to summon him he could not be
fodnd. It waa stated that he was in Gage
county. The sheriff of (hat county tele.
phoned Inst evening that so far he had
not found the man. The case has now heen
continued until tomorrow, when further dis-
position will perhapa be made in the event
Losxszon does not show up., He s one of the
most important witnesses.
