NKW YORK, Jan. 7 A conferonco has
been nrranged for next week at Palerson,

of bichloride of tin In tho dyeing process
the dyer gets two pounds out of every
pound that comes to his huuds.

This hns produced n great reduction In
prices, but tho goods uro Inferior. On
exposure to tho nlr tho bichloride of tin
crystallizes and the crystals cut tho fabric
upon tho slightest wenr'nr friction. At
first tho "dynamited" silk has tho same
handsonio and brilliant appearance that
tho bonnfldo article has, but, as It dnc3 not
wear, It has given silk a had tinmo gen-
erally and tho Industry Inngiilshps. Thn
manufacturer!) who Insist on having their
silk treated with puro dyo only are greatly
handicapped, and they nro now endeavoring
to get tho aid of congress. Their purposo
Is to havo a Inw passed requiring "dyna-
mited" goods, both foreign nnd domestic, to
bo labeled, so tlint the purchaser muy
know what ho Is buying.
