OMAHA CAPITAL HAS DL'AL FOR BONANZA

very Hcli strike of gold 010 has Just been
mado In the Clara Bell mine, two miles
cast of Orcvllii. In Custer county. The mluo
has been producing n fair grade of ore for
several months, but for tho past four days

ore has been cry rich. Your coriespond-rn- t
visited the initio this week and veri-

fied nil of tin. minors as to tho richness
Tho ore comes from a vertical, which is
opened by n shaft nbout 150 feet ducp.

Is n qunru ore, tho vein being about
twenty feet thick. Tho mini' Is a half nillu
from n two-stam- p Tremnln mill, where
tho oro Is trented. This lltllo mill Is pound-
ing out a fortune for tho owner of tho mill,
