A MOVE IN THE RIMHT DIRECTION

The first haonglng under the new Inw
providing that all snch execotions shall
tnke place at the state penitentiary. in-
steadd of us heretofore o the couniy
where the murder was committed, 1=
wleeady o prospect, That the change
1% sure to work to the publle Interest
will hardly weet with a single dissent.

Whatever rensons may exist for hold-
ing the trinl of every person aceused
of crime near the  plave  where the
offense was committed bhave no ueces
sury rolation to meting out the punish
ment when o verdiet of guilty Is e
tutpned and the death  sentence pro-
nounced.  If the severest penalty known
to the law s to be pald, it Is only con-
forming to the demands of humanity
to surround the executlon with such
eafegunrds and such a degree of prive
ney ns will shat off  the deleterious
effects too often produced by pubilic or
seml-publle hangings,

When it comes to the guestion of ex-
pense entalled upon the taxpayers the
operation of the pew law cannot help
but tewd In the divectlon of economy.
A legal exeontlon, as carrled out in
Nebraska up o this time, with all the
special preparations, has been an ex
pensive luxury. With all execntions
performed at the same place and by
the same officers, the duplieation of the
apparatus amd  machinery  should be
avolded and the fee bills materially re-
dueed,

If the new law works as well in Ne-
braska aos has similar legislation in
other states, no one, after It has been
given full and fair trial, will want to
go back to the old system under any
conslderations whatever, As a step In
reform, on the turn of the century, this
I8 decidedly a move In the right direc
tion,

WLl SEAD A COMMISSION,

It Is now understood that notwith-
standing the action of the Cuban cou-
stitutional conventlon in regard to the
Plutt amendment, a commission will be
sent to Washington to confer with the
president respecting the Ameriean con-
ditions. It Is wpot proposed that this
commission shall definltely settle any-
thing as to tne future relations be-
tween Cuba and the United States, but
having obtained the views of President
MeKinley will report to the constitu-
tional convention. It appears that there
is a difference of oplonlon awong the
delegates to the convention as to the
slgniicance of the resolution pussed o
few doys ago decluring opposition to
the terms submitted by the United
Btates, tho conservatlves holding that
it was o practical rejection of the terms,
while the radicals assert that such was
not the case. An effort to put the rad-
feals on record In the conventlon was
unsuccessful and It was finally declded
that the convention should not express
itself for or againgt the amendment,
and should send a commission to Wash-
Ington to reach tlie best possible ngree-
ment with the president,

It would seemn that the Cubans shonla
by this time fully understand the views
of the administration and ought to be
able to make up their minds definitely
as to whether the Platt amendment
shall bo accepted or rejected.  They
must know that the presldent has no
authority to modify the terms of that
amendment te the sligutest extent and
furthermore that lLie believes them to
be wise, proper and necessnry, The po-
gsition of this government was very
clearly stated by Benator Platt of Con-
pecticut, In his addeess Saturday be-
fore the couvention of the Awmerican
Acadewny of Politienl and Soclal Scl-
ence, He said: *That the relations
which are to exist between the United
States and the new government of Cuba
wust be closer than those between us
and any other forelgn country will be
apparent to the dullest comprehension,
80 long as any doubt exists of the abil-
ity of Cuba to stand alone, the United
States must be ready to support her.
We must protect her agalnst any inter
nal dissensions which may threaten the
overthrow of the republican govern-
ment. In thus standing ready and in-
slsting upon our right to protect Cuba,
we do not at all contemplate the estab-
lishient of a protectorate in sny sense
iIn which that term has been used In
international law. Our relations with
Cuba will be uplgque. We may best
oxpress them by saying that we clalm
the right to be recognized as the goar-
antor of Cuban independence and of
the stability of the government, To
require less than this would be an
abandonment of both self-interest and
duty."

It is unfortunate that there are Cu-
bans who are unable to see In this
attitude of the United Stntes a desire
and purpose to conserve the Independ-
ence of Cuba, assure stable government
there and promote the welfare and pros-
perity of the people, but such is the
fact, and this element exerts the greater
mAnence, It I8 bitterly hostile to the
United States and It Is thought would
not hesitate to stir up a revolt in Cuba
agalnst the American occupation. A
Washington dispateh says that some of
the advices recelved there from Cuba
intimate that vnless sowething occurs
soon to affect the situation favorably
an outbreak of viclence is lkely to be
provoked,

THE NEW CANAL TREATY.

There seems to be good reason for
believing, say some of the Washington
correspondents, that apother treaty be-
tween Great Britain and the United
States o regard to an Interoceanie e
nal, I8 under conslderation and lkely
to be in shape for presentation to the
senate at Its session pext winter, It s
stated that Secretary Hay has been
getting the views of senstors on the
subject, but of course nothiug bas been
made public as to the nature of the
opinions obtained from senators.

