South Omaha News

Within the next few days the finance
committee of the city coundl, which is
composed of Johnston, Vansant and Mar-
tin, will get together and make an esti-
mate of the probable overlap up to the
clofe of the present fiscal year la August.
This estimate will be made on the basis
of the expenditures of tho lost year tnd
may include the Increased expenses since
the new charter went Into effect.

It is thought from rough estimates al-
ready made that the overlap will amount
to about 40.000. This overlap has been
a cumulating for trn years and is due
wholly to the low valuations and small
levies made under the new charter.

In order to provide for this overlap It
will be necessary to vote general bonds
of the city, but the amount of bends to
be issued will not be known until the
finance committee has completed the work
of checking the books and figuring up the
outstanding Indebtedness. Chairman John-s-.f-- n

of the finance committer is of the
or in, on that general bonds can be floated
for 4"i per ctnt, but if a 5 per cent bond
it offered he is sure that a premium will
i v offered. If these bonds are sold at the
figures mentioned the city will save quite
n sum in Interest, as the obligations under
consideration arc now drawing 6 per cent
interest.

In order to vote these bonds it will be
necessary to hold a special election, ond
this may be ordered for some day during
the summer While the expense of a spe-

cial election will be considerable, it is
not deemed advisable to put the matter
over until the regular election In the fall,
as the authorities desire to clean up all
outstanding indebtedness before the close
of tho fiscal year. If this is done now the
city will have a good start under the new
charter and there will be little if any
difficulty about carrying out the provisions
of the law as cow pertains to South Omaha.

Tunnel I ndrr Trarkn.
Officials of the Union Stock Yards com-

pany and the t'nion Pacific Railroad com-
pany are reported to be considering the
old plans of constructing a tunnel under
the tracks at N street in preference to
erecting a viaduct at 0 street. This tunnel
proposition came up a couple of years
ago, but was not considered feasible, as
no arrangements could be made for
handling teams which would be satisfac-
tory to the packers. With the Hammond
plant closed the principal objection to a
tunnel has been done away with, and this
accounts for the revival of the proposi-
tion. It is stated that a tunnel large
enough to satisfy the needs of the people
can be constructed at much less cost than
a viaduct. Two plans for a tunnel were
drawn some years ago, hut both were
abandoned If a tunnel is constructed it
is thought the eastern terminus will be
near the center of N street at Twenty-sevent- h

street.

GLILTY OF MANSLAUGHTER

RECOMMENDS PRISONER TO LENIENCY

Louis Godola has been found guilty ot
m&nslaughter. with a recommendation from
the Jury for leniency.

The attorneys concluded their arguments
and the Judge delivered his charge at f
o'clock yesterday afternoon, but the Jury
did not reach an agreemeot until 10 o'clock.
I'p to that hour Godola and his attorneys
expected a verdict of acquittal or a dis-
agreement. When it was announced, how-eve- r,

that tbe Jury had agreed nearly every-
one interested in the case guessed that the
verdict would be manslaughter.

When Judge Baker arrived at the court
house soon after 10 o'clock to receive the
verdict. Godola. who has been out on ball,
his tw-- lawyers Atid his sister were In the
court room. Tbe Jury filed in silently and
Foreman Len Turner. In reply to the clerk's
usual question, stated that a verdict had
been agreed upon. The document was
banded to Clerk Steere. who read-- .

"We, the Jury, find the defendant guilty
ot manslaughter, ae charged In the inform-
ation, and recommend him to leniency."

Godola appeared stolid as he heard the
verdict read, and a moment later entered
Into a whispered cocversatloo with his
lawyers, which lasted for some mlunutes.

Judge Baker remanded the convicted man
to Jail to await senteoce. and, after the
Jurors had passed out of the room as
quietly as they had entered. Godola was
taken Into custody by Jailer Tom Flynn.
He will remain in Jail until sentenced. Tbe
penalty for manslaughter is not less than
one nor more than ten years In the peni-
tentiary.

Godola's lawyers said they would flic a
motion for a new trial Monday morning
and if the district court denies the motion
they will appeal to the supreme court.

When court opened yesterday Judge
Baker ruled that the ante-morte- m state-
ment ot Lauder was not admissible as evi-
dence in this case, for the reason that It
had not been proved that Lauder believed '

he was going to die at the time he made '

the statement. The rejection of this evi-

dence was a signal vlcto:-- for the defense,
as tbe statement made by Lauder Is a flat
contradiction of the evidence subsequently
given on the witness stand by Godola rela-
tive to the words "that passed between him
and Lauder immediately preceding the
shooting.

;oiloln Tells Ills Storj.
After the state rested its case Godola

was called to the stand in his own behalf.
He testified that he had known Lauder for
eleven years and had been on friendly
terras with him all ot that time. He and
Lauder frequently spent an evening to-

gether at Gee's saloon and walked home
together. On their way home they had
bees annoyed several times hy a vicious
deg, and Godola told Lauder that he was
going to bring his revolver with him some
nlgbt and shoot tbe dog.

On the night of April 11. so related the
witness, he and Lauder met at Gee's and
played a game of cards, but had no quarrel
over it. At the conclusion of tbe game
they stood at the bar and Godola refused
to drink because tbcre were negroes in the
party. He asked Lauder to come on home
with blm, saying that he had the gun with
him to shoot the dog. Godola drew the gun
from his overcoat pocket and showed It to
Lauder, who reached for it. Just as Lauder
touched Godola's band the revolver went
off.

Lee Herdman, John Power and Thomas H.
McCague and other witnesses testified that
they had known Godola for many years and
believed him to be a man of excellent
character.

The crime for which Godola stands con-

victed Is tbe shooting of William Lauder
in the saloon of Joseph Gee on South Thir-
teenth street on the night of April 11 last
Lauder died the following day.

the chances mude in the school

lavs of the state at the last session ot
the legislature.

County Superintendent Hod ell presided
and explained to tbe schoel director tbe
provisions of the new and amended laws
He first dealt with the tree high scboel
attendance law. explaining what was neces-- i
sary for the district boards to do in order
to secure for the children ef the country
the privileges of high schools without
tuition. He said it was to duty of every
board to take a vote of its district on the
question of sending the children ot the
district who had passed the eighth grade
to tbe nearest established high school, und

'if a majority of the votes were in the
affirmative tbe pupils could attend the high
school without paying a tuition fte.

Prof. Hndui'l! thpn took uti the rural
high school law. explaining that under its
provisions two or three districts rnlcltt
Join together in the establishment ef a
high school district.

The new compulsory education law, pro-
viding that all children between the ages
of 7 and 13 inclusive, must attend school
at least six months each jear. and that
truant officers may be appointed for serv-

ice in the country districts, was also ex-

plained.
The country school directors displayed

considerable interest In the new laws, and
freely asked questions of the county su-

perintendent whenever his explanations
were not clear to them
