| lost In the forest, the writer ran across one
of these slave settlements. At a thatched
cnbin near the bank of a large river, which
proved to be the Osumacinta, he applied
for something to eat, A table was brought
out of the cabln and a couple of Indians
bustied around, whispering together by
turns. Finally a girl came out with fosd
and eald In Spanish:

“You are Don Tomas, are you not? And
you used to live in Coban, and 1 carried
water for you, many the time.'

“And 1 used to sell you wood,"” sald one
of the Indians in & mournful volee, ap-
pronching shyly.

The writer sat back, his mouth filled with
twisted tortilla and egg. gazing in amaze-
ment.

"How did you get down hers ao far away
from your own country?” he asked,

“Miguel Taruca hrought us here,”” sald
the girl in a frightened tones. “He brought
us here just after the feast of San Do-
mingo.”

A most important adjunct of the house
pipe is the fresh air plpe Most com-
monly it leaves the house plpe just in-
side the house trap. which 18 placed closs
o the cellar wall, and runs up and out
to reach the alr, ending, maybe, a foot
above ground and sufMclently cowled. But
in the best and newest plumbing systems
the fresh alr pipe runs through the roof,
going higher than the soil pipe. Thus the
flow of alr through the pipes |8 sensibly
augmoented, with no danger whatever of
fculing the upper windows,

of plimbing Some form of 8 irap ix
now all but universal. A trap, %o loug as
its  water seal !v upbroken, effectusily

hura the entrance of sewer gas, which le
more properly sewer sly. There Ia a
viigue popular misconception on this polut,
Neurly everybody has come (o believe In
a specifie toxie exbalatlop fram sewage,
but the 'ast word of sclence is that sewer
kas vo-called s apnly ailr, mixed with suls
phurotted and carburetied hydrogen, car-
bonle wscid, wpd the wvarious products of
decomposing human waste. Yet every lnch

of Inside pips surface shelters countless
millions of bacteria, harmless so long ns
the plpes are in use, and therofore kept
wot, but ready for mischlef whenever the
surface (s allowed to dry.

Here 18 the way to tell If a trap holds
its seal properly. Pour in a gallon of
water, very gently, and after five minutes
mark how high the water stands. Then
fiush the trap qulckly and forcibly with the
full head of the clstern. When the water
Is quiot again see if it reaches your mark.
It ft does, well and good—the trap Is set
and working right, If it Is even half an
inch lower thers Is danger ahead—you cane
not too quickly ¢all In a competent plumber.
To test a trap for sewer air light a long
taper and hold it just above the water ns
you flush the trap If the flame s drawn
down your plumblug 18 properly ventilated;
It It flutters upward eewer alr is rising
through the flusn water. The flame wlill
burn upward, of course—you must judge
whether there Is whirling and sputtering,
such ns are caused by up currents of alr.
If you suspect a steady escape of sewer
eir put a bit of lighted candle in & tin
candlestick and set the candlestick In the
closet above the trap. Leave [t undis-
turbed for three hours and keep the bath-
room closed. Sewer alr Is so full of care
bonle acid any conslderable escape of It
will In that time extinguish the flame.

Open plumbing I8 n boon llttle short
of light and air. It enables you not
merely to see the sort of trap and i(ts ln«
catlon, but also to make sure that propor-
tlon Is properly observed. Proportion s
all-important for many reasons. The chief-
eut of them Is that where a pipe Is too hig
for the weuter flow It I8 never properly
sooured. Right here it may be well to say
that a four-inch pipe will take four times
as much water as a two-ineh one; also that
friction, which (8 the retarding |nfluence
In the scouring, exiuts In the same ratlo.
Too big a trap Is particularly dangerous.
Unless every partlcle of dirty water |s
forced out beyond the water seal the trap
becomes a miniature cesspool, in which
waste matter continually decays and pol-

sons the atmosphere. No competent no»
consclentious plumber thinks of using a
trap bigger than the pipe that drains It

8ipks also
should be slightly lower than the sur
face they must drain Bathtuba should
not drain inte soll pipes unless with double
traps. If storm water is loed ioto the main
house pipe the area dralos should be as
carefully trapped as any olher,

DELICIOUS ICED PLDDINGS,

Comhinntions of Soothing Dellenciean
for the Summer Season.

