The object of the action

wa to recover $500 on au oral contract be-

tween Attorney Tyrrell and the Bankers

Union, whereby the lawyer was to represent
the union In the courts for this amount.

In reply to this allegation the defend-nut- s

made, they aaeert, a complete disclos-

ure of tho transactions between the Bank-

ers Union and tho Sons and Daughters of

Trotertlon. Last December It was reported
that the latter organization was having

trouble with tho state Insurance depart-

ment. It was later announced that, all
those bavin beneficiary certificates In the
Sons and Daughters of Protection would be

received In the Hankers Union. Their
certificates would be countersigned and
guaranteed, but the rank and fllo of the or-

der was not consulted.
Thero wag considerable strife over tbe

matter, a part of the members Insisting that
the other portion had sold out the order.
The dissatisfied element appealed to the
courts and finally secured possession of the
books and records and were allowed to con-

tinue doing business. At the time of the
transfer I. J. Ayres was supreme secretary,
Mr. Tyrell was supreme counselor and Dr.
G..M. Smith held the position of supreme
medical director.

Two agreements were made by Dr. Spin-

ney representing the Dankcrs Union and
Ayreo and Smith on behalf of the order.
One Is simply a contract signed by Ayres
and Smith agreeing to deliver the member-
ship of the Sons and Daughters of Protec-
tion over to tho Bankers Union for $3,000.
The number of members was placed be-

tween 3,000 and 3,500. Smith and Ayres
were to receive $500 down and $2,000 out of
tho January assessment. The remainder waa
to come out of tho March assessment.

Afterward a second agreement was made
In which It was stipulated that $1,000 was
to be paid down and the remainder to come
In equal pnymcnts out of the February and
April assessments. Two notes were signed
by the Hankers Union as evidence ot the
transaction.

Aj'rr nnil .Smith ninnatliined.
But Ayres and Smith were not satisfied

nnd entered Into another agreement, which
was Just like the last $5,000 document ex
cept that all mention of the amount paid
to the two representatives of the Sons and
Daughters of Protection was carefully con-

cealed. In the answer filed In the county
court tho Bankers Union avers that It made
the last contract for the express purpose of
providing Ayres and Smith with a sham
document. This waa to bo shown to the
belligerent members ot the order.

In the contract the Bankers Union agreed
to employ Ayres and Smith at handsome
salaries, but no provision was made for Tyr
rell, who claims that he was to receive
$1,200 for services rendered and $50 per
month thereafter,

Mr. Tyrrell avera that he was sick when
the deal was made and. did not know of tho
action of tho Sons and Daughters ot Pro
tectlon. He claims that he appeared for
tho Bankers Union In various suits and
wants pay for his legal services.

This applies to school districts organized
under subdivision 3 of the school laws of
Nehrnskn, as revised and amended In 1301.

but It h,is no control whatever over a
board of six or more members. In regard
to a relative hiring a relative, the law
applies to questions of consanguinity, but
not to marital relationship.

In a hnnrrl nf kI mrmhr It reoulres the
affirmative vote of four members to elect
teachers, till vacancies in the memnersnip
of the board und muke any appropriation
of money.

In n board of six members there la no
such a thing as an old and a new board;
It Is ii continuous body. A teacner wno
holds a contract signed by four members
in a hoard of six members has a contract
binding on the district, notwithstanding
the fact that four members of such a boaru
aro to be elected at the annual meeting
June 24, and that neither of the "holdover
members has signed said contract.

Section 11. article vlll. of the constitution
of Nebraska mnkes it Illegal for any part
if tho nuhlln nrhnnl fund to tiav the tuition
of a pupil except for Instruction In a neigh
boring aistrici. Bee section ic, buuuivisiuh o,
of thf xrhnol laws of Nebraska. 1001. Tho
said section gave your district the legal
right to pay for tho tuition and transporta.
lion oi saia pupil lor insirutuuii in a 111511- -
borlns district.

Duty of CoantV Board.
In cases where the proposition carries to

establish an adjunct district I am of tho
opinion that the county board will not
only have tho right, but It Is their duty as
well to make the levy for the purpose of
meeting the expenses of the adjunct dis-

trict tho same as It Is their duty to make
the levy of school taxes as provided for In
section 2, subdivision 5, ot our school laws,

countersigned by the moderator of said dis-
trict. It shall be the duty of the county
clerk to levy such taxes, If voted according
to law."

Superintendent Shall Certify.
Section vlll, subdivision 6, says: "It a

majority of the votes cast In any county
on said question shall be In favor of the
establishment of on adjunct district the
county superintendent shall certify such
fact to the county clerk and the county
board of such county shall thereafter an-
nually levy a tax of not to exceed 2 mills
on the dollar of assessed valuation of said
adjunct district, and the taxes collected
thereunder shall be a special fund to pay
tuition of nt pupils under the
terms of this act."

By the law of Implication It Is our opinion
'that In counties where the question of tho
establishment of an adlunct district car
ries at the annual meeting June 24, 1901, It
win be tne duty or tne county board there
after to levy taxes not to exceed 2 mills on
tho dollar of assessed valuation on such
adjunct district for the purpose of meeting
thj expenses of said district the same an It
Is thtlr duty to make the levy for the other
scnroi taxes votea at tne annual meeting.
Provided, the county superintendent shall
certify that the adjunct district proposition
earner, in nis county, 10 tne county clerk,
11, n mier man tno urn Aionaay in juiy.

Professional Certificate.
Teachers who hold professional certifi-

cates nre entitled to some considerations
to which those are not entitled who hold
third, second or even first crude certifi
cates It seems to me unjust, and a lack of
recognition or scholarship, experience and
Piotesslonal spirit, to forco teachers hold
ing proresslonal cert Icates to same re
quirements as those holding second and
third (trade certificates. See also house roll
No. 1S3. I am most emphatically in favor
of excusing teachers from Institutes who
attend the Fremont Normal or any other
good summer school six weeks or more, ascompare, with the two weeks' Institute.

It Is the ruling of this department thatthe maxlr.u.n. levy for school purposes thatcan legally be voted by a school district Is

Applies to All Territory.
Whether the question carries or Is lost It

Each district in each county Is simply a
voting precinct like the wards of a city. In
counties where It carries those districts
which may vote against It (or which may
not voto at all on the question) are en-
titled to all privileges of the adjunct dis-
trict, and must also bear their share ot the
expenses ot maintaining the adjunct dls.
trlct. In counties where the proposition
foils those districts in which the proposl.
tlon may carry by a majority vote are not
entitled to free attendance at any high
cchool during the school year of 190MS02.
