The Abbott has had a touch of distemper
nnd It was reported last week that the
special match race was off. The horse has
Improved wonderfully and seems to have
all his former hurst of arced. Mr. Marks
arrived hero this morning, saw Tho Ab-
bott work out and held a conference with
Trainer (leers, lie then Informed Secre-
tary McCully of the Brighton Bench asso-
ciation that his horse would meet Cresceus
on tho scheduled dato. The race will he
three In five heats to harness,

This was tho big dny of ho Orand Cir-
cuit meeting hero and more than 5,000
pcoplo watched tho harness horses perform
over tho last track. Tho weather was ab-
solutely perfect nnd nil tho conditions
were conducive to excellent sport.

The first event was tho unfinished 2:14
trot, four heats of which were decided on
Wednesday, Dr. Book having two to his
credit and Ornclc Onward and Wnubau one
each. Or, Book was a worm favorlto nt
2 to 1 over the field nnd there was con-
sternation when Wauban won tho fifth
heat, with Dr. Book well back. The fa-

vorite, however, camo to the front In tho
sixth heat and won easily, Wauban making
two disastrous breaks.

Tho featuro of the day was the 2:06
pace, tho fastest class of tho meeting, In
which seven good horses faced the starter.
Hetty O. was made the favorlto at 150 to
140 over tho field, with Bonnie Direct nnd
Illley B. at equal odds for second choice.
Tho handsome son of Direct won the first
heat In 3;05, his own record mado here
last season.
