CHICAGO, Sept. 30. (Hpecl.il Telegram.)
President Hlckey, (icorse Tebeau of Kan-

sas City niifl W. A. Hourke of Omaha, own-
ers and managers of the Wettern league
baao ball unms. arrived In (his city today
and held an Informal conference, during
which the proposition to put a team In Chi-

cago, to play on the north side, was care-
fully gono over. President Hlckcy con-

firms the belief that Chicago will be In-

vaded, but declined to give out any plans
until the franchise Is granted.

Hegnrdlng the rumor that Mllwaukeo Is
to be dropped from the American league
circuit, President Hlckey said he would
have n conference tomorrow with President
Johnson and seek a definite auswer on this
point.

"If tho American league drops Mi-
lwaukee," ho went on, "that city may be
taken Into our league. At that, I will not
cay that wo will tako It In. If we take In
Mllwaukeo we will take In also Chicago.
Indianapolis nnd Louisville. If we tako
thosH four cities Into the league, we will
havo too circuits, or two league's, If you
llko that better. We have not yet thought
or decided what we will call tho now one."
I'rom the conversation It was seen that
everything depended on whether the Ameri-
can league dropped Mllwaukeo from Its
schedule. This Is said to he definitely

upon by those who think they are on
tho Insldo of the plans of tho American
league.

Tim Hernon, who was an Inflcldcr of the
Donver team this year, will have an In-

terest In the new Chicago learn. Jlmmlo
Hyan, who has resigned from the St. Paul
team, Is also mentioned as being Interested
In maklnK up the new club. It Is claimed
by everybody who Is familiar with the
icbcmo that there Is plenty of local capital
to put tho new club on n firm basis.

"I would rather havo n location on the
north sldo or thu northwest side," said
President Hlckey, when discussing the situ-
ation, "than to have a plant on the south
side with tho location that Comlskoy has.
I think there Is little doubt that there Is
a larged population to draw from than on
tho south side."

NEW YOI1K. Sept. 30. President P. T.
Powers of the Eastern league has addressed
the following letter to the club members
of the Nntlonal and American Base Ball
leagues;

NEW YORK. Sept. 30.-- Dear Sirs: The
minor leagues have recently received notice
from President Young that the national
agreement will be abrogated nnd terminated
by tho National league on September an,
U)l, nnd not again renewed. While such
sudden and arbitrary action was entirely
unexpected, nnd while by mnny considered
unwise for the best Interests ol professional
base ball rnd 11 great Injustice to the minor
leagues which have always been loyal to
the National agreement, It Is not the pur-
pose of this letter to criticise the action of
thu National league In this matter, but sim-
ply to nciiualnt you with the fnct that In
consequence of the National league's abro-
gation of the National agreement, which
for so many yenrs has been considered the
bulwark of professional base ball, the fol-
lowing leagues of professional base ball
clubs have handed together for mutual pro-tectl-

nnd organized nn entirely Inde-
pendent association under the name of the
National Association of Professional Base
Ball Leagues, of which I haw the honor to
be Its president.
