Tho wounded petty
officers were carried on board Vatesla by
members of Valesla's crew, tho populace
and police stilt attacking them with stones
nnd sticks. Tho mob then tried to board
Valesta, but wcro prcvontod from so doing
by tho captain and crow of that vesso)

WAR OFFICE MAKES DEFENSE

Secrttarj Iroderick Answats Oritioism tf
Its Allsgsd Apathy.

SAYS KITCHENER RECEIVES ALL HE ASKS

Ives nmlier of Men In the Field nml
Others Avnltnlile Asks Hiik-- 1

it nil In Cense lis
FrctlliiK.

LONDON, Oct. 10.-T- he secretary of
war, Mr. Broderlck, replying to Sir Charles
Howard Vincent's oflcr to raise fresh troops
or do anything else to assist the govern-
ment, declines the proposal and In doing so
engthlly reviews tho British position In

South Africn, obviously in answer to tho
persistent and searching criticisms of the
ministerial Journals and members of Par-

liament that the government Is languidly
content to lot tho war drag on. Mr. Brod
erlck says, to begin with, that nothing Lord
Kitchener has asked for has not been
promptly met. He adds:

"Wo have, roughly, 200,000 men nnd 130

guns In South Africa, and over 100,000 men
ore under training at homo. Wo havo no
difficulty, therefore, In keeping the field
fairly up to Its requisite strength by drafts,
and if a further call bo made wo aro In a
position to meet it with tho utmobt promp-ltud- c.

Notwithstanding this, there seems
to be an Impression abroad that the close
of tho war Is retarded by a scarcity of
troops or tho want of mobility of our col
umns."

This Impression Mr. Broderlck combats
by reciting what, the War offlco Is doing,
providing supplies for 311,000 porsons, di-

rectly or Indirectly connected with the war,
n feeding 248,000 horses nnd mules and

maintaining four months' reservos of food
for men and animals. Slxty-nln- o mobile
columns, perfectly equipped, aro now In
tho field and 10,000 romounts are being
landed monthly, besides those captured.

Those nt Home Need Not Worry.
Mr. Broderlck says the anxiety can bo set

nt rest at home. The government has never
Interfered with Lord Kitchener, in whoso
vigorous prosecution of tho war It has en-

tire confidence. He points again to the
vast extent of the country.

Alluding to Lord Kitchener's sending
back poorly trained Yeomanry Mr. Broderlck
replies that they would have been trained
earlier but for the opinion of military ad-

visers In South Africa and nt home, up to
November, 1900, that no fresh troops wero
needed.

"When Lord Kitchener asked for 9,000
more," says tbe war secretary, "tho

sent out to him 61,000 fresh
troops during tho first six months of 1901,
besides arms for 20,000 local levies."

The chancellor of tho exchequer, Sir
Michael Hlcks-Beac- speaking at Oldham
today, said ho believed Parliament would bo
summoned earlier than usual, but would
not be called to attend an autumn session.

MARRIAGE CANON IS MAGNET

Deputies lliire Many Auditors for
Their Discussion nf the D-

ivorce Question,

SAN FRANCISCO, Oct. 10. The trlennlul
convention of tho Episcopal church of
America accomplished much routine work
today, but mado llttlo progress toward dis-
posing ot the canon on mr. ',asc and di-

vorce, which camo up in contmlttco of the
whole in tbe houso of deputies. The popular
interest in tho subjoct was evidenced bv
tho crowded galleries, n large majority cf
the spectators being women, nearly air of
whom remained until tho hour of adjourn-
ment. Tho discussion, however, was of a
purely technical character. Quibbles over
words and tbo punctuation ot sections to
which thero was llttlo opposition took up
much time. Thero seemed to bo n determin-
ation to uceuro technical correctness In the
text. It was also noticed that many law-
yers In the lay delegation wero taking a
kcon Interest In tho subject. Tho fourth,
and most Important section ot tho canon.
which wns adopted by tho bishops, prac-
tically forbidding the marrlago of divorced
persons, was not reached. The first two
sections and all but the last paragraph ot
section 3 was adopted with but one slight
chnngo, the conjunction "nor" being
stricken out, thus dividing tbo paragraph
Into two comploto sentences. An effort
was made to havo the matter discussed
behind closed doors, but tho attempt failed.

That tho spirit of tbe Huntington amend-
ment to the constitution, permitting modi-fle- d

forms of worship, still lives despite
defeat, was shown by tho presentation In
tho houso ot deputies this morning of n
constitutional amendment couched In al-
most. Its exact language. The princlpnl
change Is tho adoption of a resolution that
no form of worship allowed shall be In
conflict with tho canons of the church. It
was referred to a committee.

Rev. E. W. McDonald ot Massachusetts,
who proscnted the proposed amendment,
created quite a sensation by declaring in
tbo course of his remarks that he did not
consider ordination necessary ob a celeb-
rant of holy communion.

Tho houso of bishops devoted most of tho
day to consideration of the qualifications of
various persons who aro dcslrlous of filling
tho tncant missionary bishopries of the
Philippines, Porto Rico and Vlcqules, Han-
kow, North Dakota and Olympla. No names
wcro given out and the only action taken
wns a decision to vote for tbo candidates
tomorrow.

Thero was a missionary conference to
night at Trinity church, the session bolng
devoted especially to the work in China
and Japan. Addresses wero delivered by
tho bishops of Shanghai, Kioto and Toklo
nnd Rev. Dr. Huntington of Hankow. Tho
church association for tho advancement of
the Interests of labor held a largely at
tended meeting tonight at the Alhambra
theater. Tho principal speaker was Bishop
Potior of New York, who spoko Moquently
on the relations ot capital and labor and
of tbe citizen to the state.

The women's auxiliary to the board ot
missions listened to addresses today from
Bishops Horner of Aehevllle, N, C, Hare of
South Dakota and Gonoral Secretary Lloyd
of tho missionary board,

Tho Brotherhood of St. Andrew of the
Pacific coast met In convention tonight at
tho cathedral chapel of the Good Samnrl
tan, BUhop Nichols of California officiating
nt tho opening sorvlces, During tho even
ing brief addresses on the walfare of the
order, tho object of which Is to intorost
men in church-goin- were made.
