Cost of Rebullding Asylum.

Architect Grant of Beatrice, who was au-
thorized by the State Board of Public Lands
and Bulldlvgs to inspect the rulns of the
Hospital tor Insana at Norfolk, has sub-
mitted a provisional estimate, In which he
sayr (hat the west wing of the bullding
can be rebullt for from $23,000 to $25,000,
He is preparing plans and specifications
for a modern, fireproof structure and as
soen as cempleted they will be given to
the board, and on thom the contractors
will be required to Ltss thelr estimates,
Mr. Grant expects to finish his work within
the next few days.

Mombers of the Board of Public Lands
and Bulldings are anxlous to complete ar-
rangements for rebullding and they are al-
ready practically agreed as to the style
and material to be used. They will Insist
on a mtrictly fireproof building, probably
not to exceed three stories in height. This
will afford convenlent accommodation for
all patients that cannot well be cared for
at the other institutions.
