ENGAGEMENT ONLY LASTS THREE HOURS

Rebels Ave Confromied hy Guards In
Qutskirts, hut Overcome Opposis
tion and Take Town by
Surprise.

COLON, Colombla, Nov, ¥0.—(Via Galves.
ton, Tex.)=The liberals made an unex-
peoted attack on Colon st & o'clock last
night. The government was not prepared
and there was litle resistance, After some
fighting In front of the cuariel and io cers
tain streets for an hour and & haif the
liberals mained posession of wll the public
offces und the town of Colon. The pre-
fect, Guardia, Ia a prisoner.

Over twelve men were killed and about
thirty men were wounded,

The United States gunboat Machias, now
Bbere, took no part i the proceedings.

Thers has been no telegruphic communi-
cation with Panama since last evening and
ft in surmised here that Panama Is now
belng sttacked.

On receipt of the news that General Al-
tan, the milltary commander of the isth-
mus, had started to attack the liberals at
Chorrera, near Panams, the latter de-
tached 100 men, under General Patino, to
atinck Colon. This force embarked on
board & train bound from Fanama to Colon
yoestordny ovening at Las Cascades sia-
tien, previowsly cutting off telegraphic
eommunication across the isthmus, On ar-
riving at the outakirts of Colon, whare the
government usually maintaloed & wswmall
guard, the llberals left the train and |in
the initial skirmish which began soon after
ward Patino was killed.

Barrera Takes Command.

The command of tha liberals then de-
volved on Colonel Frederico Barrers and
the party continued the march on Colon,
arriviog there a few minutes after the
traln, thus surprising the whole town. The
government troops at Colom were outnum-
bered by the liberals. Fighting Imme-
diately began at the ouartel (barracks),
which wus sovon taken. There Benor Jaen,
s judge of the criminal court, was killed
and Renor Muskus, the distriet representa-
tive of the Department of the Interier, was
mortally wounded. {

Pighting subsequently oceurred at the |
tows Nall, which was also taken by the
liberala. Among the prisoners captured by
the libarnis there wera the prefect, guardia
and the commande of pollce.

_Benor Parenes, the mayor, managed to
reath the gunboat General Pinzen, which
salled last night for n destination unknown.

The whols affair was over tn less than
thres hours.

Aceording to the Iatest news received
here from Panama, nothing has been heard
in that city concerning the outcome of
General Alban's expedition agalnst the lib-
erals at Chorrera, It ls expected that In-
formation of the recent happenings at
Colon has been sent him., Meantime the
govarnment troops At Panama, numbering
about 300 men, are engaged In the con-
struction of earthworks and barricades at
the rallroad bridge going lote the city, In
aoticipation of an early liberal attack.

Colonel Bhaler says no requeat has been
made on him for a special train to convey
government troops to Colon tonight. It
such & request Is made it will be granted.

Foroe of Liberals.

The liberals claim to have at least 700
men in possession of the diferent raliroad
stations. These men would doubtiess try
to prevent the passage of government
tfroops. TrafMo by ralirond continues un-
interrupted. Marines from Machlaa are
guarding the atatlon here tonight.

Communication with Panama was restored
today, This revealed that no fighting bhad
occurred there; that everything was quiet
and that the city was still In the hands
of the government. The Issue now de-
pends on the result of the fighting which
is doubtless now occurring at Chorrera,
news of which Is anxiously awalted here.

The liberals are busy ralslng reinforce-
ments, locally. The are reported (o have
several hundred men at different rallroad
stations beiwesn here and Panama. The
United Biates gunboat Machias landed a
detachment of murines here this morning.
They are now guarding the rallroad station
and other property of the road.

At & confercnce between Commander Me-
Crea of Machiss, Upnited States Consul Mal-
mora, Superintendent Shaler of the Panama
road and Colonel Rarrera, the commander
of the liberals, the latter was loformed
why the warines had besn landed from
Machias.

