Another pioneer Of Omaha has passed
away. Friday morning W. H. S. Hughes
died at his residence 2571 Dodge Btreet
after an acute Illness which attacked him
Sunday. Although death was sudden, Mr.
Hughes had been unable to attend to busi-
ness slnco August and had spent tho greater
part ot tho tlmo at ho-n-

William II. S. Hughes was born In
Georgetown, D, C, In IS3. In 1857 ho came
to Nebraska, living tor two years at Da-

kota City. In 1SS9 bo came to Omaha and
entered the banking bouse of Kountze
Rros., whero ho remained until tho open-
ing of tho Nebraska National bank, with
which Institution ho beenmo connected and
remained in Us employ until tho time ot
his death. In 1870 ho married Mlis Mar-
garet Berlin, and ot this union there were
born four children, who, with tho widow,
survive. They aro nil rcsldonts of Omaha
excepting Mrs. Arrasmlth, who Is with hor
husband, Captain Arrasmlth of tho United
States army, at Choyenno.

The funeral sorvlcei will be held at the
family residence this afternoon at 3:30
o'clock. Interment will bo at Prospect Hill
cemetery Bunday, this service being private.

INCREASES PER CAPITA TAX

Fedtrntitn ef Ltbar Btiiu Dim All Along
ths Lint.

INSTRUCTS MEMBERS TO SHUN MILITIAS

OuIiik to Aiitl-Aiinrcli- lit

Attitude Adopt .No Mich Devolu-
tion nml Wlthitrnrra One In

Delmlf of liner.

SCRANTON, Pa., Doc. 13. Tho conven-
tion of tho American Federation of Labor
held thrco sessions today nnd disposed ot
moro business than on any previous day of
tho meeting. The session tonight was de-

cided upon so ns to enablo the delegates
to complete tho work of the convention by
tomorrow night. Ono of the principal fea-

tures of tho day's proceedings wns tho
detent of tho proposition to Incrcnso tho
number of vlco presidents from six to
eight. Tho lucreaso was recommended by
the committee on law, but many delegates
mado warm speeches against tho Increase
Charges were mado that tho cxecuttvo
council, of which tho vlco presidents nro
members, were back of the proposition, but
this was vehemently denied.

A resolution Instructing unions to hold
aloof from tho mllltla or tho scvernt states
was debated for n long lime. Strong lan-gua-

against tho use of the mllltla In
times ot strikes wns used, but tho whole
subject Was tabled.

Iiicrennc Per Capita Tax.
Tho convention decided to Increase the

per capita tax of national and International
unions from one-thir- d to one-ha- lf of 1 per
cent per member, per month, and nlso
agreed to rnlso tho per capita tax of fed-

eral and local trado unions from 5 to 10

cents a month for ench member, the In
creases of C cents to go toward tho raising
of a defense fund for those unions. Dur
ing tho day the committees reported many
resolutions on other matters nnd favorable
notion was taken on many of them.

Theso resolutions were adopted: In
structlng tho executlvo council to Induco
tho butchnrs' union In Kansas City to Join
the central labor body and Increasing tho
per capita tax ot tho national and Inter
national unions from one-thi- rd to one
half a cent per member per month, to
tnko effect next February,

Tho proposition to Increase tho salary
pf tho president nnd tho secretnry wsb
defeated. Tho credentials of President
Shnffer of tho Amalgamated Association of
Iron, Stool nnd Tin workers wero trans-
ferred to Frnnk Dooley, Mr. Shaffer hav-
ing been called to Indiana on business
connected with his association.

Tho Increase In tax of tho federal and
local trado unions wns agreed to at the
afternoon session by a largu majority. Half
of tho 10 cents will go toward a defense
fund for tho protection of tho federal and
local trade unions.

Alrenily AK'ilnst Anarchy.
A resolution Instructing all affiliated

bodies to hold absolutely nloof from all
connection with tho mllltln was laid on tho
tnblo, after a brief but lively debato, somo
of the delegates favoring tho abolishment
of tho mllltla, Ono dclcgato favored com-
mitting criminal acts whero tho workmen's
rights wero not granted and others took
tho view that no action should bo taken,
becauso tho Impression would go out to the
country that organized labor was opposed
to law and order.

Tho convention decided to tnko' no
on a 'resolution' 'condemning' n'n'itrchy

nnd a resolution protesting ngnlnst ship
subsidy legislation, becauso tho American
Federation of Labor Is nlready on record
as decidedly against anarchy and ship sub-
sidies.

Tho federation also decided to drop the
resolution denouncing tho English govern-
ment for Its war against tho Poors,

tho American government Is now en-
gaged in n movement ot n similar char-
acter nnd becnuso such a resolution has no
place In n labor convention. ,

ItcHolntloiiN Adopted.
Those resolutions wero ndoptcd:
Instructing tho president to telegraph

a protest of tho American Federation of
Labor to tho president of tho United States
against tho confirmation ot tho appointment
of Francis Halter ns Judgo of tho United
Slates circuit court of nppcnls In Indiana,
on tho ground that his father, Judgo John
II, Dakor, had granted Injunctions ngnlnst
union workmen; Instructing tho legislative
commltteo to Investigate tho report that
tho Immigrants killed In tho railroad wreck-nea- r

Sonoca, Mich., recently were brought
to this country In violation of tho Immigra-
tion laws.

Discussion of tho report of the commltteo
on boycotts consumed much of tho tlmo
of tho evening session. There was a Strug-gl- o

over the matter of boycotting a cosh
register company of Ohio. Tho company
was placed on the "unfair" list by a largo
viva voco vote.

Tho oxocutlvo council made a supple-- ,
mentary report. Sevoral disputes botweon
local trades unions wero settled by tho
council.

In tho matter of tho controversy between
the brewers nnd tho engineers, firemen nnd
coopors, tho council snys that "It regards
It n violation for un'..i engineers, firemen
or coopors to be forced Into tho Urowery
Workers' National union."

This opinion by tha executlvo council
favors tho trado autonomists. Tho report
was sent to tho commltteo on executlvo
council's report.

At 11:15 p ra. tho convention adjourned
until tomorrow,
