Douifliia Alone Adopt" It,
A statemont given out by Superintendent

Fowler today shows that the proposition
to establish ndjuncl froo High school

.districts failed to carry in every
county excepting Douglas,, whero tho vote
was 319 to 151. An adjunct district would
bq organized solely for the purpose of levy-
ing a tax of not to oxceed .2 mills for the
purpose of paying tho tuition of their pupils
at tho nearest High school In tho county.
Under tho tnw nn adjunct district would
have no officers, would build no school-nous-

and vote no bonds.
"The proposition waB defeated onj account

of lack of information, misunderstanding,
Indifferences, nnd opposition to even n tax
of 2 mills or less to pay tho tuition of a few
rural school graduates at the village or

city schools, "said Mr. Fowler." Many dis-

tricts refuacd to vote on the question.
In many districts the law was confused with
the rural High school measure. In others
tho opinion prevailed that It meant con-

solidation of districts and transportation of
pupils. Many voters thought It bcnfltcd
tho High school districts nt.the expense of
tho rural districts.

"Many superintendents arc of the opinion
that the proposition to establish an adjunct
district should be submitted again next
June, at the annual meeting. They believe
that the law will be better understood, and
therefore will meet with more favorable
consideration. They advocate explanations
of Its value and Importances durlug the
school year, at associations of teachers and
school board members, nnd by the publlca.
tlon of matter relative thereto In the coun-
try papers. Several superintendents have
estimated that the levy In their counties
need not exceed 14 mill."

.eliriiftkiin' Philippine Itnllirny.
Captain J.' II. Culver of Mllford Is organ-

izing a company to build nn electric rail-
road across the Luzon peninsula, from Sublg
bay to Manila bay. He has Induced Inves-
tors In vailous parts of this country and In
the Islands to Interest themselves In the
project, and ho says tho support already
received Is enough to assure Its success.
The distance to he 'traversed Is about twenty-f-

ive miles, extending through mountain
territory, which Is rich with timber and
mineral deposits. As with other projects
of a similar nature that arc being planned
congress will be asked to cede h necessary
land for the right-of-wa-

"Tho road will have Its Initial point at
Olongopo, Sublg bay," said Mr. Culver.
"This point Is rapidly sprluglng Into promi-
nence, and the safe deep water harbor Is
being recognized In a subtsantlal way by
our government officials. Tho public works
contemplated at Olongopo will be far more
cxtcnslvo than wo anticipated, Congress
will bo asked to appropriate $30,000,000 for
tho navy yards, dry docks, arsenal nnd for
repair and manufacture of arms at this
point. With tho rapidity with" which
our Americans develop a country, In com-

parison with that of European people, or
other civilized nations, this port will not
in the far distant future ecllpso that of
Hong Kong and Nagasaki. It Is a day nearer
there latter ports than Is Manila bay, nnd
Is thus given an advantage for the trade
with tho Island,

The eastern terminal of the road will be
at Oranl, almost In tho heart of the rich
agricultural field."

An erroneous Impression has been formed

In tho Nebraska National Guard that tho
postponement of tho election In the battcrv
or nrtlllcry at Wymore leaves former.

Failure to Return. Doe Not t'nnae
Hnsplron nnil Son Is Surprised to

I'l nil llody .strntiK from
Hen in In Horn.

lal.) Feeble of body and mind, aged con- -

tdcrably beyond the allotted three score
nd ten nnd utterly disconsolate since the

death of his wife, which occurred but three
weeks ngo, August Hcsscl, sr., went to tho
barn yesterday and hung himself. His body
was found several hours later by his son.
August, Jr. Tho old man hnd left the bouse
at about 3 o'clock An the morning, presuma-
bly to go to n neighbor's, nnd when the din
ner hour arrived and he was not present
tho other members of the family thought
nothing of It

