Although millions of eastern capltnl Is
constantly seeking Investment In Nebraska
at low rates of Interest, anil many of our
farmers who but a few yearB ago wero en-
deavoring in vain to borrow money are now
loaning to their neighbors, the very gener-
ous surplus and protlts that tho hank arc
reporting, togotner with their Increased
dividend payments, are Indications that tho
pcrmanont conservative and legitimate
financial Institutions of tho stato are 'living
protected and liberally patronized.

Tho slight offect now produced by' local
or partial crop failures as compared with
former years s In u great measure due to
tho general Improved and stable condition
of the financial and business Interests of
tho country, locally, as n result of tho peo-
ple of our atnto educating themselves as to
tho most profitable natural resources of our
soil, and by applying their energies to tho
pursuits or Industry most ndapted to tho
respective localities. The eastern portion
of Nebraska Is conceded to be as good an
agricultural country as can bo found in tho
world, and while much of the western por-
tion of tho Htato wa but u few yearH ngo
considered a waste, of sandy desert mid
worthless plain, It In now, In many locali-
ties, successfully farmed. That portion of
which thero Is now not a little, under Irri-
gation, yields enormous crops. Tho bal-
ance, consisting of many thousand acres. Is
covered by an abundance of rich natural
grasses, upon which thousands upon thou-
sands of flno native cattlo feed and fatten
tho year round, anil from where hundreds
of wealthy ranchmen hall, many of whom
were a few years ago western cowboys,
commanding but meager wages, and where
many thriving and promising little cities
have sprung up.

From tho condition of tho banks nnd

other business Institutions of tho stutu It Is
clearly apparent that the west Is making
rapid strides toward the representation of
a very liberal share of tho wealth and busi-
ness of Nebraska.

ItuliiiKM by Superintendent Fowler.
Superintendent Fowler today made tho

following official rulings, which he says are
Important In view of tho controversy

the questions Involved:
Tho following nro tho rulings of this de-

partment relatlvo to comjiulsory attend-
ance at public, prlvato or parochial schools:

In answer to tho question whether pupils
rot less than 7 nor more than 14 years of
age are required to attend school for a
period o(UM to two-third- s the number of
weeks the school district In which such per-
son may live is required by the laws of
tho state to maintain a public school In
order to share In tho apportionment of tho
state school funds, or two-thir- tho num-
ber of weeks of school voted at the annual
meeting or determined by tho school board
in cities, it Is tho ruling of this depart-
ment that It is two-third- s the number of
weeks thn school district is required by
law to maintain a publlu school In order
to sharo In the apportionment of state
school noneys. 8cu section 14, subdivision

tendance of children at a school where tho
li ngtiago Is not spoken and only

the first principles of arithmetic nro taught,
almost the entire time being devoted to
reading and writing n foreign language,
for pjplls not less than 7 nor more than Ityears of age, may be considered as meeting
tho requirements of tho law, It Is the rul
ing or tins department that in case ex-
emption Is claimed on account of attend-
ance at a private or parochial school, as
provided In this law, or on account of at-
tendance upon suitable Instruction else-
where given, the public school In the dis-
trict where such person may live must be
the standard of requirements In order to
meet tho demands of thH law. This In-
cludes the number of weeks they shall at-
tend school, the courso of study they shallpursue therein nnd the Illness of the In-
structor. He'ntlvo to the cojrse of study,
tho legislature hns prescribed but a slnglo
subject that shall be taught In the public
schools of this state, viz., physiology andhygiene with special reference to the ef-
fects of n'cohollc drinks and other stimu-
lants and narcotics upon the human sys-
tem other subjects are left to the olllcers
of the district board, who shall have thepower to oaiifo the pupils to be taught In
such .branches and classified In such grades
or departments ns may seem best adapted
to a course of study which the school boardof any district shall establish by the con-
sent and advice of the county sjperlntend-ent- .

1 he paren't, however, has a right to
make a reasonable selection from the pre-scrib-

course of study for his child topursue, nnd this selection must he respected
by tho school bonrd, ns the right of theparent In that regard Is superior to that
of tho trustees and tie teacher.

!.1 w.ere the opinion of a majority of

tho district olllcers that It would be to the
lieSt lnt!fJMtM lit thn nnhnnl tn lni.lltilA n fn.elgn lunguuge as one of tho branches In
the course of study, they would have theauthority to do so by the consent and ad-
vice of tho county superintendent. Suchforeign language should not bo used as tho
medium or instruction in other branches,
but It may b studUd simply an u lan-guage. Therefore, any private or parochial
school, or any Instruction elsewhere given,
In which the English language Is notspoken, and only the first principles of

time, being davoted to reading and writinga furelgn language, for pupils not lessthan 7 and not more than 14 years of age,

Ilut before this law can be carried Into

effect the county superintendent must se-
cure tho adoption of a courso of study inevery district of his county us set forth In
section 3. subdivision v, School Laws of Ne-
braska for 1901. Tho trustees of a high
school district have authority to prescribe
thp courso of study for their district.Any person having legal or actual controlof any child or children subject to the pro-
visions of this act. who shall vlolato or fallto comply with the provisions of this act,
shnll be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor,
arid shall, upon conviction thereof, bo nun-lshe- d

by u lino of not less than Jo and notmore than J25.
Hoards of education In cities shnll ap-

point ono or more truant officers. In any
cuso where the district board In dlutrlcts
other thnu city districts shall not appointany person as truant olllcer. tho director
shall net as such truant officer.

Theso rulings are based upon tho counsel
of tho attorney general: section 3, sub-
division v, School Laws of Nebraska for
1901: sections 1 and 2. subdivision xvl, of
snld laws., and the decision of tho supreme
court of Nebraska as set forth In tho Ne-
braska lleports, vol. 31, p. 552.
