There wan a loud demonstiration at the
depot sa the first glimpse Wah caught of
Colonel Akin. A vast roaring erowd,
plumed with the red fez, [nirly took pos-
session of things and before the venerable
potentate could offer reslstance he was
soaring at arma length of about a dozen
sturdy nobles who bore him aloft from the
tnterior of the station (o his earriage.

Procession to the Temple.

The procession marched from the station
up Tenth street Lo Farnem as far as Four-
teenth, down Fourtesnth to Douglas, on
Douglas to Sixtesnth, thence to the temple
on Capltol svenue. The reception of the
evening whs held at the Masonlc temple.
Colonel Akin was besieged with Shriners
and thelr ladies, who heaped congratuls-
tions upon him informally before the regu-
lar reception began.

Bamar. When the sectlons erept acrosa the
bridge thers were only 400 soldiers aboard,
for Major J. C. Irvine had been taken off at
the siatlon, suffering with acute rheuma-
tism, and sent |n an ambulance to Clarkson
hospital, where he will remain until he
regains the use of his crippled members,

The khaki-clad weterans who rushed to
the restaugant for supper while thelr regi-
mental commander, General Robe, who suec-
ceeded by promotion Colopel Liscum when
the latter was killed at Tien Taln, was
belng formally recelved by Oeperal John
C. Batea, commander of the Department of
the Missour!, and his aldes, Captaln W. M
Wright and Lieutenant V, L. Wills, showed
lHttls the worse for the campalguing of the
lant few years that has been so rigorous
and so brillinot as to homorably sustain
the magnificent record that Lhis reglment
established long ago. They were hungry
and they wera four months behind In pay,
but they wore happy. They left Samar in
April, just a little too early for the pay-
master's vislt, they left Manmila In May,
ngain too early for the paymaster, who dis-
Korges every two months, and they left
‘Frisco last Priday, still without moner,
an their papers were at Manila.

On the train were elght men who were
with Company C when It was so suddenly
and Inhumanely attacked at Balangiga. One
of these eight was Clifford M. Mumby, first
sergeant, who sajd Imat night:

‘““The people who are creating all this
dlscussion of the water cure forget the cir-
cumatances that fired the soldiers on the
imlands with a determivation to apprehend
the gullty natives. While we were at
breakfast on the morning of Beptember 2%
n native captain of police treacheroualy
grabbed the gup from the ehoulder of
asniry No. 2 and fired & signal that brought
from the neighboring bushes bhetween 400
apd 600 npatives, who shot, hacxed and
butchered before we could reach our guns
in the barracks. We fought our way through
thems with clubs, stones and cass knlves,
and when we finally reached the guns
forty-elght of eur men were dead, twenty-
two wounded and only four uninjured. Of
the wounded twelve were able to fire and
between us we managed to fight back thome
howling fénds, get the living Into boata
and eacape. I was one of those who wers
gent back later to identify the dead and
such awful work I never dreamed of. Those
dusky devils had cut our helpless dead to
pleces, hacked thelr heads off, thrust por-
tlons of thelr person into .the  gaplog
mouths. rubbed jam tnto the wounds. With
this known and with every native felgning
ignorance, la it 8o sirange that the enraged
comrades of the dead poldiers resorted to
vigorous and perhaps rigorous memsures to
make the natives divulge the names of the
leaders? The so-called water cure is not
dangerous, nor ia it agonizing, and Its moat
enlutary effect Is the fright it gives the
patient.”

WEALTHY FARMER IS PUSHING PLANS

Makes Proposition to Farmiash Road-
bed Free to lowa Company
Which Proposes to Bulld
from Des Molnes.

A new rallroad from Omaha into north-
western Missourl, with connections to Des
Moites, Ia., In one of the things which Ia
being talked of now. The projector of
this llne, according to current report, Ia

David Rankin, the wealthy farmer and
stockralser of Tarkio, Mo. Mr. Rankin,
with his son, Willlam Rankin, was In

Omaha several days last week and had a
conference with' the local representative
of the company which has projected a line
of rond from Des Molnes to Blanchard,
Ia. His object In this visit was to hava
the company extend that lipe to Tarkio,
whete It would join the line contemplated
by Mr. Rankia from Omaha to that point,
He Is mald to have assured the representa-
tive of the [owa company that If his
propoaition met favorable treatment at the
hands of the company he would put a
large number of horses to work on the
right-of-way of the new road and give the
company a graded roadbed without expenso
to It

“Then,"” he sald, *'I will begin work on
the line from Ommba to Tarklo., 1 have
been thinking of this matter for several
moniths and have submitted the proposition
to others who have some money and the
Arrangement 16 complete for the sale of
the bonda necessary to bulld the llne. The
preliminary survey runs through Councll
Blufts, Glenwood, Tabor, S8idney and River-
ton Lo the stale line and then by alr lloe
to Tarklo., 1 would swart to work imme-
diately, but the parties who have promlsed
to take the bonds have not given guaranty
for the fulfillment of thelr contraoct and 1
desire no hitch In the proceedings after
the work Is started.”

David Rapkin is one of the heaviost
buyers for feeding on the South Omaha
market, having one or mors buyers here
during the feeding senson and making
many trips to the market himself during
the year. His farm near Tarkio 1s one
of the largest In tha west and his feeding
Is done on a scale pot equalled by any
other farmer in that state. It 1= msald
that for some time he has been Lrying
to get the Burlington road to glve him
better facilities for the handilng of hia
crops and stock, and while there |a a load-
ing yard on the farm, there Is not sufficlent
trackage to sult him. Tarkio is oz & branch
of the Burlington and tbsre are complainta
on the part of many shippers Lhat they
have no direct connectlon with the east.

