Two Connecticut Men Who
Have the Razor Fad

Thers are two men In Southport, Conn.,
who have the raszor fad. Thers e a good
denl of rivalry between them, though It
has not yet come to a clash of weapons.
The reason Is that the two mon have be-
come adepta not so much In wislding
ragora as in collecting them. studying thelr
mnterial, telling their age an a farmer
does that of a horse by Iis teoth, and re-
lating storten of who used them, or how
they were oblalned from some distant
country or strange olvilization.

The two Bouthport ragor connolsseurs,
relates the New York Tribune. nre H.
H. Perry and Francis P. S8herwnod The
first prides himself on being the “Father
of Raszor Collectors,” while the second,
although confesning he Nrst obtalned the
Idea from Mr. Perry, nevertheless Helleven
that he has a superior collection.

The membera of the Perry family were
not only good shavers wheén young, but
whoen grown men ag well. Bo many ragors
Iay about his house that, elght years ago,
Mr., Peorry cut himself with the ldea of
making A collection of razors Areord-
ingly, he asked all his relatives to msend
him old razors, and soon he had obtained a
large number. Many of thess rasors have
& family history. One shaved his grand-
father, and another seraped off the f(irat
dm?n from his father's chin.

But the family eollsction only sharpened
Mr. Perry’'s ambition. Every razor he got
seemed to whet his dealte for more. Mr.
Perry then began visiting pawnshops in
this city, Bostor, New Haven. Martford
and Bridgeport, and whenever he saw n
razor In o window within the shadow ofs
the emblem of 8t. Nicholas he would ask
to oxamine It, and would, In most n-
stanees, buy it for a few cents. When Mr
Porry and his wife went abroad last fall
he continued his hunt for rasors and drove
many a sharp bargain with European cut-
lery dealors and curlo merchants. Ars.
Perry nlso began to take a keen Interest
In razors, although acknowledging that she
hans seen things more beantiful. Bhe Eome-
times worried over her husband In his ex-
plorations after razors, and feared he
might get Into a mscrape, but as yet, she
snym, he has always come off without a
serutch

Bame of the Perry, rasors have stories and
traditiona  twined about them which
helghten thelr value In thelr ownot's eyes.
One Ils sald to have shaved the cohin of
Napoleon, having been plcked up on the
fleld of Waterloo, where It was found In
tha deserted baggage of the French em-
peror. It was made by Shepherd, and was
discoverad by the sollsctor In & New York
pawnshop, For certain reasons, however,
Mr. Perry has nover helleved In the truth-
fulness of the Gotham broker.

“Napoleon Bad such & close shave at
Waterioo,” says Mr, Perry, “that he didn't
nesd A rasor.'

At the present time the Perry collection
Includes repressntatives from the United
Btates, England, Germany, Ireland, 8we-
dan, Denmark, Byria, Italy, France and
China. Many of them are of a goodly age,
and though it is hard even for a con-
nolescur to tell how old a razor Is, Mr.
Porry prides limself on always hitting
ft right, withiir . year or o few months,
The razor which he regards as hls oldest
is ona made by Eimon Butcher, the prede-
cessor of the famous firm of Wade &
Butcher. According to Mr. Perry. It was
mads anbout 1700, Like nll razora of that
period, It Is hand wrought and shows the
marks of the hammer on It steel. It in
twice as henvy as the 10 razor, and one
would hardly think now of using it for its
originnl purpose. There I a Tally Ho
razor In Mr. Perry's collection, which ita
owner regards as almost as old as the
aneclent Butehar. At any rate, it s far
mora valuable, There are not mere than
three or four of Its kind in this country,
and Mr. Perry says It = worth about $i5

Mr. Bherwood, the rival rasor collactor,
only began his collection of razors twn
yenrs ago, but he has given Mr. Perry
such sharp competition that he now han
almost one-half as many blades. In his

search for ragsrs Mr, Bherwood has nl-
ways endeavored to obtaln steel which had
a charmeter of Its own. He wanis & rmaror
with a past, so to speak. For example, ho
has & Roberts rasor over a century old,
which was found in & secret drawer of an
anclent sen chest In o Fairfleld farmer's
attie, Here It had been since Its former
owner had parted with IL. This raxor, Mr.
Bherwood says, recalls the time when Falr-
fisld wasn a busy shipping center, and
eargoes of rum, molasses and all kinda of
queer things, found thelr way Into the
port from the big world outmide. An-
other ragor of the Bherwood collection came
from the botiom of a well, where it had
been resurrectad by a farmer, and ground
down so that it now looks more llke a dag-
ger than A rasor.

