CUBANS CHALLENGE STATEMENT

Health OMcinls Say There Are No
Canen of Yellow Fever on Ialand,

HAVANA, Nov, M.—"We challenge the

United States marine hospital service to
point out, as alleged, that several chses of
yallow fever have appeared In various parts
of Cuba,” was the response of Dr. Carlos
Finlay, chief of the Department of Health,
and Banitation, when shown o dispatch
from Washington today assigning that as a
reason for Instructions of the United Btates
to Minister Squlers to call the attention of
the Cuban authorities ta the unsanitary,
conditions at Santingo and elsewhere In the'
Inlands and to urge prompt and thorough
remedy of these condifions,
Dr. Finlany, who has a high reputation as
n yellow fever expert, asserted with confl-
dence that there Is not u single case of the
disease In Cubp. It was not within possi-
Bllity, he added. that hallf a dozen marine
hosplital Inspectors stationed at Cuban
ports should have discovered cases which
the thoroughly orgenized health depart-
ment of Cuba has falled to discover, and
more than Improbable that they shoyld
know of such cuses and yet fall to call the
attention of the Cuban department to
them, Dr. Finlay reltersted that the only
case originating In Cuba, In more than
three years, was that of the Amerlean,
Boott Fuller, at Punta de Bal, which was
extremely llght and of questlongble su-
thentlelty. Suspleion attached also to ¥Ful-
ler's attendant, but the disease had not
developad. Health officials at all Cuban
ports, Dr. Finlay said, treat all fever symp-
toms In arrivals fraom Caribbean and SBouth
Americen poris as susplolous, and aleo all
others that are i the least questionable
These are Invariably detalned and isolatid
until they die or are oured.

Dr. Delgado, a Cuban. whoe s the United
Htates muarine hospltal inspector at
Havana, disclaimed any knowledge of xel-
low fever cases this year, excopt In six
persons, wha arrived from Mexico, and
who were all isolated. Of these (wo dled
and the others recovered. !

Cuban ofMecials unreservedly admit and
condemn the bad sanitary condltions in
aome of the sastern citles. Dr. Gulters, the
yellow fever expert, has been summoned
to Inform President Palma tomorrow aof
existing condlitions,

Minlstar _Squlers, who has just returned
