April 1 there will be an ndvance of 5 per
cent, Not only that, but the prices which
become effecuve January ¥ are subject to
Eehms" nt any time without notice. It will

remembered that last year prices were

marked up two different times without any
notice being given, jobbers simply receiving
n h-lle|iram to advance thelr prices on that
day. If the same should happen this year
It would cause no surprise, particularly ir
the price of raw rubber should continue to
advance,

Just what actlon the iIndependent msanu-
facturers will tuke is not known, but word
will prpbably be recdelved on Monday.

Hesides o elight reducton in the llet
rice of the nbove mentioned lines, thers
s also a little difference in terms.
