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LOOT FROM MANY BDRCL ARIES

Detcetirei Bsoover Thousand of Dollars'
Worth of Stolen Property.

CAPTURED THIEVES DISGORGE PLUNDER

Mstel Leads to Places Where Good
Are Concealed and Wagon

Loads Are Taken to the
4'entrnl station.

With W,000 worih of stolen property scat-
tered about and dozen o( people looking
over It for lout valuables, with more good
and more people arriving every hour, the
detectives' rooms at the police station re-

semble In appenrunue a department store
on bargain day. All day the place has
been crowded by cltlxens whose houses
have been robbed within the last year.

Guy Nlstel la the lust one of the trio
of burglars to confess, and be Is evidently
doing his best to unearth all the stolen
goods, confessedly for the purpose of se-

curing a lighter prison sentence. lie re-

fused to (ulk until he was taken to South
Omaha Friday evening and made to listen
tu the confusalon of his two comrades,
Webber and llossman. Since then he has
done more than the others in enlightening
the police aa to the disposal of stolen
goods.

He led Detectives Maloney and Mitchell
to the Vinton school at Twentieth and
Boulevard, where, after removing several
boards In the floor of an outbuilding, they
found revolvers and watches amounting In
value to 200. They then went to Thirtieth
and Douglas streets, to the Curtis-Turn- er

park, and found a quantity - of pearl-handl- ed

knives and other cutlery under the
sidewalk. Nlstel told of stuff which had
been planted In Klvervlew park by Webber,

but the latter denied It. Nlstel was unable
to give the location of the place so that the
police could find It.

Had Famished His Home.
Nistel's house, from top to bottom, was

full of plunder. The curtains, the clocks,
the dishes on the sideboard, the sofa pll
lows, the table sliver all had been stolen.
Only the carpets and the furniture seemed
to have been obtained honestly. After NIs
tel'a arrest Thursday night his house was
not disturbed again until Friday afternoon,
when the police went there and found that
his wife had packed Into large boxes every-
thing in the house and was preparing to
have It hauled away In a dray. They seised
the boxes and took them to the police sta
tlon.

On the first trip to Webber's house the
officers seoured three trunks full of goods,
They went back again Saturday morning
and got almost a wagon load more. The
house Is at 1710 South Nineteenth street.

Almost every conceivable article of port
able else Is to be found In the contents of
the trunks and boxes. There are watches,
rings, pins, chains, bracelets, revolvers,
rksors, shotguns, knives, boots, shoes,
books, lace curtains, dollies, silk skirts,
oushlon covers, out glass, table silverware.
hair brushes, snuff, cigars, toilet soap, per
fume, champagne, olive oil, pocketbooks,
flat irons, decorated china, raisins and
chewing gum. In one box were the parts
of the wheelbarrow which had been used
to carry away the spoils after the robbery
last winter of the A. K. Nuckolls grocery
at 8821 Cuming street

Owners Identify Loot.

$X) worth of property taken. Almost all
of It was found In Nistel's home. Mrs.
Gould identified rugs, hand-painte- d china
and a number of curtains. Her home was
entered January 26. Mr. and Mrs. Mor-
ton found two rings, china, a gold watch
chain, cut glass and dollies, which had
been taken from their house on the night
of December 29. Mr. Nuckolls came and
got a lot of soap which had been taken
from his grocery store. Harry Dennis
found two rings and a watch chain belong-
ing to him.

C. F. Harrison Identified a lot of out glass-
ware, hand painted ware, two rings and a
watch chain. F. P. Gould recognized sev-

eral rugs and a number of hand painted
ware as his property. Mrs. Harry Dennis
recovered a pearl brooch, from which she
says a diamond is missing. Several bar-
rels of groceries are supposed to be part
of the stock taken from Bromer's grocery
store In South Omaha. A number of
empty champagne bottles showed that the
arrested men lived for awhile surrounded
by unaccustomed luxuries.

Much Remains to Be Claimed.
Some of the most valuable articles, in-

cluding cut glass, of which there was
several hundred dollars worth, have not
yet been identified. The owners have not
been found for several watches and numer-ou- r

pieces of silverware. Many have tele-
phoned to the station that they would be
down Saturday afternoon to look over the
collection. '

Nlstel Is willing to talk and eagerly an-
swers any questions. He wept when tell-
ing about his misdeeds.