The correspondent of the New York
Evenlug Post says [t s not belleved
that Becretary Hay s very sanguine of
sticeess, but the presldent s hopeful,
AMr. MeRinley's notion, It Is stated, |s
that the senute, even as constituted last
winter, would probably tuke a some-
what more favorable attitude towurd
the Hay-Pauneefote treaty I 00 ludd fis
work to do over. This Is doubstful, Lut
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e ————

it 1% possille that the senate of the
Fifty-seventh congress wonld be better
disposed toward a new treaty which
avolded sowe of the conditions to which
the British govermment olijected,

It 1s obvlons that to frame o treaty
that will be acceptable to the senate

nd to Great Britain will lwe o task
of great difficulty, but It Is one that
stionld be undertaken. The reply of

the British government left o way open
for further pegotiations, to bhe initiated
by the United States awd while the
profise that p sptisfactory new treaty
cin be pegotinted, 1t Is manifestly io-
cumbent upon our government to maky
the effort, In the event of another
fallure, it can then be determined what
shall be done to remove the obhstacle
tir the construction and control by the
Unlted States of an isthmlan canal that
s presented by the  Clavton-Bulwer
trenty,  To declare that treaty abros
gated without making another attempt
to negotlate @ new  conveotion, would,
in our Judgwent, be a mistake that
wight have very troublesome conse
nuences,

THE HIGHER LAW FICTION

And pow we are told that the right of
every man, woronn and child to haul
sirbige awny from his premlges and to
dumgp it wherever it may sult him comes
from & higher law than that on the
stotule books, We are also wld the
violation of this right takes away the
cquality before the law guaranteed by
the higher law to every human being
living In Nebraska,

This sounds very plausible, but its ap-
plication would destroy all government
and lead to aparchy. 1If the higher Inw
gives a wan the right to dump gnrbage
whoere he pleases, the higher law will
flgo allow him to empty slop buckets in
the nlley and to do his own street sprink-
ling, to pave the street In front of his
own lot, to bulld his own part of the
public sewer and do a thousand other
things which Le is prohibited from dolug
under police regulations or ordinances
relating to the public highways and
rireots,

If equality before the law means that
every man has a rvight to do what bhe
pleases wherever he may live, there is
no neod of enancting any law for the
protection of commualities or for the con-
venlenee and comfort of the public in
general,  If citles ave to be governed by
higher law, what use Is there for clity
charters or for officers 1o enforee the
provigions of the charter and ordinances
enneted under 1t? If we have a higher

law, who s to define its  scope
or limit its application? Are courts
of  Justlee  to be governed by

stotutes or are they at liberty to disre-
gurd statutes under the plea that they
ure obeying a higher lnw? Does not the
whole structore of government rest upon
the principle that the vights of indi-
viduals arve wade subordinate to the re-
quirements of the public welfare?

The attempt to inject the higher law
doetrine luto the garbage-haullng con-
troversy only shows how easlly It Is to
work upon the e¢motional and sentl-
mentsl side of people who allow them-
selves to be lmposed on by designing
politicians. With these mountebanks the
liheration of the two colored men passed
off as “little boys trying to earn an
honest Hving was not the main object,
What they sought to accomplish was
to get even with parties who last fall
had refused to be held up for contribu.
tlons to the fusion cumpaign fund,

Whether a monopoly of baullug gar-
bage Is right or wrong, the fact remains
that the courts had several times up-
held the contract and the city authorities
could recognize no luw higher than that
of the district and supreme courts of
the state, As fur as The Bee Is con-
cerned It makes no defense for the con-
tract nor the contractor. Its opposition
to the contriact wus made when It was
in order to wake it—at the thme It was
before the mayor and council, 1f it is a
contract In luw, as the courts huve de-
clared, the ordinances providing for its
enforcement are also legal and bindlong
upon all citizens, regurdless of different
versions of the higher law.

CONGRESSMEN ON CUBA.

Proteat Against the Bancombe of
Neven-Day Visitors.
Ban IMranclsce Call.

Are we not in danger of a slight surfelt
of congressional information and views
about Cuba?

The country had & deal of the same sort
befora the Spanish war. It was the means
of drawing us Into that enterprise and of
lasunching us upon the gea of troubles
whereon we are now drifting, with no salls
to mpeak of, rudder gone, compnss mag-
netized and chronometer out of order.

If the truth
ia told by congressmen now, the congress-
men then did oot tell the wruth,

Congrees adjourned on March 4. [In that
brief time parties of congressmen have
visited Porto Rico and Cuba and have re-
turned wise in knowledge of the whole git-
uvation,

One of them says he doubts the safety of
capltal lu Cuba, and he Ands the best people
do pot want independence, and that those
who do are unot the best peoples and are
merely look'ng for office,  Ancther says the
people are not it nor ready for self-govern-
ment,

Avother distingu/shed senator returns snd
hastens to say that it Is ooly & matier of
time when the island will be annexed and
that the present constitutlonal convention
I8 not a representative body, The best
people want anpexation, as do a vest HITE
Jority of the American people.

A democratic newspaper, which plays
Jeokyll and Hyde with the administiration,
admitn that these congresslonal views are
in npotable contrast to the congressiopal
views of three vears ago.