These are often a compound of ice cream
mixtures with fruit, nuts, cocoanut, rice
taploca, ete., but they may be made with-
out the additlon of the ceream mixture and
really be what their name Indicates, a
frozen, instend of a baked or steamed pud-
ding. Of courae, In freezing no flour Is
used except in thickening the custard prepa-
tory to freezing. The simpiest preparation
of the kind Is the plain, frozen corn-
starch pudding, which frequently merequer-
aden for lee cream,

These puddings may be (rozen like fee
eream and pocked In {ce to ripen, or made
without stirring and packed In cake-lined
molds, which are packed in (e and salt,
allowing sufMcient leugth of time for them
to harden—from four to =ix hours, nc-
cording to the materials used. A spong:s-
cake is often hollowed out and filled with
the pudding mixture and then closely
covered, packed and frozen Servel with
n decoration of whipped cream and eandled
or ripe frults, Frozen puddings may he
served plain or with sweetemed whipped
cream or rich sauce,

A Plnin Frozen Pudding—1ut one pint of
milk and one pint of cteam over the fire
in a double boller. Beat the yolks of six
eggs until light with one and one-half cup-
fuls of sugar. When milk |s scalded pour
it gradunlly into the egxw and sugar and
stir until Hquid, then return to the double
boller and stir and cook until it will coat
the blade of a knife or gposn. Take from
tha fire, add & teaspoonful of vanilia and
et aside to cool. Thea turn Into a freeser
and pack In salt and fes; stir until 1t begins
to thicken and then add a cupful of cur-
rants or chopped nuts. Let stand, closely
covered, four hours. When reéady 10 serve
let the mold stand on the kitchen table a
fow minutes before turning out, to loosem
the pudding. Turn out, cover with whipped
cream, decorate with strawberries and serve
At once.

Frozen Strawberry Pudding—Whip one
pint of sweet double cream until thick.
Fold in two cupfuls of powdered sugar, add
n quart of crushed strawberrles and fill a
pudding mold having a tube in the center;
pack In ealt and fce; cover with a heéavy
blanket or old carpet and stand In a cool
place for four or five hours, removing lce
and salt {f necessary. When ready to serve
turn out and fill the hollow center with
eweetened berries,

Iced Rice Pudding—Cover balf a cupful
of rice with a quart of cold waler,
the water begius to boll drain it off and
cover the rice with one quart of milk; cook

the fire and press through a eleve. Add a
pint of ¢cream to the rice mixture, two cup-

eggs. Return to the fire and stir and cook
for a few minutes until it begins to thicken.
Take from the fire, add a tablespoonful of
vanilla and set aside to cool. When cold
turn into a freeger and frecze samo us for
lce eream. When froxen remove the dasher,
stir down; add a pint of whipped cream:
cover, repack and set aside for two hours.
Turn out and serve with a compote of or-

anges, strawberries or apricots  heaped
around the base.
Frozen Chocolate Pudding—Mix balf a

cupful of sugar with six ounces of grated

chocolate; pour over this one cupful of
bolling water and stir untll thick and
smooth, then let it get cold; stir (Lt into

three cupfuls of whipped cream; turn thils
into a faney mold and pack in fee and salt.
Let stand for tour hours; serve with straw-
berry sauce,

Iced Cablnet Pudding—Wet a melon mold
with cold water, sprinkle the bottom and
sides thickly with currants apd then ar-
runge lady fingers, macarcons and cotord !
cakes In the mold, Sprinkle these over
with currants. Contloue In this way until
you have used one dozen macaroons, one
and a half dozen lady fingers, one dozen
cocoanut cakes and a cupful of currants.
Put three ocupfuls of milk in 8 double
boller. Reat four eggs with halft n ecupful
of sugar. When the mlik is steaming hot
pdd third of a packagoe of gelatine softenel
in balf a cupful of milk. Btir until dis-
golved, then add the eggs and sugar and
stir and cook flve minutes, Remove from
the fire, add a seasoning of salt and a tea-
spoonful of vanlla or two tablespoonfuls of
wine. Pour this sauce while hot, gradually
over the cake and frult, allowing It to soak
Into the cakes Let got  perfectly cold.
Cover the mold with a sheet of thick white
paper and put on the cover. Then pack in

Bhell a pint
of large chestnuts, cover with bolling water
and cook until tender, from twenty (o
thirty minutes, then peel off the brown skin
and pound the chestnuts to a paste, molst-
eping with a Nttle cream. Add n pinch of
salt. Rub this paste through a sleve. Have
ready & pint of bolled custard aud ndd to
the chestout paste, Add a pint of blanched,
chapped almonds, two cupfuls of candied
frults chopped fine and a teaspoonful of
vanliln extract or u glass of maraschino
Place in the freezer and work well, When
trozen stir In a pint of whipped cream and