Barrera promised tof guard the city with
his troops. Tralus will be crossing the
inthmus as usual tomorrow. There has
been no obsiruction to free transit so far.
The news of the capture of Colon, which
reached Papama when communication with
that elty was restored this mornlug, waes o
great surpriee (10 the inhabitauts of that
clty

Binee the rencewal of activities by Co-
lomnblan Hberals dome five or six months
ago on the isthmus sn atinck on Pepama
has bean expecied at any time. After a
very stubborn and bloody battle in July of
last year the liberals almost mucceeded jn
capturing the city and they have recently
frequently threatencd to renew 1the at-
tempt.

Praise lor Brilllant Atinck.

Major Li T. W. Waller of the marines
has rendered to Rear Admiral Rogers a
full and detalled account of the wituwck on
November 7 by the men of his command
on the rebel atronghold at Bojotoloug.
Three Insurgent camps were destroyed,
forty bamboo cannbon wers caplured and
much riee and other stores destroyed.

The rebels’ stronghold was almost Im-
pregnable, The tralls leading to It wers
lined with poisoned spears sticking from
the ground and woere filled with hidden
pitfalls, Major Waller's command attacked
the epemy unexpectedly.

To do this they had to scale a oliff 200
foet high. Thin they climbed, barefooted,
over buamboo ladders, At the top they
found boulders piled ready to precipitate
upon an attacking parLy.

Unptaine Deserve Credit.

Major Waller says he was porsonally not
presont at the action. He pralses Cap-
taln David D, TPorter and Captaln Hiram
[. Pearse for their splendld work and says
too much pralse cannot be given the ma-
rinea themaslves, whose behavior he char-
aoterines as brilllant In every respect.

The major conslders the scalilng of the
eliffa 200 feet high as a new featurs of
wirfare and says such men would be able
to do anything anywhere. Thirty of the
enemy were killed. The marines sustained
a few (rifiog wounds. Rear Admiral
Rogers has congratulated Major Waller on
the successful action by his command.

WASHINGTON. Nov. 20.—Assistant Sec-
relary of the Navy Hackett has submitted
his annual report covering matters relating
to the lslands of Guam and Tutulla, the
naval militla, the naval war college and a
fiumber of other subjects coming under his
suparvision. Mr. Hackett calls attention to
the annunl report of Commander Seaton
Schroeder, governor of Guam, which showa
that the sum ralsed by taxation during last
yerr wan 863,956, a galn over the preceding
year of $11.680. The money ie applied to the
bullding of roads, the repalr of bridges and
the support of schools, Commander Bchroe.
der oamlin the attention of the department
to the fact that If the supreme court de-
clided that dutles may not be levied upon
articles axported from any state, the Joss
of income to Guam will total about $12.762,
and he asks an allotment from an emer-
gency fund to meet such a possibliity. The
three projects of primary importance to
Guam, says Commander Socbrosder, Are
education, good roads and a better water
supply. In reference to the recent trouble
with the marines in Guam, Commander
Schroeder says that the general feeling of
satiafaction with the new regime waa
checked somewhat by “The detestable apirit
of lawlesaness displayed by a part of the
marine battallon.' He Intimates that the
marinea could be dispensed with entirely
in the Island, nnd says that a Ilittle
company of insular artillery, which forms
the constabulary, & “an excellent hody of

Ida Bonine on the charge of murder-
Ing James Seymour Ayres, jr.. was com-
pleted and the court adjourned until 10
o'clock tomorrow, when a presentation of
the case on bebalf of the government will
he made, Mr, Douglas, representing Mrs,
Bonine, sald after the court had adjourned
today that he would reserve his opening
until all the wilnesres for the prosecution
had boen hewrd. It I8 expectod, tharafore,
that the iaking of testimosy will be begun
durlng the forenoon session tomorrow,

The entire spssion of the court was glven
up to the securing of the Jury, and it was
after noon hefore an edditlonsl furor had
hean secured.  All fold, thirty-nine tales-
men had been pregented during the day and
out of this number only three wers mo-
cepted, nine of those left In the jury box
yosterday belng relalned.