Tho young men went to the fields to brine
In fodder for the cattle. Upon returning,
and at dinner tlrao, tbey put up their
horses In another stable, the one In which
tho man hung himself being n granary and

chicle nnd Implement barn. In tho after
noon a neighbor named Flsber returned a
hay rack he had borrowed nnd during a
conversation a trade was suggested be
tween the two qver n sewing machine nnd
n buggy. August Htrsel, Jr., proposed to
toko the neighbor Into the barn to see the
buggy In question, but found tho door
hooked on the Inside. Another door was
resorted to and this njipears to have been
prodded shut. Hut a vigorous push opened

The father was found hanging to a
beom, death having evidently resulted from
strangulation. Tho body was In such a
position that the old man could easily bavo
saved himself by Ktepplng on nn adjacent
railing, from which he evidently Jumped
after having fastened tho rope.

He had been feeble-minde- d for ten years
and had talked ot taking his life, though
not recently. Hessel camo to this county
from Pennsylvania In 1890 nnd has been a
resident of tho United States for the last
forty-Ilv- o years. Ho came from Germany,
He leaves six sons and two daughters, all
grown.

THREATENING ATTITUTE TOWARD SUITOR

ELIZABETH CITY, N. C. Doc. 28.-- An-

drow J. Cropsey, tho uncle of Miss Noll
Cropsey, who hnd been missing Blnce No-
vember 20, nnd whose body wns discovered
In tho Pasquotank river yesterday, arrived
In this city today from New York. Mr.
Cropsey Is making preparations to take tho
body of the dead girl to New York for In
terment. He Is deeply affected by tho tragic
end of his niece. Ho says he has spent
a large sum of money In efforts to solve
tho mystery enshrouding her disappear-
ance over n month ago, and will do tho
utmost to eolvo the mystery of her death.

The verdict of tho coroner's Jury, which
was not made public In tho city last night
for fear It might Induce the lynching of'
James Wilcox, who Is held In connection
with tho death of Miss Cropsey, was read
today In front of the coroner's office to a
largo assemblage of people. Tho great
crowd not only manifested no sympathy for
Wilcox, but Becmod Inclined to deal harshly
with him If assurance of his guilt could be
obtained. Last night Wilcox was threat-
ened with summary punishment, but there
has been practically no demonstration of
violence against him. The excitement has
abated somewhat, but throughout tho day
groups of people have been standing on the
strecta discussing tho affair. 'Some of them
used strong language toward Wilcox.

No surprise was felt by the general pub-

lic at tho result of tho coroner's Inquest,
as belief has been fixed In Elizabeth City
that the girl was murdered. The presence
of the naval reserve evidently curbed tho
threatening attitude of the people toward
Wilcox. Wilcox Is still confined In the
county jail and will be kept there pending
tho Investigation recommended by the coro-
ner's Jury. Ho maintains the stolid Indif-
ference which bns characterized him ever
slnco tho disappearance of Miss Cropsey.
He decllnen to make any statement now
concerning the case.

Mnrlnra rsnnrd the .Inll.
Tho presenco of a squad of naval ma-

rines with loaded carbines Is all that pre-
vents an attack on tho jail which contains
James Wilcox, accused of murdering Nolllo
Cropsey. Threats wore freely made today
and tho feeling against the young man
continues bitter.

All day armed guards havo kept all
a block away from tho jail. So-

licitor Ward, the prosecuting off-

icer of the county, requested Cap-

tain W. T. Old, commanding the
mllttla, to redouble his vigilance to-

night, In expectation of an attempt to tako
tho prisoner. Tonight tho saloons were
closed by order of the mayor.

' Solicitor Ward today had a warrant sworn
out charging Wilcox with murd'r. A pre-
liminary hearing will be hold on Wednes-
day, when Wilcox probably will bn held
for the grand Jury, which meets In March.

Wilcox Is apparently the most uncon-
cerned man In the town. Ho sits In his
cell, making cigarettes and talking with his
guards, He says he has no fear of lynching.