The proposed line to Des Molnes would
glve them & competing line to Chlcago
and also to Omaha,

The local representative of the Iowa line
could give the Missourl farmer mo posl-
tive answer to hls proposition for a free
road-bed, but will submit the matlter to
the board of directors.

Oouncil Oommittes Delays Beport on Law
and Order Leagne Petition,

EXTENDING WATER WORKS * FRANCHISE

Board of Education Disposes of Land
Near Union Pacific Depot and
Defers Parchnane of School
Kite,

A large delegation of membera of the
Anti-8aloon league attemded the couneil
meeting lant night, supposing that the li-
cenns committee would make a report on
the request filed a week ago In connection
with the enforcement of the Slocum law,
What the members of the league want (2
n sirict enforcement of the law, saloons
to close at midnight and have a stop put
to the selling of liquor to minors. A num-
ber of ministers, representing the churchea
here, werp In the party and all appeared to
be disappointed at the action of tha counell.
Broderick of the llcense commities, when
It ‘'came his time to report, requested fur-
ther tlme, he, however, Intimating that
perhaps the committes would be able to
make a report at the next meeting of the
council to be held one week from last
night.

The mayor banded down a veto of tha res-
alution passed by the council at the last
meeting, 1n connegtion with the EBouth
Omnha Independent Telephone company.
This resclution directed that the company
remove Its poles and wires from the
streets and alleys and deeslst from c¢on-
struction work untll afier 1t had secured
a franchise, but the council could nol see
It that way. Al of the members of the
councll with the exception of Smith voted
to turn the vetn down and eo the resoli-
tion as now on the records stands,

A short time ago A committee was ap-
pointed to confer with officers of the
Omaha Water company in relation to the
placing of additional hydrants. Adkins, as
chalirman of (this special committee, re-
ported that the company declined to locate
any more hydrants at the present time for
the reason that there was fo money In
sight to pay back bills or for hydranis now
In use. The comphny, however, offered to
looate forty-elght additional hydrants and
furnish the same free to the clty until
October 17, 1904, providing a franchise ore
dinance wns phssed granting to the come
pany a new coniract for ten years from
October 1604 to the same month in 1914
The councll evidently thought well of the
plan for the report was adopted without
comment.

T0 DISSOLVE SMELTER TRUST

Procesdings on  Behalf of Ooloredo Are In-
stituted in Bnpreme Oourt.

COMBINE TO RESTRICT COMPETITION

Allegntions In Complaint Are to the
Effect that Combination (s In-
jarious 1o Industiries of Siate

and in Vielatien of Law,

DENVER, COolo., June 80.—Procesdings
on behalf of the state of Colorado to dis-
solve the Hmelter trust were atarted in
the state supreme court this afterncon.
In & voluminous compliaint filed by Attor-
ney General Post it is set forth that the
American Smelting and Refining company
Acd several other sme|ter concerns Are in &
combine to restrict competition In the
smelting business; that the results of the
monopoly are injurlious to the industries of
the state; that It is violating the laws, and
that it s paying unreasonable dividends
upon excesslve and flotitlous capitaliza-
tion.

The complaint asks that all of the ds-
fendants be adjudged to have forfeited
thelr rights to do busineas In the stiate
and that they be ousted and forever exclu-
ded from dolng business in the state, and
that a receiver be appointed to take charge
of their property, ’

The court atated that In falrpess to the
defendants they should recelve motification
of the sult, therefore the filing of the pro-
ceedings was withheld until they can be
intormed of the contents of the attorney
general’s complaint.

The hearing on the state’s right to pro-
ceed with the sult will probably be set down
for next Baturday.

The defendants in the case are: Tha
American Smelling and Refinlng company,
the Omaha & Grant Emelting company, ths
Pueblo Smelting and Refining company, the
Bimetalllc Smelting company, the Colorado
Bmelling company and the Philadelphia
Smelting and Reflning company.

The complaint recites the fact of the
formation of the trust in New Jersey with
& oapital stook of $65,000,000 and adds:

“That sald Ameriean Smelting and Re-
finlng company was organised by the afore-
sald defendants for the specific and de-
liberate purpose of oreating a monopeoly
of the business of smelting and refining
gold and allver and other valuahle ores
and metals as aforesald, and to mubstan-
tially engross the same, contrary to the
publie policy and the laws of the state of
Colorado.”

Then followa n severe arraignment of the
company's methods, particularly excessive
charges ‘'for the smelting and reduction of
the gold and sliver ores which are shipped
to It by the people of sald wsiate;” con-
niving with rallreads to destroy compe-
tition and “wrongfully keep back for Its
own uses the Adifference belween the pub-
lehed frelght rates and the sald secret
rates wrongfully secured by sald American
Bmelting and Reflnlog company as afore-
sald.”

The trust now refuses to recelve for
smeiting all of the gold and silver ores
offered to it by the eitizens of Colorade, It
is stated, and the comfpamy has shut dowm
and dismantied several of Its sme)ling and
refluing plants to the injury of the public.
Bald plants were prosperous going concerns
prior to their conveyance to sald Amer|-
can , Smelting and Refining company and
would, but for sald conduot of sald ecom-
pany, be prosperous and golng concerns to
this day.

It is alleged that the company secures
more favorable rates than are enjoyed by
the gencral public of the state and by
reason of the extortionates and unreason-
able charges demanded and received from
the people for the smeliing and redustion
of thelr orea as aforecsald, the sald Amerl-
csn Smeoltigg and Refining company s en-
abied to pay and does pay ezoessive and
unreasonable dividends,