Among Mr. Bherwood's collection are
many specimens of finely etoched blades,
although rust has obliterated some of the
more delleate markings, Thus there I8 a
picture of George Washington on one blade,
dreassed in full Continental uniform, with
his name above his head and an Inacrip-
tion beneath his feel. On another wlde,
old-fashloned, heavy blade, mada by George
Savage & Bons, Masonic emblems have
beon etched, doubtless to convert a Mason
inte being its user. On w third are three
links to entch the Odd Fellows' trade.

Thin ldea of catering to certain sentl-
ments Is shown In several specimens,
mainly of English manufacture. On one
wrlde of the handle of a Joseph Elllot blade
there is stamped “New York,” and on the
opposite side “Independence.” A reminder
of eivil war timen Is to be found In a mzor
which beara on ita blade, *"The Unlon Must
and Bhall Be Preserved.” More recémt
specimens of stea] etching show the Cryatal
Palace of London and the Chicago World's
falr bullding=,

The gem of the whole collection. nccord-
ing to Mr. Bherwood, is & handsome razor
made by Milnes of London, with a handle
of tortolsa shell, In which are deploted
four hunting scenes, The first pleture I8
that of A man loading an old-fashioned
fiint lock musket. The eecond portrays
the hunter starting for the woods with his
dog. The next scene finds him firing his
fowling plece, and In the fourth the aporte-
man is returning home with the droop of
fatigus, but nevertheless with a goodly
bunch of game.

STUDY OF GAELIC TONGUE

Progress in Twenty-Filve Years to
Rescue Irish  Liternture and
Musle From Obliviom.

During the last few years thero has been
a remarkable advance In the study of na-
tive Irish, or Gaello, a tongue which was
In & wuy to become wholly forgotten when
patriotie Hibernlans started a movement
to rescue It from oblivion. Many societies
were organized In Ireland twenty-five years
ago for fostering the study of ihe Innguugs,
art, music and Uterature of the country’s
anclents. They were just In time, for tho
disuse Into which the Gaallo had fallen wa
pa pronounced that its scholars easlly wers
numbered.

The Irlsh societies at liome were supple-
mented by others In varlous parts of th»
world. The one in this clty gave its annusl
musical festival last weak, and the pro-
gram wans largely compased of songs writ.
ten in the old tongue, Thera are #imilar or. |
ganizations In Ruersia, Central Europe and
different Irish centers of America. The
movement is not confined to the Iriah, how-
ever, for scholars of all nat'ons have begin
to take an Interest In It, on the ground that
the anclent lterature I8 worth preserving
for other than sentimental reasons.

The local organization’'s hiatory has heen
contemporaneous with the general progreas
of the work, for the advance of the movr«
mont has heen witnessed almost entirely
withis the twenty-five years during which |
the New York society has flourished, A
quarter of a century ngn the Ireland of
Coloncile, the learned Cormac, the herolo
Brian and the "Golden Age' was but littla
known—ao few could read its story. Tha
Soclety for the Preservation of the Irish
Language, & Dublin association, war at
work In 1878, but Its total membership, In-
cluslve of several branchesa, was less than
1,000, The growth of the movement is shown
by the faet that last ysar's “Oireachtus™
and convention of tha Gaelle league In Dub-
1in was & gathering representing an sMia-
tion of 475 branches, with a membership of
60,000,

In 1880 out of & population of 546000
Irishmen, there were less than 750,000 who
could speak Irish, but last year It was estl-
mated that there were 700,000 who spoke the
Inngunge, though the total population had
dwindled to 450,000 In this estimats it
wis caloulated that tha Joss by emigration
from Ireland fell largely on Irish-speaking
communities. While the school authortties
of Irelund declined to have the language
taught in the public schools In 1887, It 1s
now taught in 1,60 diferent institutions of
the island. In 1850 a couple of paragraphs
printed In Irish was all ths periodieal
literature the anciant tongus hoasted. These
appoared in & remote corner of & Dublin
newspaper, the Freaman. Today, on ths
other hand, the Gaelle leagus publishes &
monthly magazxine sand a weekly news-
paper in Irish, three private weekiy pub-
Heations are urging the study of the ltera-
ture and art of the anclents, and nearly
svery perfodical of Ireland prints between
a column and a page In Gaslic

In 1850 it was sald that Irish musio had
disappeared and that it was no longar to
be heard at Irish concerts, but nowadays
overy concert given by a typleal Irish or.
ganisation devotles at lenst & part of its
program to native songs. Lass than fifty
persons attended a conference in the inter-
eat of the Irish languages held In Dublin in
1582, and the meeting excited littla publie
attention even at home, but In last year's
convention. which lasted more than & week,
thera were G0 entries for the Nterary and
musical competitions, and the visitors num-
bered thousands that came from Irelsnd,
England and far-away countrien,

Muany wealthy Irishmen have given money
to the movement, and thin year there are
plans In the wind to estabiinh & onllege
where nothing but Gaelic will be spoken, as
well as to found libraries for Irish books
and eonservatories where Irish melody will