"I do not care for myself." he said, "but
I have brought a deep disgrace on my
young wife, to whom I have been married
only six months. It 1b the thought of
her that breaks me down.

"I have been at this business but a few
months. I will not go into details of my
relations with Webber, but I certainly went
astray when I began running with him. It
has been an exciting career, going Into
people's houses at the risk of being killed,
but It is all over. I did not realise when
I was doing it that It was so serious. Hoes-ma- n

has been In Omaha since some time
in March end I do not think ha has done
any more of the work than I have."

It has been learned that Webber lived
In Lincoln for several years. The officers
say he Is an

Nothing- - Has Heen Sold.
Although much of the property taken

In burglaries In which Webber is known
to have been active has not been found,
no Information has been scoured of any
thing which has been sold. Nlstel. says
that nothing has been disposed of from the
plunder secured since he has been with
Webber. Hoswman has been Implicated in
a smaller number of burglaries and hold
ups than the others When captured he
was wearing an overcoat taken from J. A.
Boeder when he was robbed at the point
of the revolver In his store at Thirty-thir- d

and Parker streets.

Endorse Chief

IMPROVEMENT CLUB WANTS ITS OWN WAY

Insists on Having- - New Station
Located on Edge of District

It Is Intended to
Protect.

The Sherman Avenue Improvement club
went contrary to the recommendations of
Fire Chief Salter when at its meelng Frl
day night Its fire and police committee
was Instructed to use its Influence with
the city council and with the Are and po-

lice board to secure the location of the
proposed Fifth Ward Are house at Six-
teenth and Locust streets. Chief Salter is
in favor of placing the new house In the
immediate vicinity of Nineteenth and Lake
streets, and It Is said this was the general
understanding when bonds were voted.

Members of the club declare that' the
high buildings are not In the locality fa-

vored by Chief Salter and that the points
of denseat population are more easily
reached from Sixteenth street.

What effect the action of the club will
have on the council and the Are and police
board Is only to be conjectured. There
has been considerable strife among the
residents of the ward as to the site to be
selected. Those In the west part of the
district and It is said that these are far
In the minority In the Improvement club-stro- ngly

favor Twenty-fourt- h street. Chief
Salter thinks this is too far west. Regurd- -

lug the contention and the action of the
club, the ctjlof said:

Position of Fire thief,
"The site the club has chosen is not the

beet, as it is on the very limits of 'the dis-

trict. East of Sixteenth street there are
only three tiers of blocks with any build-
ings to speak of. Beyond this stretch the
bottoms, with railroad tracks and a few
buildings scattered here and there. East
Omaha Is not to be taken, into considera-
tion, as we could not rcuch It with any de-

gree of satisfaction even from Sixteenth
street. It needs lire protection of Its own.
On the west side of Sixteenth striiet thu
territory to be covered reaches sway to
Omaha View. Place the new hou.io at
Sixteenth and Locust sr.vets and the pxiple
about Omaha View will be clamoring for a
Are house of their iwn Inside of a yeir.
And they will need it, tr.o.

"I believe In the most good to the great-
est number of people. The residence n

of the ward Is entitled to as much pro-

tection us the business district. The ma-
jority of the Improvement club members
probably live and nave their burtineita near
Sixteenth street, and naturally will '.lie
Are house there. Those farther west a.'s en-

titled to consideration.
"From the standpoint of general

Nineteenth and L.ike streets would
be better. It Is a central location between
No. 11, at Thirtieth and Spauliiing s'.eets.
No. 4, av Sixteelth and Izard streets, and
No. 6, at Twenty-fourt- h and Cuming
streets.

"I do not Intend to make any flicht In the
matter at all. for 1 want the fire house and
want It as seon as I ran get It. Although
my selection oT a location seems beat to me,
It Is up to the people of the district to say
what they want, and I suppose they will
get what they ask for. If the majority
wsnt the fire house st Sixteenth and
cust. I presume the council will give It to
them. I am not making any objection."