FOOTING UP

Lossea of Blood and Treasurer En-
talled by the Philippine Law,

The dawn of peace in the Philippines,
visible to those on the grovnd, justifies a
computation of the cost of our senture into
the Orient. Semi-official estimates bhave
been given out as a prelude to the closing
of the war side of the ledger, and to these
nre added estimates of what it cost the
natives.  The latter, In part, are guess-
work, but they will serve as a basis for
comparizon,

Estimates show that the insurrection of
the natives cost the Unlted States $202.-
BR3,000 in money, 98 in officers and jwen
killed and died of wounds and 2,10 in
officers and men dead from disvase. The
losser of our troops in the Mhilippines from
August 6, 1805, to April 1, 1901, were as fol-
lows

The Washington correspondent of the
Record-Herald saye the estimates made by
treasury accountapts show that the cost
of the army and navy since the breaking
out of the 'hil'ppine Insurrsction, February
4, 1809, has been mbout $246,660,000 more
than it would have been hud the gnme rate
of expenditure been maintained that pre-
valled before the war with Spain.

Much of this additional expenditure would
have Leen entailed, however, bad the United
Etates abandoned the Philippines. This Is
particularly true of the Increpsed naval ex-
penditure, most of which has been for new
construction and other improvements not
in apny way conpected with the Insurrection
in the island.

Most of the Increased cost of the army
has been necessitated by the operations In
the Phillppines, but part of it |s charge-
able to the milltary occupation of Cuba and
Porto Rlve and to the campnign in Chioa.
and part of it must he charged to Increasncd
expenditure for fortifications in the United
States and to the increased sgtrenglh of the
artillery, with which the war in the Philip-
pines bad nothlng to do.

Dedueting $73,000,000 from the junoreased
expenditures on account of the army and
navy for these reasons, leaves a pet in-
crense of expenditures under these Leads
on account of the Philippines of $173,060,000,
To this amount must be added §20,600,000
paid to Spain under the treaty of Paris and
$100,000 pald for the Islands of Cagayan
and Sibutu; interest on the war loan since
June 30, 1800, 88,423,000, and the cost of the
various Phillppine commissions and other
miscellaneous expenditures esiimated at
$600,000, This bringe the total cost of the
islands to date up to $202,683,000,

The rebelllon was a costly experience for
the natives. The War department puts the
Filipino losses at 050,000, 7,667 rifles have
been captured or surrendered and 605,142
rounds of ammunition have been selzed. No
estimate I8 made of the losses sustained by
the country at large, the wreck of Lowns
and country homes, the destruction or dis.
appearance of personal property anpd the
piartial suspension of farming and business
inseparable from war. For the twenty-seven
months ending Novemher 30 last the total
number of Filllpinos eaptured or surrend-
ered was 12,488 oMoeers and men and the
number of rifies turned in 4,033, Since
November 30 last 8,600 oMcers and men
have been captured or surrendered and 2,734
rifles have been delivered to or eaptured by
American troops. The number of surrendary
In the latter period have far exceeded those
of any similar period to November 30 last,

OPENING TERRITORY BY LOT.

Measures Adopted to Prevent Rushing
on the Oklahoma Plan,
Baltimore Amerlcan.

The disgraceful scenem atlendaut upon
the throwing open of Indian reservations
are not ta be repeated in the case of the
Klowa, Comanche, Apache and Wichits
reservations, in Oklaboma territory. These
tracts, comprising 14,000 homestcads, or
2,240,000 acres, will be opened about Aug-
ust 1. Binger Herrman, commissioner of
the Land OMce, is determined that the old
plan of pormitting prospectlve settlers Lo
camp along the border linex, and then, at a
given signal, to rush io pelimell, shall pot
prevail on this ocoaslon. As Secretary
Hitcheock agrees with the commissioner,
the old-time “rustlers’ rush,” with its dis-
order, indignities, consequent ltigation and
other attendant evils |8 likely 1o bhe @&
thing of the past. Thia is as it should be,
especinlly as other and more satisfactory
plans are avallable for adoption, By those
other plans all of the confusion, all of the
disgrace and much of the disappointment
of opening pew territory may be easlly
avolded,

The public land laws of the United
States do not recoguiee any lottery schemes
in connection with the allotment of publin
lands. Nevertheless, the syntem of deciding
mooted questlons by lot Is generally in
vogue in this country. All our jurles ara
drawn in this manper, and {th eminent wis-
dom and fairness are not disputed. Th»
members of the house of representatives
select thelr seats by lot, and in the parti-
tlop of catates it Iy frequently employed Ly
(he courte, There is, therefore, suMoeient
precedent for its adoption in connection
with the opening of this new territory.
There will probably be 50,000 applications
for the 14,000 homesteads available for pre.
emption. Nothing could be fairer than to
require each spplicant to fle his prelimi-
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Ing to determine the ones (o be recognized,
These lalter could, after assighments were
made themn, file the other papers mecessary
to perfoct their titles, and on the day of the
opening all others could be refused admis-
ston to the reservallon. In this way thers
would be no danger of the courts declaring
null and vold the process, all disorder and
ltigation would be prevented, and there
would not be a harde of people disuppointed
by  being  outdistanced in the “rustiers’
race.” The plan is feasible, and should be
adopted whenever in the future new terri-
tory Is to be opened for settlement.