Thoe proceedings consisted of n dreary
round of gquestions (ntended to develop the
mentsl attitude of the would-be jurymen on
the question of capital punlshment, clroum-
stantinl evidence, ote. As on yvesterdnv a
number of colored men were called, but all
were excused elther for caude or on per-
empiory challenges by Mra. Bonine's law-
yer.

Seven tralnmen were killed, three passen-
gers and fourteen tralomen Injured.

The bodles of Case and Armitage, firemen,
traln No. 4, and Sam Brown, waiter, traln
No. 8, are missing and It Is belleved they
were cremated in the conflagration that
followed the cellision.

A scene of awful confusion followed the
erash. Tne massive eogines were plled up
in an Indescribable mass of broken and
twinted steel, while the scalding steam
hung In a denge suffocating clowd over the

{ debris, amidst which the agonizing cries of

the injured and dying engluemen could be
heard,

The heavy Pullmen and composite cars
fammed the dinlng and bARgARe Cars upon
the heated plla of debris, carrying death
to the dinlng car crews and setting the
ears afire, From the meager detalls of tha
scones gathered from the passengers It is
learned that the sleeping cars, with one
or two exceptions, suffered slightly and as
& remult the passengers were afforded com-
parative immunity from injury.

Traln Crew the Victima,

The terrible results of the wreck were
confined nlmost entirely to the train crew,
Ap soon ar news of Lhe wreck reached
Neadles, which Is the division headquar-
tera of the west end, & rellef traln was
made up and,. attended by a number of phy-
plelans from that point, was hurried to the
soene, As quickly as possible the Injured
were placed aboard and started weat for
L.os Angeles, passing (hrough Needles this
wlfternoon, The run from Needles will re-
quire about seven or elght hours.

TWENTY-TWO BODIES SO FAR RECOVERED

TELLURIDE, Colo., Nov What (s
likely to prove the most digantrous acoldent
that has ever occurred In A metallic mine
In Colorado resulted today from n fire
which burned the buildings at the mouth
of the Bullfon tunnel, through which the
Smuggler-Unlon is worked and which fijled
the mine with deadly gas and smoke. 1t
I Impossible to give even an approximai:
estimate of the loss of Mfe. but (¢t Is v
leved that it will reach nearly If not quite
100. Twenty-two are known to have per-
ished.

The fire started nabout 7 o'clock this
morning from & defective flue In the bunk-
house at the mouth of the tunnel. 1
quickly communicated with the other bulld
inge. The dense smoke from the burning
bunkhouse, which wan snturated with ofl
bogan pouring Into the tunnel, which, witn
the shafta of the mine. ncted as & chimney

The day shift had just gone on duty and
before they could be warned of thelr dun-
ger the Jevel slopes wero filled with smoka
and gas. As moon as the men bhecamn
aware of their danger efforts were made ta
roach the surfuce through varlous exits
and about half of those in the mine escaped
It will be lmpossible to ascertaln the num-
ber still in the mine for several hours on
account of the gas tn some of the levels.

0ld Openingan Avallable.

The Smuggler-U'nlon 18 one of the oldest
mines In the district and has several aban-
doned openings, some of which are avall-
able. Most of those who escaped did so
through the old Union workings and the
old Sheridan tunnel. A rescuing purty eut
A connection from the Commimion work-
ings adjolning and took out part of the
men. J

Although the buildlings were quickly econ-
sumed the dense smoke continued to pour
into the tunnel and |t was not upntil 3
o'clock this nfterncon that it oceurred to
the managoment to shut off the draft by
blasting rock into the tunnel, It is be-
lieved by minlng meén that heil this béen
done as moom an the fre started all ‘loss of
life might have been avolded.
